Pelt Control Work
The Rrcater i>art of the County 

-Ar cut's time during the month 
o f  May was spent in pi’st control 
work, fÍRlitiiiR the Rrus.shop|»er 
pest.

About six weeks hro si rus of 
prassho|q>er infe.stations hcRan 
to apjicar in various parts of the 
county. After a thorounh inves- 
tipation by the county aRcnt, a 
'campaipn, urRiiiR the farmers of 
the county to Rct ready to fipht 
this pest was started at once.

A farmers mass meetiiiR was 
•called at the court house on .May 
•tith for the purpo.se of ascertain- 
inp the extent of the hopper in­
festation and to determine what 
:8teps to take towanl eontrollinR 
this pest. A meetiiiR of the .\Rri- 
cuitural Ailvisory Hoard of Kun- 
nels ('ounty was called in con­
junction with tliis mass lueftitiR.

After some leuRthy discussions 
•of means and ways of control it 
was decided to turn this matter 
•over to the County Apent and his 
advisory hoard.

The Hoard at once appointed a 
central committee composed of 
Judpe Paul Trirnmier, H. \V. 
llruce and the County Ajíeut to 
*ee to the matter of orderiiiR 
poison, molasses, hran and such 
other materials as were necessary 
in puttiiiR on a vigorous warfare 
«Rainst tlie hop¡)crs.

The central coiiimittee at once 
oalled inectinRs in every commun­
ity to ascertain the amount of 
materials needed in eacli re^jieet 
ive community. These meetiuRs 
were held in most of the commun­
ities in tlie county and orders for 
materials needed were sent in to 
the county aRcnt to he kept on 
file  in his office.

The central committee tlien 
solicited the co-operation of the 
liusine.ss men of the county in as- 
•fiistitiR the farmers in the prass- 
liojiper campaiRii.

Tlie poison, hran and molasses 
were onlered and hanilled hy lo­
cal husiness men aiul sold to the 
farmers at actual cost. Tin flash- 
inR and shiplap for fenciiiR and 
for the huildiiiR of hopper eatch- 
ers were handled hy local husi- 
iiess men in the same wa.v. The 
fact that the farmers receive*! 
these materials at actual cost 
acted as a stimulus to use them 
freely with the result that a sys­
tematic ami eontinuoiiH warfare  
has been carried on aRainst the 
hoppers.

Besides usiiiR the poi.soned hran 
mash other c<mtrol nietluxls were 
practice*!. Flocks of turkeys and 
chickens were earrie*! to the 
outer e*lRcs of the fields and 
acattereil in t*>mporary houses 
aloiiR the fen*'*’ rows, liopp’’i 
catchers a»"'* heiriR used ex.i !■ 
aively. T >»• huildiiiR «if dilvh*'* 
and fen iu'i with tin flasiduu» 
and shiplap as well as fiRlitiuR 
them with the i liih and the pear 
burner have ¡iroved successful, 
with the r*‘sult that at this writ 
inR the hopp*'r situation in Hun- 
liels county is pretty well under 
control.

Twelve demonstrations in inix- 
inR and ajipIyiiiR poison an*l in 
buihlinR and usinp hop|>er catch­
ers were conducted umler the 
supervision of the county SRcnt. 
tine hundred iiml ninet.v-eii'ht 
fanners attemled these demon- 
atmtions.

We f«!cl that with the splendid 
oo-ojicration of the husiness men 
wc have not only saved the farm- 
era quite a lot of money on the 
materials nerde*l in their fipht on 
the hoppers, hut hare also ai«led

“ 4. When fields are surround­
ed hy jiasturc prass and wee*ls 
and infestation apjx’ars to he 
prowinp worse fariiuTs are ad­
vised to sow a strip from 75 to 
UMI yanls wide around *’ntire 
fiehl. When shad*’ is availahle 
under w*io*ls or tr*’cs th*-n ¡>lac*’s 
should he sown as the weather 
hecomes warmer.
