McWilliams, he went to Brown­
wood twice during the day, on the 
last trip carrying the money in 
15 hills, the numbers of which 
were recorded here, and gave 
them to Henderson in the ele­
vator of the hotel That it had 
been arranged that If the agent 
accepted the money ho wa.s to 

>,V?ave the elevator with his hat 
off, which he did, and the man 
was arrested and the bills found 
on hls person. The statement 
given by Winans was in detail and 
gave the denomination and num­
ber of each bill given to Ilcnder- 
sfen After reducing the statement 
to writing, the following signed 
the article after being sworn and 
testifying that they had heard the 
testimony of Wlnan.s and that 
said testimony wa.s substantially 
correct insofar as they respect­
ively were connected with said 
matter.
