AUSTIN — Quail hunters are 
urged again this year to send in 
bands when found on birds they 
kill, according to the assistant 
executive secretary of tho Game 
and Fish Commission. Many 
birds were released throughout 
the State this year from the State 
Game Farm near Tyler. All 
these birds have been banded.

The department is particularly 
anxious to get bands from any 
Coturnix quail killed by hunters. 
In this way it will be able to 
trace the movement of the birds.

Despite unseasonal ♦*ither, 
conditions still remain v i. good 
for quail hunting with i  open­
ing of the general seas4 Dec. 1, 
the secretary said.

egional office at Dallas.
The Census official stated that 

he was well pleased with the 
■ oooeration the census takers ate 
receiving from farmers in the 
area and has high hopes of com­
pleting the canvass within the 
next ten days. He pointed out 
that the field canvass of farms is 
one of the larger costs of the 
census and that the cooperation 
of idiineia in completing que 
tionnaires promptly will be a 
vital factor in keeping down the 
final cost of the undertaking.

Quick completion of the census 
will not only help in keeping

costs down but u ill aid in prompt
publication of the results, the 
field director said. He urged 
local farmers who have not al- 
ro;idy done so to complete Ihe 
census questionnaire and have 
it ready when the census taker 
calls.

Postmaster Gives Tips On How 
To Mail Xmas Cards, Packages I

Some important tips to assuie 
prompt and safe delivery of 
Christmas cards and gift:. were 
outlined today by the local post­
master, as follows:

1. Address mail fully and clear­
ly. Write legibly, or print plain­
ly. Avoid abbreviations. Al­
ways put your return address on 
cards.

2. Use the 4-ccnt letter rate for 
Christmas cards, assuring for­
warding of the letter if the ad­
dressee has moved, and return if 
the card is undeliverable.

3. Don’t mail money in Christ­
mas gifts or letters. Use postal 
money orders or checks.

4. When making a larger mail­
ing — such as Christmas card 
mailings — separate letters into 
“local" and “out-of-town" bun­
dles. Local post offices have 
“local" and “out-of-town" wrap­
pers for this purpose free of

charge.
5. Pack and v ap gifts secure­

ly. Cushioning matenals should 
bo placed on all sides of the 
Christmas g i f t .  The carton 
should be wrapped in heavy 
paper and tied with strong twine. 
Address one side only.

f>. Delicate gift such as glass, 
must be marked "Fragile,” and 
food stuffs subject to spoilage 
should bo marked “Perishable.”

7. Insure parcels. Register let­
ters of real value. Where only 
proof of delivery is required for 
letters of no intrinsic value use 
Certified Mail.

8. Use Combination Mail where 
a letter or message — other than 
a gift tag — is to be enclosed in­
side a Christmas package.

9. Mail Christmas cards and 
parcels early to avoid the last 
minute rush and waiting in line 
at the post office. The best times

to avoid crowds at stamp win­
dows in most post offices are be­
fore 10 a. m. Buy a supply of
stamps early.

10. If you don’t know the an­
swer to a mailing problem — ask. 
Every postal employee is happ> 
to answer questions on postal 
niles and regulations.

In addition to these tips, the 
postmaster noted that local post 
offices have the free pamphlet. 
“Post Office Department Publi­
cation No. 3,” which contains 
rates of postage and limits of 
size and weight for domestic 
mail.
