This 
ecoid crop will probably bo five 
jercent above the num ber pro- 
luce-1 last year and one percent 
ibove the rec-or 1 established in 
1957, he adds.

However, light varieties m ake up 
only 18 per cent of this year's 
turkey crop. Therefore, total

roduction in  Texas w ill be up 
.mly slightly from 1958.

The totals for Texas show that 
in 1958, 3.720.000 turkeys of all 
breeds w ere raised. In 1959, this 
num ber is indicated to be 3,725,- 
000. an increase of only 5,000 over 
last year.

Marketing Quota 
\o te  On Peanuts 
Set For Dee. 13

COLLEGE STATION — A na­
tional m aiketing  quota referen­
dum for peanut growers, the first 
in three years, will be held on 
December 15. according to Searcy 
Fergus« n, chairm an. Texas A gri­
cultural Stabilization and Con­
servation Committee. The bal­
loting w ill determ ine w hether 
or not m arketing  quotas will la­
in effect for the next th ree crop., 
of peanuts.

If at least tw o-thirds of the 
votes are favorable, quotas will 
be in effect for the i960. '61 and 
'62 crop- of peanuts. Penalties 
will apply to '•excess'' peanuts, 
and price supports will be avail­
able to growers who comply with 
tiicir acreage allotm ents at the 
full level of support announced, 
said Ferguson.

If m ore than  one-third of the 
voters oppose, quotas and penal­
ties will not be in effect for the 
1960 peanut crop, and the level 
of price support to eligible grow ­
ers w ill drop to 50 percent of 
parity. In such a case, another 
referendum  would be held in 
1960 for the following three crops.

A grow er will be eligible to 
vote in tne D ecem ber 15 icferen- 
dum, Ferguson said, i f  he is en ­
titled to share in ¡959-crop pea­
nuts planted for harvest as nuts 
on a fa: m having more than one 
aero of peanuts planted.

Peanut m ark e tin g  quotas have 
been in effect each year since 
19-19. In the last referendum , 
quotas for the 1957. '58 and '59 
crops w ere favored . by 93.5 p er­
cent of the growers voting.
