Bullock sent checks totaling 
$11.4 million Tuesday to Texas 
towns and cities for their 
monthly July city salestax pay­
ments.

The total July payments 
were smaller than the June

Pesticides Now Regulated
AUSTIN -- ‘‘Texas first 

agricultural pesticide control 
act, passed and signed into law 
last month, will provide fa r­
mers and ranchers the oppor­
tunity to increase their safety 
and that of their cattle,” says 
Texas Safety Association Vice 
President, Joe L. Smetana.

The act regulates the use 
of pesticides, with the Texas 
Department of Agriculture de­
signated as the regulating ag­
ency, and provides for volun­
tary education and certification 
for farmers and ranchers.

The Texas Pesticide Con­
trol Act brings the State into 
compliance with the U. S. En- 
vironnental Protection Agen­
cy’s edict that all states enact 

such legislation by October, 
1976. A list of the restricted 
pesticides will soon be released 
by the Environmental Protec­

tion Agency.
The private farmer and 

rancher may secure a license, 
but is not required to, explains 
TSA, as most compliance en­
forcement will be aimed at the 
commercial or non­
commercial applicator and the 
dealer. Licensing will be re ­
quired of anyone who sells res­
tricted pesticides or applies 
them for hire, as will be the 
keeping of records.

Licensmg will be through 
the Texas Department of Ag­
riculture, and a license will 
be granted following success­
ful examination of the appli­
cant’s knowledge of and abi­
lity to apply pesticides.

The Texas Safety Asso­
ciation urges all farm ers, ran­
chers, and other pesticide users 
to participate in the licensing 
program.

COLLEGE STATION — 
Demand for beef, particularly 
for quick-cooking cuts, is in­
fluencing the price, one con­
sumer marketing information 
specialist said this week.

“ For real economy, select 
the less tender cuts such as 
chuck roasts, chuck and round 
steaks. Other good choices are 
ground beef and liver, price- 
wise,”  reports Mrs. Gwendo­
ly n  Clyatt, who is with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, and Texas A&M Uni­
versity System.

Another economical possi­
bility is fresh fish and shell­
fish. Many varieties will be 
available in the coming weeks, 
adding to good supplies of fresh 
frozen seafoods. This means 
attractive buying opportunities 
at prices substantially below a 
year ago, the specialist 
reported.

‘‘Increasing supplies of 
peaches, nectarines, plums and

grapes have resulted in slightly 
lower prices.

Fresh vegetables that will 
soon be arriving on the market 
in canning-size quantities are 
purplehull peas, soft shell sq­
uash, carrots, com, cucum­
bers, cushaw, green onions and 
radishes.’'

Prices are slightly higher 
on fryer chickens.

Eggs are in good supply 
at reasonable prices. Com­
pare large and medium sizes 
for the best value for egg mo­
ney.

It’s crop questionnaire time again from the Texas Crop 
and Livestock Reporting Service.

A  total of 24,700 farmers in Texas have received a 
questionnaire relating primarily to small grain acres. If you 
are one of those who have received it, you are requested to 
fill it out as accurately as possible and return it promptly.

Interest continues to increase in all areas of agricultural 
production in the state and throughout the nation. During 
the era of the so-called "burdensome surpluses" there was 
very little interest evoked when a crop survey was made. 
But now the questionnaire becomes important.

Another form Texas agricultural producers need to 
note is the census. Although the majority of the census 
forms have been returned, the Census Bureau says it still 
needs those not yet returned.

You need to fill out only those questions applicable to 
your operation. And the Census Bureau says you can be 
assured no one will see your answers except the census 
enumerator.

Figures will be compiled into county, state and 
national totals.

SCREW W O RM  C A SE S  continue to be reported in 
parts of Texas, and screwworm eradication officials urge 
livestock producers to adhere to its four-point program for 
eradication:

Check your livestock regularly, treat wounds on 
livestock with approved screwworm-control remedies, delay 
surgery on livestock as long as possible and submit 
suspected screwworm samples to the fly lab at Mission. 
Your county agent has vials which you can use to send the 
samples.

