Q — I have a $10,000 World
War II Gl insurance policy. 1
am thinking of adding VA's total
disability rider to the policy,
which would pay me $100 a
month if 1T become disabled for
six months or more so I could
not work. Would I have to go on
paying the policy premiums to
ensure my family would be pro-
tected?

A — No. As long as you qual-
ify for the disability payments,
your payment of premiums would
be waived, and there would be
no reduction of the protection
your family now has under the
policy.

Q — I am planning to take
evening courses under the Ko-
rean GI Bill, leading to a college
degree. 1 am going to have to
spread the school work out over
a long period, since I work full.
time at an office job. How much
time will I have to complete
training? I was discharged from
service two years ago, in mid-
1957.

A — Korea veterans have
eight years from date of dis-
charge or until January 31, 1965,
whichever comes earlier, in
which to complete training. In
no event may a veteran take
training after January 31, 1965.
