the following statement.

Lost Mail Pouch

On the night of June 30th,
1910, a mail pouch from Ballin-
ger was lost in transient to San
Angelo. The pouch was a letter
pouch, but it was not supposed
to contain mail of much value, and
no special investigation was in-
stituted, as these sacks are often
fmissent and are only temporarily
lost. No complaints were regis-
tered of any loss in mai]l between
Ballinger and San Angelo, and the
matter was dropped and nothing
more thought of it until last Sat-
urday, when the lost pouch was
found by officers at San Angelo,
who were searching for other stol-
en }_'00115.

LLast Sunday night five box cars
at San Angelo were broken open
and much of the contents of the
cars stolen. It was while looking
for these goods that the officers

found the mail pouch. The offi-
cers found the goods stolen from
the box cars secreted beneath the
Mareh Brother’s warehouse, and
it was while removing the goods
that they stumbled upon the mail
}'mh'}l.

Although many of the letters
were age-worn and some of them
partly eaten by rats, something
like 600 were partly identified.
Some of them had also been torn
open and their contents destroy-
ed or taken, but it is believed that

the  majority of the pouch’s
former contents can be identi-
fied. When found. the mail sack

showed that it had been cut open
and many of the letter were
found strewn about the ground
under various portions of the
building. The ‘““din’’ however, it
s said, was made under a portion
of the long structure other than

where the loot, hidden by the
Mexicans, was discovered.
The pouch and all its contents

were turned over to the post of-
fice department at San Angelo.
