ON MEXIGAN

POLICY; NG INTERVENTION

By United Press.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 14.—Sen
ator Weeks introduced a resolu-
tion in the Senafe t:iy declar-
ing that all responsibility m.,,&e
Mexican treable rests with the
United States Congress and not
with the president, and the reso-
lution favors immediate inter-
vention.

Following a cabinet meeting
this morning it was officially an-
nounced that the administration
is standing pat on its Mexican
policy and was opposed to inter-
vention, and that when Ameri-
cans went into Mexico they did
so at the risk of their own lives.

Dispatches received here from
London bring the news that the
British government is preparing
to ask the state department if
this government intends to take
any aetion in Mexico for the pro-
' of the British subjects.
Carranza, in a message to Am-
bassador Arredondo, says that
the bandits whe massacred the
nineteen Americans a week ago,
are being pursued by Mexican
soldiers and would meet with
““condign punishments.”’
