COLUMBUS, New Mexioco,
March 9.—Four hundred Villista
bandits swooped down upon this
town at four o’clock this morning
killing Americans and burning
much property. The town was in
darkness and the attack of the
Mexican bandits came as a sur-
pris.f-

American soldiers fought for

two hours before succeeding in
driving the bandits off, and up to
noon today the list of dead com-
sisted of four American soldiers,
seven American citizens and be-
tween fifty and one hundred ban-
dits, and many wounded on both
sides, ei€ht American soldiers and
five civilians being seriously
wounded.
..Three hundred United States
cavalrymen and many citizens
participated ia the battle with
the bandits. Four of the princi-
pal business buvildings of the town
were destroyed, including the
Commercial Hotel.. It is reported
that several guests were burnmed
to death in the building, but this
is discredited and the ruins of
the hotel are being saerched.
