It is disheartening to have 
to work soil that is cloddy and 
run together. Good tilth is of 
major importance to the back 
yard gardener as well as to the 
large scale farmer.

Maintaining good soil tilth is 
one of the most serious soil man­
agement problems in this use«. 
Soil management at this season 
is of utmost importance in buiMr 
ing good tilth.

by grazing when the land is too 
wet, and, cropping systems which 
return too little plant residue to 
the land.

The plastice soils found here in 
tj>e North Central °rairie Land 
Resource Area have an inherient 
nature, causing them to "puddle,” 
especially if they are worked 
when wet. Moreover, they are 
prone to become hard and elode’ 
when dry, due to the cohes 
tendancies found in these a*..

Plowing these soils when > 
are wet breaks down their nalur 
al aggregation, and plowing w hen 
too dry may turn up great clods 
which are difficult to break down 
for a seed bed. Plowing dry 
also causes the firmer particles 
in the soil to sift to the bottom 
of the furrow which is a partial 
cause of plow pans. Proper tim­
ing of all tillage operations is of 
utmost importance to encourage 
natural granulation in the soil.

Grazing cropland fields while 
the land is wet is a major cause 
of much soil puddling in this vi­
cinity. Compaction by livestock
hoofs on wet soil has about the

same effect as plowing too wet. 
Many soils even on native grass­
lands of this area show “hoof 
pans” resulting from wet graz­
ing. A good litter of grass resi­
due on grassland will do much 
to cushion livestock trampling.
