Weed SraUA has been tremen­
dous this sBhmer, particularly 
broom weed Md sneeze weeds, on 
almost a ll ‘•ngeiand While 
most weeds Jkavt little grazing 
value, liianyB nes tin y may be 
taken as an Bjpcation of progress 
in range infakovement. Weeds 
usually covagtbare ground and 
improve soil eondition for future 
grass growth.

Prospects look good for a badly 
needed grass seed crop this fall 
on the ranges. Little blucstem 
and Indian grass has already be­
gun to boot, and Side oats grama 
is already seeding in many pas­
tures. A good rain in the near 
future would do much toward 
insuring a seed crop. Range de­
ferment is considered essential 
while seed is being made for na­
tural reseeding of native range. 
Even a few animals in a pasture 
will almost always top all the 
seed heads of most good grasses 
while they are in the soft dough 
stage.

Installation o f  t nservation 
structures is proceeding at a fair 
rate this summer. P nds have 
been recently built by J. E Mc­
Daniel at Carbon, Owen Hamil­
ton on the Maty Coffman place 
south of Ranger, Raymond Penn 
four miles west of Cisco, Walter
