Home Building
Expert Sees 18-Month Delay 

On New Houses; Average 
Cost Much Higher.

WASHINGTON -T h e  government 
is out of the way on your new home- 
kutlding plans, but don’t tack a "for 
sale" sign on the old diggings just 
yet. Even if you're a tenant, better 
hang on to the lease for 18 months 
or so. It will take that long for 
builders even to make a good dent 
in America's new-home demand.

So many persons need just a decent 
shelter—let alone a postwar dream 
home—that the builders are likely 
to be swamped in a nylon-counter 
rush Stay out of it foi while.

That's the advice of W. Wads­
worth Wood, the publisher of “The 
Small Homes Guide,” a periodical 
which has kept a running survey on 
what Americans want in their post­
war homes and what they’re likely 
to get.

Other Predictions.
W:th construction controls revoked 

es of October 15. Mr. Wood offers 
tnese other findings for home- 
hungry Americans:

First, the house of your future 
will cost about $9,000 on the aver­
age.

Second, it will be a living machine 
de luxe.

Reports to “The Small Homes 
Guide" from prospective buyers 
•how that 47 per cent—nearly half 
—expect to spend between $4,000 
and $6,000. Before the war the aver­
age cost was a little under $6,000.

Here comes the blow Mr. Wood 
believes that the prewar $6,000 home 
may cost up to $9,000, a jump of 50 
per cent. Government officials see a 
smaller but still sizable increase— 
about one-third, attributable mainly 
to steeper labor costs. That would 
make the $6,000 prewar house cost 
$8 ,000.

Mr. Wood, in an interview, said 
the one-third increase might be 
about right in the south and some 
other areas where lower wages and 
mild climate permit cheaper con­
struction. But, he said, for most 
cities the government's guess is too 
conservative.

Furthermore, the $9,000 estimate 
does not include the lot. Add on 
another 10 or 15 per cent for that.

Disability Claim ,
Increase Rapidly

Existing Backlog Seen as 
Delay for Many.

WASHINGTON. — The Veterans 
administration said recently that it 
was handling disability claims foster 
than ever before, but that claims 
were increasing even faster 

The result, the agency -aid, is a 
backlog of 210,000 claim- for dis­
ability pensions. That backlog means 
delay for many applicants 

VA’s disposition of claims has 
jumped from 3.000 cases a month in 
1942 to a record 122.687 In October. 
But claims in October climbed to 
176,921 — also a record — meaning 
that VA lost ground rather than 
gained.

The agency anticipates a load of 
200,000 pension claims per month 
for the next year. Before V E Day 
the rate was less than 45,000 a 
month.

In an effort to keep p ce and 
whittle the backlog, VA said it was 
deferring further exam ions of 
men already receiving pv -.ons and 
is recruiting full and part ie medi­
cal service.

It has shelved, at least tempor­
arily a new disability rating sched­
ule that was to have be n e effec­
tive October 1 and required eventual 
re-examination of hundreds of 
thousands of men.

So far 1,387,241 Second World war 
veterans have asked f r disability 
pensions, compared with 790,833 on 
V-E Day. Of these, about 700,000 
actually are drawing pet -ions.

Living veterans of ad wars now 
i the pension rolls total 1,375.000. 

Total disability payments now total 
more than 815 million dollars an­
nually.

IN PETER’S LIFE

LESSON TEX T-John 1:42: Mark I r  » ; 
Luke 22:54-57. 61. 62; John 21:15-17

MEMORY SELECTION-Wt ought to obey 
I God rather than men.—Acta 5:28.

Our Lord Jesus has always I ee-i 
i concerned about men. eager t t 

they should be filled with all tl • : 
ness of His love and the bea f 
His grace. He it is who atai 
in th* hour of weakness and 1 
to give renewed strength to His re­
pentant child.

The life of Peter runs the gamut 
of human feelings from the 1 t 
of joy and assurance to the 'n 
of despair. He learned many 1 1
lessons the hard way but he 
out into a glorious and triu nj t 
faith in Christ.

I. A New Name and a Great Con­
fession (John 1:42; Mark 8:2i -

When a man comes to Je in 
true faith and devotion he be. 
a changed man. The Bible spe f
it as a new birth, a radical 1 e
from darkness to light, a going from 
death to life.

Simon, which means “near ng 
was completed by the name I'eter 
meaning "rock.” a token of this 
change of direction of life.

1 The great confession of Christ 
(Mark 8), which became the foun­
dation of the church (see Matt. 16: 
16), was the expression of the heart 
of this spiritually changed man.

“Thou art the Christ!” Such is 
the conviction and confessh n of the 
man or woman with the reb rn life!

II. An Awful Failure and a Deep 
Repentance (Luke 22:54-57, 81. 62i.

Peter had vaunted himse f in de- 
I daring hts everlasting loyalty to the 

Lord. His old self-satisfact.on and 
boastfulness had overcome him He 
had even come to the place v. here 

I he felt capable of telling the Lord 
| I that He was mistaken.

! He made the grave mistake of fol­
lowing the Lord "afar off” (v 54)

into a position where it was hard to 
stand up for Him.

i The lesson for us is evident. If 
we want our faith to be steady and 
true in the hour of the enemy's at­
tack we must not get far from the 
Lord, nor may we find our fellow­
ship with this Christ-dcnying world.

Peter's strong denial of our 
Lord, his use of language unbecom­
ing to a believer, his quick false­
hoods—all these mark the thing he I 

1 did for what he knew it to be when 
he heard the cock crow—a terrible 
sin against the Christ.

The look of Jesus doubtless car- | 
ried conviction, but one somehow 
feels that it was even more a look 1 

I of tenderness and of assurance of j 
the Lord's promised prayers for [ 
him.

The thing which brought the tcara j 
of repentance was the remem- ’ 
brance of the Lord's own words (v. 
61). It is the recollection of the 
Word of God which brings a man to 
his senses spiritually. i

Peter's repentance was real. So j 
we find that Peter was restored and J 
reinstated in his place of service for ( 
the Lord.

III. A Complete Restoration and 
an Obedient Service (John 21:15-17).

Jesus met Peter on the first Eas­
ter morning, so he was assured of 
forgiveness. But Peter and the others 
had returned to their old life as 
fishermen. They seem to have lost 
their vision, or had become dis­
couraged.

But the Lord had not forgotten , 
them. He appeared and told them | 
where to catch fish, and then we 
have the lovely scene around the 
fire as they breakfasted together. |

There it was that the Lord met 
Peter, and as he had denied Christ ! 
thrice he is asked to thrice declare ; 
his devotion to Him. He is standing 
by Christ's fire now. There is no | 
hesitancy and no uncertainty in his j 
witness now.

The man who thus declared his 
readiness to serve Christ to the end j 
had many an opportunity to prove | 
the sincerity of that profession. He 
met persecution and imprisonment, 
but to every effort of man to close 
his mouth or to change his witness 
he had the simple reply of absolute 
obedience to the Lord.

Tradition tells us that this faithful­
ness finally led Peter to a niartyr'i 
death, but he was ready even for 
that So we see a life made over, 
made powerful, made glorious for 
God through the matchless grace of 
our Lord Jesus Christ. He can do 
.t for vou. too. Will v*  let Him?
