President Hayes has issued his 
proclamation against white people 
settling in the Indian Territory.

The Iowa Republican State Con­
vention will meet at Des Moines, 
June 11 , to nominate a lull State 
ticket.

There is a difference betwoen 
Congressman Lowe and Senator 
John A . Logan which may end in 
aduol.

The U. S. Supreme Court de­
cided, April 29, that the law re. 
quiring a test oath for jurymen is 
invalid.

There is general rejoicing among 
the Republicans throughout the 
country over the President’s veto 
message.

A fire at Lancaster, Ohio, April 
22, destroyed the bouse of Joseph 
Merger, an 8-yoar-old girl perish 
log in the flames.

The base ball season has fairly 
opened. A Philadelphia lad ha* 
been killed by a base ball sinking 
him in the stomach.

The bill giving seats on the floor 
of Congress to the Cabinet officers 
was taken up and discussed in the 
Senate, last Monday.

Senator Plumb has introduced a 
bill “ to provido for the temporary 
increase of tho army in an emer­
gency,”  for lrontier service.

Mens. Lavalle, aged 22, who 
started 111 a walking match, April 
14, at Woonsocket, R. I., soon be­
came sick, and died in a few hours.

The validity of the re-issue ol 
United States legal-tender notes is 
to be tried in the U. S. Circuit 
Court for tho South District of 
New York.

Still the colored folks are coming 
to Kansas, and are being dislrib 
Uted over tho Slate by the commit 
tee attending to that part of tji« 
programme.

Gen. Jas. O. Brownlow, late cay- 
airy officer in the Federal army, 
and son of ex Senator Brownlow, 
died at liis mother’s residence, in 
Knoxville, Tenn., April 26.

S. C. Osterman, a native of Ger­
many, who served with Napoleon 
Bonaparte in his Russian campaign, 
and went to Chicago, in 1850, died 
there, April 29, aged 102 years.

Col. J. R. Ilallowell has been 
confirmed as U. S. District Attor­
ney, and was sworn into office, 
Saturday, and started for Indepen­
dence and the Indian Territory.

Col. John Groosbeck, brother of 
Hon. Wm. Groosbeck, of Ohio, and 
brother-in-law of Gen. Joe Hooker, 
has been missing from his home in 
New York for several weeks past.

It is asserted that De la Martyr 
repudiates the Ten Hundred Mil­
lion Greenback Bill he recently iu- 
treduced lor the aid of internal im­
provements, and said ho merely' in­
troduced it by request.

Rowell, the English pedestrian, 
walked off with tho champion belt, 
but the American horse Parole has 
won three brilliant victories on the 
English turf, and probably netted 
bis owner a quarter of a million 
dollars.

Tho President vetoed tho army 
appropriation bill, tho veto raes- 
■ age, which is quite lengthy, hav­
ing been sent to the House, April 
*9> For the lack of a two-thirds 
vote the bill will fail to pass over 
the veto.

How do our Republican Ir ie n d s  
take the position ot Senator David

Davis, Abraham Linooln’s old 
friend and political associate, on the 
question now before Congress? 
They are very quiet over it. Is he 
a rebel b igadier tool?

General Ewtng, who isn’t one of 
them, hut was a gallant Union 
General, makes the public declara­
tion on tho floor of Congress “ that 
since the Confederate brigadiers 
were here there had been no more 
great jobs passed through Con­
gress.”

Mr. Kaufman did rot live happily 
with his wife, in Chicago, and got 
rid of her by insisting that her di­
vorce from her first husband was 
illegal. Then he married her 
daughter, who found him so un­
kind that she has sued for a divorce. 
A  Judge decides that he was legally 
married to the mother, and pit's 
him under arrest as a bigamist.

The National Citizen-Soldier, pub­
lished in Washington City, says: 
“ It is anti-American to surround 
the ballot box with troops. * *
* There is no calf lor a revival of 
the old war issues. The people 
want peace, want prosperity, and 
if our leaders of all parties will ap­
ply themselves to the work of resto­
ration, it will be much better for 
the nation.”

It is to be regretted that signs of 
trouble should manifest themselves 
just now. We have said from the 
first that resumption was a failure. 
Wo knew that it was not possible 
and warned the people against ths 
delusion, but we could wish that 
the parties would seek to remedy 
the evils that bavo grown eut of it 
without threatening each other, 
and resorting to schemes that will, 
we fear, engender bitterness be­
tween the States ot the Union.

Mayor Geo. M. Shelley, ot Kan­
sas City, Mo„ in a telegram, April 
26, U. S. Senator Geo. G. Vest, 
said: “ The conversation referred to 
in tho Press occurred beteen two 
colored men from St. Leuis, who 
were hero attending to the ship­
ment of Negroes, and said they are 
carrying out a plan laid down by 
Witidom, Garrison, Blaine and oth­
ers, with whom they are in daily 
communication. 1 have no proof 
except the statements ot these par­
ties, who are well posted and finan­
cially well fixed.’’

