While these cowardly assassina-
tions are to be deprecated by a
peaceful and well-disposed public,
and almost every one will admit
that the most condign punishment
should be meeted to the guilty par-
ties, such articles as the foregoing
are also to be deprecated by a sensi-
ble and lawabiding people. The
public press should school the peo-
ple to frown down all attempts at
lawlessness, but at the same time
should try and bring about a pub-
lic sentiment that will make juries
do thewr duty in such cases; yes, it
ia better that the law should take
its course than for a whole commu-
nity to be guilty of murder by re-

sorting to mob violence.
.

THE WORK OF A CONCRESS.

A session of Congress, taking to-
gether salaries, mileage, stationary
allowances, committee expenses,
and the outlays for fuel, light,
printing, police, pages, clerks, mes-
sengers, mail carriers, fees of wit-
nesses, and so on, costs several
million dollars.
| The Fortyfifth Congress, during
the session which enned at noon of
March 4, enacted, as wo count, two
hnodred and ninety-two laws, and
passed seventeen joint resolutions.
Of these seyenteen joint resolu
tions, hardly three have national
iuterest and importance. They
were routine matters, such as au-
thorizing certain executive acts to
be done, or else they were for local
or individual purposes, as in the
following specimens:

Allowing Lieut. Tozer to receive
a medal from the President of the
French republic.

Appropriating money to the
Penny Lunch House ot Washing-
ton.

Remitting duty on two pieces of
bronze, given to R. C. McCormick
in Pans.

Turning at once, therefore, to the
two hundred and ninety-two laws,
wo find, to start with, that no fewer
than one hundred and four, or
more than a third of the whole
number, simply grant pensions or
increases of pensions to individuals
named. Threo general pension
laws were passed; but the hundred
and four now spoken of were all
like the following:

To grant a pension to Poter Yar-
uell. .

To increase the pension of T. H.
Silvey.

To restore M. 8. Corl to the
pension roll,

It is impessible to say how many
of these minor acts are good and
how many bad; a few committee:
men are responsible for this Jegis-
lation, which came before Congress
in batches, and was disposcd of ac-
cording to the recommendations of
the Committee.

Deducting these private acts, we
have left to consider the remaining
hundred and eighty-eight. Among
these, however, we find a class
analogous to the petty individual
pension laws, in such relief bills as
the following:

To relieve T. Murphy of Knox
county, Tenn. o

To relieve E, B, Bell, late private
in Third West Virginia Cavalry.

Of these excluding general bills
of relicf, such as the one for soldiers
and sailors becoming blind, there
are seventy, and the deduction of
these brings our total of laws down
to one hundred and eighteen. We
may further reduce it at once by
eighteen acts removing individual

Thus it will be seen that the acts
ot ger.eral character, to say nothing
of real importance—the acts which
demand the study of a Congress
rather than of a clerk, a committee,
or a court of claims—have dwindled
to sixty-three; if we also take out
eight acts relating to the local ad-
ministration of the District of
Columbia, the remaining heap of
laws now numbers only fifty-five,
or less than one-fifth of the original
I 488,

It would be easy to pursue this
analysis to a closer discrimination
in the same direction. Thus, there
aro nine acts among the fifty-flve
.merely amendatory of existing acts,
mostly 1n slight particulars; there
are also some no more important
than the tollowing:

Establishing the rank of senior
Lospector-General.

Repealing a statute about com-
pany cooks.

Giving Dakota an
Justice.

Qranting a bounty land warrant
to Elisha Iranklin.

Itis enough, 1n fine, to say that,
outside of the routine appropriation
bills, not a dozen measures of the
first order, good or bad, were
passed during the last session ot
the Iorty-fitth Congress—such bills,
we mean, 88 those for facilitating
the refunding of the national debt,
making additional homestead regu-
lations, granting arrears of pen-
sions, preventing the introduction
of contagious diseases, taking the
tenth and subsequent censuses,
providing three months’ pay to
officers and soldiers in the Mexican
war, and the vetoed anti-Chinese
bill. Even of this hist some should
not have been passed at all.
Scores of important bills fell by
the wayside, in various stages of
progress; but nothing short of en-
actment counts after a session is
over. Somo of these bills were
wisely defeated, notably the subsidy

additional

jobs; but much legislation that was

needed also failed.

The forty-sixth Congress has one
great advantage over it predecos-
sor. Io the Forty-fifth, the two
Houses, being constantly at cross
purposes, spent their time largely
in undoing each other’s work., The
incoming Congress will not be
baffled by this lack of harmony,
and should be able to show at the
end of its career a better record of
accomplished results.—New York
Sun.

USEFUL RECEIPTS.

A tablespoonful of turpentine
shou!d be boiled with white clothes,

Save the Ashes.—Don't allow
ashes to go 10 waste. They are
among the fertilizers for almost all
crops, and the very best for fruit
trees. Always apply fertilizers 10
fruit trees as near the extremities
of the roots as poesible, not up
against the body or collar of the
tree. The feeding roots are prin-
cipally those farthest from the tree.
Lateral roots extend about equal
with lateral hmbs,

Geraniums Will Drive Snakes
Away.—Snakes, it is said, may be
driven away from the garden by
plunting plenty ot geraniums. The
geranium genus, as is well known,
possesses a volatile oil in greater
or less proportion, and also & var-
ety of odors. These are said to be
obnoxious to serpents. A mission-
ary of South Africa had his parson-
age surrounded by a narrow belt uf
geraniums, which effectually pro-
tected the residence from all vari-
eties of snakes, and in South Af.
rica the Caflir people thus md their
premises of snakes. Nevertheless,
in temporate countries there are
very few vonomous serpents, and
the innocent species are not only
innoxious but ot great use from the
incects they live on; so don’t plant
geraniums to drire away snakes,
but plant them for their intrinsic
value and beauty.

To Make a Fine Table Syrup.—
To make a gallon ef syrup of beau-
tiful whiteness and christal-like
transparency, such as1s known in
our markets as silver drips or rock
candy drips, there are required eight
pounds of refined sugar, such as is
known by its various names and
grades of A or B or rxtra C, and
coBling 10 10 124 cents u pound,
according o locality and distance
from sugar refinery. To this quan
tity should be added three pints of
boiling water, and the whole sub-
jected to a slow boiling for a period
of fifteen or twenty minutes, after
which the aolation, while warm,
should be strained through a fabric
of moderately close texture. This
will produce a gallon of syrup at
much less cost than the price de-
manded for the grades of syrup
made. For a light yellow or
golden syrup, the same quantity of
light brown sugar may be em-
ployed, and so on through the

lower grades ot sugar and syrup.

THE BLUE BOOK.

The Blue Book, as 1t 18 called, 18
a book kept by the Government,
in which appear the number,
name and salary of the army of
Government officers. An exam-
ination of this book discloses some
interesting facts. A c¢orrespondent
ot the New York Sun has been
looking between 1ts covers, and is
astonished at the figures of the in-
crease in the Federal officers.

The departinent estimates for the
next fiscal year show an increase ot
one huundred and eighty-smx offi-
cers, at a cost of $231,680; but the
House biil reduces the number and
appropriation for the current year,
and theretore necesarily excludes
this demand for more patronage,
in the midst of a general depres-
sion, when the revenues aie falling
off. and tho Tygasury is asking for
a new loan to cover a probable de-
ficit of twenty seven millions, or
now taxes to produce that amount.
What may be the outcome of the
pending appropriation bills, must
depend upon the committees that
