Completed Here

Health inspections in the Bal-
linger schools from the first grade
to the senior class have been com-
pleted and results are becoming
incrcasingly evident from the past
four years' work. The inspections
were made this year by Mrs.
Georgle Stephens, county health
nurse, assisted by members of the
health committee of the Parent-
Teacher Association

A total of 803 children were
examined and 465 were found to
have one os.more defect Parents

of these¢ children will be notified
and advised to see ("llhvr_ their
physician or deéntist and have the
defects corrected.

A remarkable feature of
inspector’'s report was the fact
that 105 pupils had corrections of
defects since last year's inspec-
tion
