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Washington. -~ Millions of mar-
ried women must work at gainful
occupations under the modern eco-
nomic system, Miss Frances Per-
kins, Secretary of Labor, was in-
formed today in a report prepared
by Miss Mary Elizabeth Pidgeon,
research director of the Woumen's
bureau.

Analyzing the responsibility of
3,750,000 women in the country for
the double jobs of home making and
wage earnings, Miss Pidgeon re-
ported:

“In our studies in the Women's
bureau we find that the vast major
