Scores of big - game preserves 
bave already been estabh J  and 
state and national laws have been 
passed for the protection uf the re.a 
lively small number of big ganie 
left.

This campaign tt prevent the ex­
tinction of big game from the L’nited 
States was begun on a large st ale 
only a few years ago. Already it 
has more than doubled the number 
of many animala and birds.

Workers under the Works Prog­
ress administration are improving 
five federal big-gamc preserves la 
North Dakota. Nebraska, Wyoming, 
Moatana and Oklahoma. The work 
is being supervised by the United 
States biological survey

Eastern Waterfowl Protected.
Hundreds of other projects for Im­

proving wildlife habitat already 
have been completed, are under 
cofutruction or are planned These 
include 17 waterfowl refuge.s along 
the Atlantic coast from Canada to 
t.ha gulf where duckt may stop on 
their southward and northward 
flight without fear of guns.

Virtually every state has from two 
to ten wildlife re fi;,. wh h pro­
tect animals and birds native to that 
region. The total 'f these is in ex- | 
ceaa of S,000,000 acres

The new western pr* ser\ ei. how­
ever, are the most ex' e proj­
ects for preserving big game which 
once roved the great i-iains m large I 
cumbers. The five preserves com- i 
prise more than 12i).uD0 acres.

Tbs smallest is Sully s hUl game 
preserve, near Devil's lake. N O . ! 
containing approximately 1.000 
acrea where buffalo, elk. white­
tailed deer, as sirell as ring necked 
pheasants, wild geese and ducks aral 
other species of birds, find sanc­
tuary.
