Natural Caves in France
Are Bomb-Proof Shelters

Few countries are so fortunate as
France in the matter of ready-made
air-raid shelters 3

Particularly in the north and east
are these dugouts to be found. They
are a relic of the war-like Middle
ages when almost every village
was provided with such a refuge
Often a natural cave, which had
been carefully enlarged, would re-
ceive the villagers and their cattle

The most famous of these hidden
refuges is the "underground city"”
of Naours, near Amiens. It con-
tains a great number of chambers
so arranged that their entrances do
not face each other
ments, as it were. There is also a
large hall, and one chamber shows
traces of having been used as a
chapel.

Not far from this is another ref-
uge, this time a tunnel 50 yards
long with rooms on each side.

Today a census of these caves is
being taken. This is a part of the
local anti-aircraft precautions. Be-
fore long the dugouts will be fitted
up for use if needed.

The cave of Naours were  well
known to the Australian soldiers
during the Great war. On the chalk
walls of the caves, alimost as fresh
as when penciled 20 or more years
ago, are the names of hundreds of
Austrdlians, often with a drawing of
the regimental badge.—Answers.
