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$15,000 City Bond Issue 
Talked at Mass Meeting

A mprllnt of the city commUi- 
alon was held Friday with rep- 
reaentatieei of twelve local clubs 
attendlnt to hear a plan to 
submit a small bond Issue to 
the voters of Ballinger. The com­
mission has been In session several 
times since Friday to dtsruss the 
plan of submitting a bond Issue 
of $19,000 to the voters. The elec­
tion has not been ordered but 
probably will he acted upon ofll- 
rlally this week-end

Repre.<ientatlves of the clubs 
were Invited to the meeting Fri­
day to hear reasons for the bond 
Issue and asked to help support 
the measure

The issuing of the bmids will 
not Increase the municipal tax 
rate and In fact will save the city 
money. The warrants now out­
standing draw 5 and 6 iier cent 
Interest and by changing the 
amount Into bonds at 3 per rent 
will make a substantial saving.

The need for the bond Issue has 
been caused by the city sponsor­
ship of WPA projects here since 
1933. During that time the city 
has spent more than $31,000 on 
local Jobs and only about $10,000 
ts In outstanding warrants to be 
refunded. The balance of $21,000 
was taken care of outright from 
the surplus in various accounts of 
the city.

With the $31,000 spent by the 
commission in carrying on this 
work, federal funds of $117,253 
have been .spent here and another 
appropriation of $83,742 granted 
for the 50 blocks of street paving 
to be done.

The propo.sed bond Issue of 
$15,000 with about $10,000 will b<‘ 
used to retire warrants on WPA 
work ouLstandlng and $5,000 on' 
warrants ouLstandlng on f i r e  
«'qulpment. The taking up of these 
warrants will d e c r e a s e  the 
Interest rate considerably In each 
Instance and add no expense. The 
bonds will run fur fifteen years 
and will bo retired at the rate of 
$1,000 a year.

During the 7-year period the 
city has a<'compllshed s o m e  
notable Improvements at small 
cost For waterwork Improvements 
Including a new pump station and 
various other Items the city put 
up $3,000. New street machinery

Sections covered by this poison 
will also eradicate black beetles 
which are reported to b*' doing 
considerable damage

s h o u l d  be at the above nami*d 
place Saturday a n d  bring con­
tainers to take home the mixed 
poison Saturday will be the only 
day that poison will be mixed on 
the above plan.

All women sent to homes to do 
work wear a uniform made af 
blue demm with white collar and 
cuffs.

Outside the house there are 
numerous shrubs that are culti­
vated and Irrigated In the rear 
Is a large garden with growing 
beans, peas, cucumbers beets 
squash, cabbage.

AUSTIN, June 7 -SUU-guarded 
mental patlenU, dsUnquents and 
criminals exceed the number of 
high school graduates who enroll 
as freshmen In Texas colleges 
each year. Dr. H T  Manuel, Uni­
versity of Texas educator, said 
recently. ,

Or Munuel has completed the 
ninth of a aeries of Investigations 
covering the whole pupil field, for 
the Texas commission coordina­
tion In education. This study 
surveys “ Youth of College Age In 
Texas.”

Dr. Manuel cites 74 white boys. 
44 white girls, 32 colored boys, 
and 18 colored girls 16 to 20 years 
ot age tn Texas state hospitals on 
February 20, IBSB

Texas’ two training schools for 
delinquent boys and girls had 
among their "enrollees” Febru­
ary, 15, 1B3S, a total of 258 white 
boys and 134 negroes 16 to IB 
years of age

The girls' training school, with 
242 “ pupils” on August 31. 1B38, 
had a waiting list of girls being 
held In Jail awaiting their turn 
for admission

Among the Inmates of the Texas 
prison system as of December 31, 
1B38, 826 were youths 17 to IB, and 
l.BOO were 20 to 24 years of age.

"There arc, then. In our state 
correctional I n s t i t u t i o n s  8,000 
Individuals, half of whom are not 
more than 35 years of age,”  he 
declared

"TTie problem of crime Is pri­
marily a problem of youth. In fact 
in Its beginning much of the d if­
ficulty goes back to maladjust­
ments of children at home and In 
school

"More than 30.000 Individuals-- 
a large number still In their youth 
—wrecked In mind or personality 
awaiting rehabilitation, or per­
haps only death Would not pre­
vention be cheaper? It would 
certainly be much more satisfy­
ing.”

TRAPPING SHI IRRELS
TO STUDY H A B I T S

AUSTIN. June 7 —Do squirrels 
build homes and become old set­
tlers or are they Nomads?

The Texas game, fish and oyster 
commission, through two squirrel 
trapping projects recently gotten 
under way. Is attempting t o 
answer that question Many of 
the policies of the game depart­
ment concerning control, restock­
ing. and recommendations for 
helpful laws concerning the open 
season on the little nut-eaters 
hinge upon the finding.^ of the 
regional game managers In charge 
of the projects. Will J Tucker, 
executive .secretary of the game 
department, announced today

C<N)peratlng with the national 
park service, Texas |>ark board 
and the CCC. Dr A J Nicholson, 
game manager of region 4. Is con­
ducting n .squirrel trapping pro­
ject In Bu.strop state park near 
Bastrop and Dan W I.ay. region 
1 game manager ha.s one under 
way In Tyrrell park near B«'au- 
mont

By trapping .squirrels time and 
again and marking them with 
tags, the department biologists 
hope to ascertain whether squlr- 
reLs set up houosekeeplng on on* 
home range and remain there or 
whether they migrate and to what 
extent they move, If It Is proved 
they do travel l>ata on the ani­
mals' breeding habits can also bt> 
obtained without killing them It 
can also be determined whether 
the fox. erroneou.sly called red 
.squirrels, drive the gray, or cal 
squirrel out of certain areas

Too. the game managers hope 
to work out an excellent method 
of trapping squirrels, something 
that has never been accomplished 
.sallsfacllorlly. .so that some time 
In the future the game depart­
ment will be able to trap squirrels 
In over-populated areas a n d  
restock wooded section of the 
state that have been badly over- 
.shot

With the Information at hand 
concerning possible migrations of 
squirrels, the game department 
can make proper recommenda­
tions for squirrel seasons In the 
various counties.

While It Is not generally known, 
Texas has three .species of game 
.squirrels The Texas fox squirrel 
Inhabits central and south cen­
tral Texas. The southern fox 
.squirrel lives mostly In the pine 
belt of East Texas and Is larger 
than his central Texas cousin. 
The gray or cat squirrel Is found

largely along streams In the pine 
belt

Anglers are reminded that It Is 
now Illegal to fish from bridges 
on roads In Texas maintained by 
the state highway department 
The bill provldiitg this was passed 
recently by the state legislature 
as a safety measure when It was 
pointed out that .several hundred 
persons were killed or Injured 
last year while fishing off bridges 
It Is also Illegal to leave fish on 
bridges

The starling, that bird with a 
huge appetite which Is rapidly 
spreading over Texas Is now on 
the unprotected list and can be 
legally killed In Texas, a bill pro­
viding a conUnuuu.s open season 
on them having b<-en pa.ssed the 
state legislature recently.
