In 1911, 
however, those totals Increased to 
38 counties and 440 demonstrators, 
but the rooperators decreased to 
4.320 However, 73 counties did 
some phase of the clothing work

During the year 2.374 w o m e n  
kept r e c o r d s  showing average 
expenditure of $33 44 for clothing, 
compared w i t h  1.429 records In 
1940 with an average of $22.75. In 
1940, 1,438 families consisting of 
3 4 persons each had an average 
of $18.51 for clothing for e a c h  
member, compared with $18 68 for 
1.445 famines averaging five per­
sons each recorded In 1941.

The a v e r a g e  expenditure of 
g i r l s  for clothing In 1941 was 
materially h i g h e r  than In the 
preceding year. Reports show that 
In 1940, 3,212 spent an average of 
$18.97, but for the 2,847 girls who 
k e p t  records in the succeeding 
year It was $25.11.

Pasture Specialist 
Says Much Work 

Done During 1941
COLLEGE STATION, Feb 4—  

Pasture Improvement during 1941 
w a s  characterised by a 44 per 
cent Increase In clearing under­
brush, fertilizing, and s e e d i n g  
and mowing, according to R. K. 
Lancaster, p a s t u r e  specialist of 
the A. A  M. College extension ser­
vice. This w o r k  was confined 
largely to Central and Bast Texas 
eastward to the coast However, 
estimates by county agricultural 
agents In advance of otTirial AAA 
reports indicate that range clear­
ance of prickly pear, cedar and 
mesqulte was curtailed about 40 
per cent t h r o u g h  shortages of 
labor and machinery.

Reviewing pasture work of last 
year. L a n c a s t e r  says that the 
acreage fertilized Increa.sed from 
10.515 In 27 counties In 1940 to 
58.199 during 1941. with Jefferson 
county well ahead of others.
