New 
roots will develop quickly. Dig holes 
only large enough to accommodate 
the rooU and set the Uee a t the 
same depth It sUx>d In the nur­
sery. Tlien pack the soil firmly 
around ttie roots and add a bucket 
or two of water before filUng the 
hole. If Uie soil Is tight, nilxe a 
shovel or two of well r o t t e d

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Approximately 90,000,000 Americas 
workers began to maka an added contribution to the War coat 
this month in the form of a 9% Victory tax.

P'or many milliotu of Americans the Victory tax and the 1943 
income tax are the first direct levies to be made by the Govern­
ment to meet the staggering War costa. And it will take both . . .  
taxes and War bonds . . .  to provide the supplies and materials 
to win the War and the peace afterwards.

The Treasury Department eat>-^ 
mates that the Victory tas will ratae 
approxuuately $2,000,000,000 Every 
person recalvmg mora than $12 per 
week must pay the Victory tax upon 
that part hia income over and 
above the $12 For example, a m ar­
ried man with a salary of $30 per 
week, with two dependenta, would 
make only a net payment of $1 00 
par week after allowance for post­
war credit.

The Government has made every 
rlTurt to make the impact of the 
new tax as light a t possible The 
law, in effect, provides that in the 
case of married persons whose sole 
Income u  from wages or salary, 40 
percent of the Victory tsa paal (up 
to a maximum of $1,000) plus 3 per­
cent fur each dependent (up to a 
maximum of $100) may ba used as 
a credit against whatever Federal

Even with the Victory tax. the 
IMS income tax, and all other taxes 
paid by individuaU, the average 
American will have more money 
with which to buy War Bonds Uian 
he has ever had before. Here are 
the staUatics which explain that 
statement:

In IMO the total income payments 
made to the American people 
amounted to about 76 billion dutlara. 
In that same year tha total personal 
taxes paid. Fede,ai, State and local, 
wera roughly 2 3  bUlton dollars,

leaving T3.$ billion dollar* of dls- 
poaable Incomo. During 1$49 total 
income payments are expected la 
rise to US billion dollars snd total 
personal taxes under existing reve­
nue legislation will be IS billion dol­
lars—leavmg 110 billion dollars ol 
incomo at our disposal as against 
only fS.S btllion dollars in 1040.

In 1043 Mr. Average American will 
still be carrying a much lighter tax 
load than his Canadian or English 
brothors-in-arma. In Great Britain 
total national and local taxes paid 
by Individuals at present amount to 
31 percent of the national incomo. 
In Canada, total Individual taxes 
ynount to 33 percent of the national 
income. In the United Statea, total > 
personal taxes. Federal, state an i | 
local, will amount in IMS to 18 per- ; 
cent of national income. Our Eng­
lish allies invest an additional 10 
percent of national income in War I 
savings. Our Canadian allies invest' 

I an additional II percent of national i 
income in War savings. We Ameri­
cans, to match the record of our Ca­
nadian neighbors, would have to in­
vest this year SO percent of our na­
tional income In War aavmga. To 
match the English record we would 
have to mvest 23 percent of national 
income in War savings.
