county was $49.800 and a report 
received by R. E. Bruce, county 
chairman, reveals a t o t a l  of 
1105.150 In bonds was bought the 
past month

Local bond sale boosters antici­
pated a let-up In January as cltl- 
lens of the county had put forth 
a special efTort In December to 
buy $175.000 In bunds In o r d e r  
that the name "Runnels County" 
might be inscribed on a bomber 
plane Thifliecem ber quota was 
exceeded s i^  so It was supposed 
buying woiJd be curtailed In 
January

No special effort was made by 
the local committee l a s t  month 
but bond and sump buying was 
s t e a d y  throughout the 31 -day 
period with the result t h a t  the 
first month's quuU was excedded

Byler w a s  In a headquarters 
company in England until recently 
His parenU knew he had trans­
ferred to other service but did not 
know what until the news dispatch 
yesterday r e v e a l e d  his present 
duty He has been In England 
almost a year now.

Before spring gardens come tnU> 
production many famlles will need 
to full b a c k  on their home- 
preserved foiNls to assure t h e i r  
families adequate diets, says Wini­
fred Jones, specialist In f o o d  
pn-servatiun for the A A M Col­
lege extension service For that 
reason they should take the best 
p o s s i b l e  care of home canned, 
dried and brln«>d fiHKls they have 
on hand

Mi.v« Jones suggests that f o o d  
canned In glas.s should be kept In 
a C(M>1. dark place The darkness 
helps the food hold c o l o r  and 
vitamins Tlniied g«Hgls should be 
kept dry to prevent them frt»m 
rusting Rust ran eat t h r o u g h  
metals and cause the food Inside 
the can to spoil.

Tliere Is a s p e c i a l  treatment 
needed by hmiie-drled fruits and 
vegetables Tliese should be stored 
In light, moisture-proof containers 
an d  kept In a cool, dark place 
Mi.'is Jones advises t h a t  home­
makers check their dried products 
frequently to make certain they 
are kept dry and that they are 
not damaged by weevils or other 
pests

Home-procr.tsed q u i c k - f r o z e n  
foods needs a place In the freezing 
compartment of a m e c h a n i c a l  
refrigerator, and they should be 
kept there until they are to be 
u.«ed They must be kept fruaen
