Of World War No. 1
At’RTIN June 2 Although thr 

national index of prices paid for 
llvrsUick at present la still below 
that for thr rorrrapondtng period 
of 1918. the Texas average Is 75 
per cent a b o v e  the average of 
prices paid for Texas livestock at 
the end of the first year of World 
War 1. according to Dr F A 
Buechel. assuciate director of the 
University of Texas b u r e a u  of 
business research 

This situation may be ascribed 
to the vast improvement w h i c h  
hose taken place In the quality of 
Texas rattle during the past 25 
years and thr strong demand fur 
T e x a s  rattle by feeders In the 
Midwest, Dr Buechel d e c l a r e d  
Comparative abundance and low 
cost of feed In the Midwest has 
made thr feeding of cattle very 
profl table now

But, th e  university economut 
pointed out. the favorable relation 
between feed rnsts and c a t t l e  
prices which thr Midwest luu 
enjoyed for some time promises to 
be modified considerably In the 
months Just ahead Thu. hr aald. 
will affect T e x a s  feeder cattle 
demand rorreB)M>ndlngly 

In comparing 1 e v e I e of farm 
prices with World War I leveU, Dr. 
Buechel cited that In April, 1911, 
the farm price Index In the coun­
try stood at 145, while In January, 
1920. It hit a peak of 170 During 
April IhU year, the level reached 
124

Thus, he pointed out. the gen­
eral index of farm products would

New Insecticide Law 
To Stop Adulteration 
Or Misrepresenting

He’s Fighting for You!

Don’t Let His “ Pay Check”

COLLEGE STATION June 2 
Hereafter It will be unlawful to 
adulU'rate, misbrand or misrepre­
sent agrlrultural Insecticides and 
fungicides sold In Texas The state 
legislature at Its current session 
enacted a law providing for the 
branding or labeling of all such 
products placed on sale within the 
rtate The law also r e q u i r e s  
a t t a c h i n g  to each package a 
printed statement showing th e  
minimum percentage of a c t i v e  
Ingredients, a n d  the maximum 
percentage and names of Inert 
Ingredients It eontairts

According to Dr. H. O. Johnston, 
entomologist f o r  the A 8c M 
College extension service, the act 
provides for the examination and 
analysis of agrlrultural insecti­
cides. It will be administered by 
the state commissioner of agrlcul- 
turr and analyses will be made by 
the state chemist, located at the 
Texas A 8i M College. The law 
e X a m p t s household tn-sectlrldes 
from these restrictions and through 
th e  definition of "agricultural 
Insecticides'’ also eliminates Insec­
ticides used for controlling Insect 
parasites of domestic animals. Dr 
Johnston .says.

The law provides for t a k i n g  
.samples of any agricultural Insec­
ticides offered for .sale within 
Texas for analysts by the s t a t e  
chemist Under Its provisions any 
corporation firm or person may 
be pro.secuU’d If they offer fur 
sale In.seetlrldes which are found 
to b«' misbranded, adulterated, or 
Intended to deceive the consumer.

Dr Johnston p o i n t s  out that 
all vendors of agrlrultural In.sectl- 
cldes or fungtrlde.s are required to 
file yearly wltlr the slate commui- 
sloner of agriculture an applica­
tion for registration At the .same 
time they are required to file a 
copy of each label to b«' attached
