The local center has Ju.st com- 
pli'led a quota of 30.000 2 by 2 
inch bttndages and 18.000 4 by 8 
bandages and has now started on 
another quota which consists of 
2x2s and 4x4s. The new work rails 
for many bandages and for that 
reason women and girls are urged 
to give time to this very Important 
war work which Is so badly needed 
r i g h t  now. Approximately 9,000 
American boys were wounded In 
the Invasion of Italy and It will 
require many sponges and band­
ages to care of these alone.

The national Red Cross organi­
zation has Just sent out an appeal 
.saying "The Wounded C an 't W alt" 
and urging that work be rushed 
To date only a small percentage 
of Ballinger women have given 
any time to the making of surgi­
cal d r e s s in g s , notwithstanding 
th at one app«‘al a fter another ha.s 
been made. Tliere Is nothing com ­
plicated about the work. Anyone 
can do It and 90 |>er cent of all 
this m aterial required for Ameri­
can .soldiers must come through 
this patriotic, volunteer service 
Women cannot tx- drafted and the 
work must be done on a strictly 
volunteer basis.

New workers will be welcome at 
all meetings of the classes which 
have bt'cn arranged so th at house­
wives and g i r l s  who work can 
attend either morning, afternoon 
or evening, to suit their conveni­
ence.