AUG. 15 may seem to be a long way off since this is 
still mid-July. But it- will be here shortly, and the main 
thing to remember about Aug. 15 is that it is the deadline 
date for submitting your entry to the Family Land Heritage 
Program.

That Program honors those farm families and their 
descendants in Texas who have owned and continuously 
farmed the same piece of land for 100 years or more. If you 
believe you can qualify for this award, you can get an 
application from your county judge or by writing to the 
Texas Department of Agriculture, Austin, Texas 78711.

Last year, more than 560 farm families in the state 
were so honored. The Program, recognized to be of great 
historical significance, is sponsored by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture to honor agriculture and 
agricultural producers.

IF  YO U  L IK E  ICE  C R E A M  (and who doesn't) you'll 
be happy to know that ice cream production increased in 
1974. Perhaps the same trend is continuing this year.

In Texas during 1974, there was enough ice cream 
produced to provide every person in the state just under 
three gallons each. If you like mellorine, and apparently 
most Texans do, Texas is the number one state in 
production of that dessert.

All this related to the fact that manufactured dairy 
products utilized 22 per cent of the 1974 Texas milk 
production.

AUS T I N- Wh e n  Fort  
Worth native Helen Howe 
went looking for a job last 
fall, she had hopes of 
“getting out of the hog pen” 
for a while.

Instead, her credentials as 
a former farrowing house 
manager and the 1972 Texas 
Pork Queen led her right 
back into agriculture as the 
n a t i o n ' s  first woman 
certified hog grader.

Ms Howe began her 
grading duties for the Texas 
Department of Agriculture in 
September. 1974, after a 
two-week training session 
with the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture in Missouri.

“ Ms. Howe is doing an 
excel l ent  job with the 
department and in her work 
as the first woman grader 
per f or ms  an invaluable 
service fo r Texas hog 
producers,” according to 
Agricul ture Commissioner 
John C. White.

Ms. Howe, who first 
began her grading activities 
for the Texas Agricultural 
Ma r k e t  D e v e l o p m e n t  
Association in Amarillo, now 

-divides her work week 
between Amarillo and the 
S o u t h  P l a i n s  S wi n e

Association in

Lubbock.
Hogs that are brought in 

to be sold are first herded 
into a pen where Ms. Howe 
looks them over and grades 
each animal individually by 
spraying one of four paint 
colors on its back.

In an average day’s work, 
Ms Howe may grade almost 
1,000 head before they are 
ready for sale.

Hog grading activities at

the Lubbock and Amarillo 
locations have increased 
rapidly since last fall, and 
Ms. Howe, who holds a 
degree in animal production 
from Texas Tech University, 
will soon begin training a 
new grader to help her in the 
work.

Food Stamp Fraud

WASHINGTON—Scandalously loose federal regulations 
are taking food from the mouths of the needy and giving 
it, at taxpayers' expense, to the undeserving.

The federal food stamp program has degenerated into a 
gigantic boondoggle. What began 10 years ago as a modest 
federal project funded at $40 million has mushroomed into 
a fiscal monster that will devour $5 billion of the taxpayers’ 
money this year.

Use of food stamps has increased from one of every 
439 Americans in 1965 to one of every 13 Americans today, 
and the growth of the program is likely to be even more 
astronomical in the future. Under present regulations, one 
of every four Americans is eligible for food stamps, and 
that could easily grow to one of every three Americans.