The three Vaughns, two broth­
ers and a sister, ranging in age 
from 72 to 78, have lived for lorty- 
two years in asingla room at Lewis 
Centre, Ohio. In all that time not 
one of them went outside of their 
dooryard until lately, when they 
were compelled to attend a judicial 
inquiry as to their mental condi­
tion. They had conveyed their 
furm to a nephew, and other re­
latives desired to invalidate the 
gift; but a jury, after listening to 
testimony as to their hermit-like 
life, decided that they were only 
eccentric. _______

DAVID D A V IS O N  L IN C O L N .
Senator Davis was the bosom 

friend of President Lincoln. No 
man has a better right to sayr what 
Lincoln would have done, had he 
lived, than Davis. This is what 
Mr. Davis said of Mr Lincoln, in 
his great constitutional speech on 
the army bill in which be took 
Audi strong grounds against tho 
statute permitting the presence of 
troops at the polls;

It is said that Mr. Lincolnsigned 
it and the inference is that it would 
reflect on his memory tochango it. 
To any the least this is pretty 
strong presumption from such a 
predicate. No man loved Mr. 
Lincoln better or honors his mem­
ory more Ilian 1 do, nor had any­
one greater opportunities to loarn 
the constitution of his mind and 
churucler and his habits of thought. 
He was large-hearted, wiser than 
thoso associated with him, full of 
sympathy lor struggling humahity, 
without malice, with charity for 
erring men, loving bis whole 
country with a deep devotion and 
intensely anxious to save it. Be­
lieving as I do that he was raised 
up by Providence for tho great 
crisis of the war of the rebellion, I 
have equal belief, had ho lived, we 
would have been spared much of 
iho strife of these latter days and 
that wc now would be on the high 
road to prosperity. Such a roan, 
hating all forms of oppression anil 
deeply ifhbued with the principle 
that induced the men ot 1776 to 
resist the stamp tax would never 
have willingly intrusted powor to 
anyone, unless the war was flag­
rant, to rend troops to oversee an 
election.

D E A T H  O F  JU D G E R U C C L E S .
Judge R. M. Buggies, of Empo­

ria, diod at his residence, about 5 
o’clock, p. m., April 25. undor the 

[operation ot the ampiration of his 
leg, which our readers will rtoo’- 
lect was fractured in Ameiious a 
few weeks ago, by the Judge being 
thorwn from a wagon. He was 
forty-nine years of age at
the time of his death.
He was born in the northeastern 
part of Ohio, where be studied law 
previous to departing for the West. 
Ho was a printer by trade, and in 
1857 hold case along side of Mark 
Twain tr. the office of the St. Louis 
Republican, Prom St. Louis be 
emigrated to Kansas, and settled 
in Emporia, probably, in tho latter 
part of 1858.

In 1861 he was appointed District 
Judge of the Fifth Judicial District, 
*>J Gov. Robinson, in place ol O  
E. Larned who had been olected 
and had resigned. In Nov< tuber, 
1861, he was electod as Judge over 
W. R. Saunders. He held the po­
sition until the 1st of January, 
1865, being beaten at the Novem­
ber election in 1864 by Judge Wat- 
sou. As a Judge he was able and 
honest. But for his politics (he 
was at all times a Democrat) he 
would undoubtedly have remained 
on the bench, either as District 
Judge, or on tho Supreme bench to 
the time of his death.

At the close of the war Judge 
Rugglos formed a co-partnership 
with P. B. Plumb, which continued 
about ten years. He was after­
wards in partnership with C. N. 
Sterry and W. W. Scott, and still
later with -----  Lynn. He took
an active part in politics on the 
Democratic side, most always being 
a member of Democratic Conven­
tions, and once or twice running 
fot Justice of the Supreme Court.

K IN C G E O R O E  II.
This was a statute enacted in the 

time of King George II:
“ Be it enacted by the King's 

Most Excellent Majesty, by and 
with the advice and consent of the 
Lords, spiritual and temporal, and 
Commons in Parliament assembled, 
and by tho authority of the same, 
that when and as often as any' 
election of any peer or peers to 
represent the peers of Scotland in 
Parliament, shall he appointed to 
be made, tho Secretary at War for 
the time being, or in case there shall 
be no Secretary at War, then such 
person who shall officiate in the 
place of tho Secretary at War, shall, 
and is hereby required, at some 
convenient time before the day ap­
pointed for such election, to issue 
and send forth propor orders, in 
writing, for tho removal of every 
such regiment, troop, or company, 
or other number of soldiers as shall 
-be quartered or billeted in any 
such city, borough, town, or place 
whore such eloctiop shall be ap­
pointed to be made, out of every 
such city, borough, town, or place, 
one day at the least before the day 
appointed for such election, to the 
distance of two or more miles from 
snob city, borough, town, of place, 
as aforesaid, until ono day at the 
least after tbo poll to bo taken at 
such election shall be ended and 
the poll-books closed.”

If  that was good law so many 
years ago, in a land where there 
was a King and a throne, does it 
not seem strange that in this en­
lightened day and in ihis free 
country, a great political paity 
should strive to keep upon the 
statute books a law the very re­
verse?