Under present regulations:
—Some able-bodied persons who do not want to work 

can get food stamps;
—Owners of jewelry, furs and luxury appliances can get 

food stamps;
—Minor children can get food stamps without parental 

consent or control.
Enough is enough. It is time to put a halt to the 

flagrant abuses of the food stamp program.
I have joined with Sen. James Buckley (R-N.Y.) and 

nearly 70 other members of the Senate and House in 
sponsoring the National Food Stamp Reform Act. Our 
bill would save taxpayers at least $2 billion each year,

( while at the same time increasing benefits to genuinely 
needy food stamp recipients by as much as 29 percent.

The National Food Stamp Reform Act contains 41 sep­
arate provisions to reduce the overall cost of the program 
by eliminating fraud and abuse and by redefining eligibil­
ity requirements.

Administration of the food stamp program would be 
transferred from the Department of Agriculture to the De­
partment of Health, Education and Welfare in order to 
eliminate costly administrative duplication in the welfare
system.

Among the reforms the bill would make are:
—Use of federal government indices to set cut-off points 

for food stamp eligibility;
—Elimination of the present complicated system of in­

come deductions which makes it possible for families mak­
ing as much as $20,000 a year to be eligible for food 
stamps;

—Denial of food stamp eligibility to able bodied per­
sons without small children who are not willing to work, 
and

—Establishment of accurate monthly reviews to deter­
mine whether a food stamp recipient should retain his 
eligibility.

At the same time, the National Food Stamp Reform Act 
would significantly expand nutritional assistance. Millions 
of poor people would benefit directly. The food stamp al­
lotment of each recipient would be immediately increased 
by 29 percent, and the elderly, who are least able to de­
fend their pocketbooks from the ravages of inflation, would 
be given special consideration.

Since the major source 
of revenue for public 
school education in Texas 
is still the ad valorem lax, 
s h i f t i n g  f r o m a 
in ulti-factor economic 
index to market value as 
a base for determining a 
local district’s taxpaying 
ability will send more 
State money where the 
need is the greatest - the 
poor districts. A district’s 
ability to generate ad 
valorem tax revenue will 
determine its local fund 
assignment as well as its 
fair share of available 
State funds. Districts with

a broad tax base will be 
required to contribute 
more heavily to their 
F o u n d a t i o n  School 
Program costs and will 
receive proportionately 
less State aid. I his 
funding pattern will tree 
more State money lor 
d i s t r i b u t i o n  among 
districts with limited 
taxing ability. Increased 
State aid to districts with 
a narrow tax base will 
t e nd  t o  equal ize 
F o u n d a t i o n  School 
Program funds among the 
districts.

State aid to the school 
districts for maintenance, 
o p e r a t i o n s ,  a n d

transportation costs is 
substantially increased 
under  the revised 
F o u n d a t i o n  School 
Program. Rather than 
basing a di s t r i c t ’s 
m a i n t e n a n c e  an d 
operations entitlement on 
the number of teachers 
employed, funds are now 
allocated at a fixed rate 
per student in average 
daily attendance. The 
result is a maintenance 
and operations funding 
increase of 190%. Stale 
aid for transportation is 
increased over the amount 
allocated to the districts 
for the 1974-75 school 
year by 62.5%.

In addition to including

Th

more of the basic costs of 
public school education 
under the Foundation 
School Program, the new 
public school finance law 
expands the programs and 
services which are eligible 
for State aid. For the first 
time, partial funding for 
driver’s education and aid 
for the educationally 
disadvantaged will be 
available to the districts 
under the Foundation 
S c h o o l  P r o g r a m .  
Broadening the scope and 
raising the overall funding 
level of the Foundation

School Program will allow 
districts with a limited 
ability to generate local 
funds to provide more
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than a minimum standard 
of education for their 
students while allowing 
the wealthier districts to 
continue their existing 
programs.

To further equalize 
access to financial 
resources, districts with a 
limited taxing ability are 
eligible for di rect  
equalization aid. Over the 
next biennium, SI 00 
million in State aid will 
be available to these 
districts to fund programs 
and services which are 
substantially equal to

those available to students 
in districts with greater 
taxable wealth.