F L Y IN G  F IS H .
The mechanism of the move­

ments of the flying fish through 
the air has been described with 
much detail by Professor Moebius, 
of Kiel, who concludes, from the 
observations ot those who have 
published on the subject and his 
own, that the flying-fish dart from 
the water with great speed without 
reference to tho course of the 
wind and waves. They make no 
regular flying motions with their 
pectoral and ventral fins, but spread 
them out quietly, though very 
rapid vibrations can bo seen in the 
outstretched pectoral fins. The 
hinder part of the body, while tho 
fish moves in the air, hangs some­
what lower than the forepart of tho 
body. They usually fly furthor 
against tbo wind than with it, or 
if their track and tho direction of 
the wind form an angle. Most 
flying fish which fly against or with 
the wind continue in their whole 
course of flight in the samo direc­
tion in which they come out of the 
water. Winds which blow from 
ono side on to the original track 
of the fish bend their course in­
ward. All fish which aro at a 
distance from the vessel hover in 
their whole course in tho air near 
tho surface of the water. It in 
strong winds they fly against tho 
course of the waves, then they fly a 
little higher; sometimes they cut 
with the tail into the cr6st of the 
samo. Only such flying fish rise to 
a considerable height (at the high­
est, by chance, five meters above 
the surface ot the sea) whose course 
in tho air becomes obstructed by a 
vessel. In the daytime fiying-fish 
seldom fall on the deck of the ship, 
but mostly in the night; never in a 
calm, but only when tho wind 
blows. For tbo most part they tall 
on ships which do nut rise higher 
than two or three yards above the 
water, when they are sailing on 
the wind, or with half wind, and 
are making a good course. Flying- 
fish never come on board from the' 
lee side, but only on the windward 
side. Before vessels which pass 
between their swimming schools 
the fish fly into the air as before 
predaceous fish or cetaceans.

P E E P S  AT T H E  P L A N E T S .

It is believed that Venus has an 
atmosphere much like ours, and 
mountain peaks five or six times 
higher than the Teneriffe, their 
sides bright with flowers and 
birds of biilliant plumage.

The moon nevtr leaves our 
globe; therefore it is called our 
satellite. Though to us it appears 
larger than tho stars, it is really 
smaller than any of them, but much 
nearer to us.

Astronomers have calculated 
that the mountains and extinct 
volcanoes in the moon arc higher 
than any on our earth.

If there were any one on tho 
moon to see it, tho earth would 
appear to them a magnificent ball. 
The planets and sun would move 
behinb it in brilliant succession.

USE# O F  T H E  L E M O N .
The London Lancet, speaking of 

the valuo of lemon juice, of wkich 
many are ignorant, offera several 
suggestions as to the ruraber of 
uses to which it may be put.

A piece of lemon bond upon a 
corn muy cure it in a few days; it 
should be renewed night and moen» 
ing.

A  froe use of lemon juice and 
eugar will always relieve a ceugh.

Mo»t people feel poorly to the 
spring, but If they would eat a 
lemon before breakfast every day 
for a week, with or without eugar, 
as they like, they would often find 
it beticr than any medicine.

Lemon juice used according to 
thie recipe will sometimes cure 
consumption: Put a dozen lemons 
into cold water and slowly bring to 
a boil; boil slowly until the lemons 
are soft, but not too soft, then 
squeeze until all the juice is ex* 
traded; add sugar to your taste, 
and drink.

Another use of lemon is for a re­
freshing drink in summer, or in 
sickness at any time. Prepare a» 
directed above, and add sugar and 
waier; but, in order to have this 
keep well, after boiling the lemona, 
squeeze them and t'rain carefully, 
boil and stir a few minutes more 
until the sugar is dissolved, then 
-kim carefully and bottle.

You will get mote juice from the 
lemons by boding them, and the 
preparation keeps better.

US EFUL R E C E IP T S .

Bread Pie.— Two bi-cuite soaked 
in one cupful of water, one lemoe, 
one cupful ot sugar, and nutmeg 
to taste.

Mi dewed linen may be restored 
by soaping the spot-, and while 
w it covering them with tine chalk, 
sc aped to a powder, and well 
rubbed in.

To Keep Lemons Fresh.— Place 
th in in a jar with water enough 
to cover them. They’ will kc,p 
fresh in this way tor several days 
without change of water.

Ginger Bread— Take twopeunds 
ot llour, well dried by the fire, rub 
with it halt pound of butter, one 
ounce of coriander seeds, hall pound 
of sugar. Mix them with one 
pound and three quarters of trea­
cle, arid roll thin. A  quick oven 
is the beet.

Poultry.— H. W. Pottage, of In­
diana, writes to the American Poul­
try Yard, that after huving tried, 
without success, various tema.ii • 
to remove vermin from young 
chicks, he has found Hw foiiowtng 
to be the quickest and most effec­
tive way of disposing of the pests; 
Take a sponge, dip it into kerosene, 
and squeeze dry; then mop the 
feathers and flesh ot mother her, 
and in the evening and next morn­
ing you will be satisfied with the 
result. An occasional application 
will keep young chicks entirely 
free from vermin. Care must te 
taken to squeeze the sponge dry, as 
it is the odor that removes the 
“crittors.”