Within the State’s current 
financial means, the 
r evi sed Foundat ion 
School Program is a 
significant move toward 
implementing this policy.

While M has kepi man) 
communities from seeing red 
on their budgets, it has also 
served as a cushion for stale 
government finances and 
obviously helped us avoid 
new oi heavier taxes

Since the program began 
in late ll>72. almost S.KK) 
million has been received b\ 
the Stale. O f course, this does 
not include the many millions 
ot dollars which individual 
cities have received to use as 
they see tit.

The I'.S. Treasury sends 
the Comptroller a check 
every three months for about 
S24 million. This amount is 
based on the population of 
the Slate.

When the fedeial check 
arrives, we lake a good look 
ai the market for federal 
government securities just 
like anyone who is buying 
slocks or bonds looks at 
those markets.

If the market is not m 
good condition, we send the 
tederal money to the stale 
treasury until the market 
improves. When this happens 
and the government securities 
we want to buy are paying 
heller interest rates, we buy 
them.

I ’m pleased with the 
returns we’ve been able to gel 
over the years, especially 
considering tlicit we invest in 
these securities only on a .10- 
to 120-day basis each lime.

It’s hard to find short term 
investments that pay any 
better and that are any safer.

Our investment record is a 
good one. too. We've made 
more than S I I million in 
interest earnings over the past 
three years. In l ‘)7j-74 when 
all interest rates skyrocketed, 
we often earned more than X 
per cent on our investments 
and even today we usually 
expect about 6 per cent and 
never less than 5 per cent.

As manager of this money. 
I intend to make as much as 
possible by investing it in safe 
and guaranteed securities.

I have to balance my 
investments of this money, 
though, in light o f the stale 
treasury's needs to keep 
enough cash balance to pay 
stale government’s current 
hills.

The $100 million Texas 
will he sent ibis year is 
allocated to us hv Congress 
with no strings attached. It is 
parceled oul among slate 
agencies and for slate projects 
by ihe Legislature in the stale 
budget.

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Proper Canning Ends Food Poisoning Fears
AUSTIN-Backyard and 

communi t y  gardens are 
booming as Americans get 
back to the earth and try to 
beat the high cost of living at 
the same time.

But what happens when 
all those beans, carrots and 
tomatoes ripen at once?

Based on estimates from 
seed experts, some 6 million 
people will try their hand at 
gardening this year, and 
anywhere from 25 to 50 
percent of them will attempt 
home canning or freezing for 
the first time.

Health officials believe an 
increase in spoiled foods and 
botulism, a serious form of 
food poisoning which can 
cause death, is bound to 
coincide with the upsurge in 
canning.

According to the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA), there were 20 
out br eaks  of foodborne 
botulism involving 30 people 
last year, the largest number 
since 1935. Seven people 
died, five from home canned 
foods.

AUSTI N- Th e  highly 
destruct ive Mediterranean 
fruit fly, which invaded 
Brownsville in 1966, has 
been spotted in four Central 
American countries, raising 
the possibility of flies 
hitchhiking on winter fruit 
and vegetable exports and 
entering the United States.

According to the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection Service, if 
the insect gained a foothold 
in this count r y,  U.S. 
agriculture would suffer 
losses in millions of dollars 
to citrus, peaches, pears and 
other soft-skinned fruits and 
vegetables.

To keep the pest outside 
the country, the USDA has 
p l a c e d  a var i e t y  of 
restrictions on shipments of 
fruits from El Salvador, 
Nicaragua, Honduras and 
Guatemala, where the fruit 
flv has been discovered.

A secondary source of 
invasion exists in Mexico 
which borders on Central 
America. The insect does not 
exist in that country now, 
but if it should reach 
M exico, restrictions on 
produce crossing the border 
would involve considerable 
expense.

The fruit fly has invaded 
the United States six times in 
the past 36 years, five times 
in Florida and once in 
Brownsville. Though it was 
detected early and eradicated 
each time, outbreaks cost 
state and federal taxpayers 
more than $23 million, not 
including the destruction of 
host fruits.

Many varieties of winter 
vegetables eaten in the 
United States are grown in 
Mexico and pass through the 
Texas-Mexico border. If the 
fruit fly entered Mexico, 
nearly all shipments of fruits 
and vegetables from that area 
would have to undergo 
expensive fumigation before 
delivery to the United States. 
Produce such as tomatoes 
cannot withstand present 
fumigants and would be 
denied entry entirely.

Snow drifts in a cotton field?
I hat's what it looked like last 
year at harvest time in Califor­
nia. And chances are the illu­
sion will start showing up 
around here. Cause of the 
phenomona is a new and inno­
vative method ol field storage. 
The most talked about method 
is the cotton module. Module 
builders are best described as 
hydraulic tampers operating 
inside portable walls which 
form the module. This is set up 
on the turnrow and cotton is 
dumped directly from the pick­
er baske" into the module. The 
machine cks as much as 12 
bales on oallet then is mov­
ed to am i ir  pallet to repeal 
the operali ,i. When the pack­
ing is complete the modules are 
covered by a larp and can be 
picked up anytime by a gin 
truck. Growers cited the main 
advantage of the system as un­
interrupted harvesting. Gin- 
ners say it increased their effec­
tive capacity and solved labor 
scheduling problems

conferences around the 
country to explain proper 
procedures in the home 
preservation of food. A 
conference was held in Dallas 
in May.

The Texas Department of 
Agriculture is cooperating in 
th e  s a f e t y  ef for t  in 
publ i s h i ng  a bookl e t ,  
“ Freezing and Canning,'* this 
month.

“We are all aware of the
necessity of canning food the 
right way to avoid spoilage, 
illness and possible death," 
s a i d  A g r i c u l t u r e  
C om m issioner John C. 
White. “This booklet is one 
way to join in the safety 
effort."

TDA home economists, 
who compiled information 
for the booklet, remind

consumers that the toods 
they preserve will be no 
better than the raw foods 
t hey begin with. They 
suggest using fresh, firm 
fruits, and tender, young 
vegetables as soon after 
harvest as possible. Certain 
overripe foods such as 
tomatoes lose acidity as they 
mature.

To destroy microorga­

nisms that cause botulism, 
o t h e r  t ypes  of  food 
poisoning and food spoilage, 
a specific heat processing 
treatment is necessary. Food 
acidity is the chief factor in 
determining the temperature 
and times required for heat 
processing.

Fruits, pickled vegetables 
and t oma t oes  cont a i n 
enough acid to destroy 
bacteria in them at 212 
degrees F. Therefore, they 
can be processed safely in a

boiling water bath canner 
Higher temperatures are 
required to destroy the 
botulinum bacteria in low 
acid foods such as meats and 
poultry and all vegetables 
except tomatoes. The only 
safe way to can these foods 
is in a steam-pressure canner 
which provides temperatures 
higher than that of boiling 
water.

J a r s  m a n u f a c t u  red 
especially for home canning 
must be used. Those which

c o n t a i n e d  c o f f e e ,  
mayonnaise, peanut butter 
and other household items 
are less resistent to extremes 
o f  t e m p e r a t u r e s  and 
mechanical shock and may 
break more readily.

Standard jar closures -  
new flat metal disks with 
r ubber  screw bands or 
porcelain-lined zinc caps 
with new rubber rings -  are 
also necessary. Flat metal 
lids should be used only

once.
After jars of processed 

foods have cooled, the center 
of the flat metal lids must be

pressed to determine if the 
lid has sealed. If it won’t 
move, it has. Jars sealed with 
porcelain-lined zinc caps 
should not leak when turned 
partly over in the hands.

Jars should be labeled and 
dated and screwbands from 
two-piece lids removed.
