Ballinger parenU. w i v e s  and 
other relatives have received word 
from eleven men who were for< 
merly held prisoners of war In 
Oennany. The letters and mes-

«tges began arriving l a s t  week 
nd have continued to come In 

this week, but there are still a 
n u m b e r  of men who have nut 
been heard from but who are 
believed to have been liberated.

Mrs. Ikl Currie, formerly Ml.ss 
Camille Ih'hrlnger, received a mes­
sage Sunday afternoon from her 
husband. Informing that he had 
arrived In Boston. The message 
asked that she not try to get In 
touch with him there and that 
he would communicate with her 
later. She had heard of her hus- 
bsuut’a liberation only a few days 
before he disembarked at Boston 
and it la believed he and others 
are en route to some Texas point 

Ih e  same day a message was 
reeelvod from 1. P, Burk, also at 
Booton, and Monday morning A. 
O. Wallace received a message 
from his son, Sgt Robert Wallace, 
dated at Boston. These three men 
are believed to have arrived at the 
New England port at the same 
time as each telegram bore the 

V same date and the exact word 
construction.

V. V. Sanders has received a 
message from his son. Buck M. 
Sanders. H ie place of origination 
was not given. The wording was 
as follows: “ All well and safe. 
Hope to see you soon. All my 
love."

Mrs. Clabe H a r r i s  received a 
telegram Monday from her son, 
Johnny H Campbell, telling that 
he had arrived safely In the 
United Rtaets and would see her 
soon.

Mitchell T. Wheless has arrived 
at Brooks General Hospital, San 
Antonio, and will be t h e r e  fur 
some time for treatment of 
wound.s Mr.s. Whele.ss received a 
message some time ago announc­
ing the liberation of her hu.sband 
from a German prLsun camp. He 
Is a son-in-law of J. W. Dunn of 
this city.

A letter received here this week 
from Mrs. Carlisle, who now lives 
at Killeen, Informed that her son.

Gene was a member of company 
C, 142nd Infantry, 36th division, 
captured with 19 others In Italy.

A number of parents and wives 
here have had no word and are 
anxiously awaiting telegrams or 
letters.

The drench can be purchased 
already mixed, or the stieepman 
can mix 3tt pounds of phenothla- 
slnr and tliree ounces of bentonite 
or mola.ues and give grown sheep 
two ounces and lambs one ounce. 
Weak anemic kids and goats 
.should be given only half a doze 
and repeated In six days.

1 Treat all .sheep and lambs 
over six weeks of age with the 
phenuthiazlne drench In April or 
May.

2 Turn I n t o  pfusture without 
salt for five days and then fill 
trough or salt lick with the mix­
ture. This gives the animal time 
to eliminate t h e  phenothlazlne 
and become salt hungry.

3. Observe closely through the 
summer and early fall, drench all 
animals that are to be kept over 
winter; or:

Keep the mixture b e f o r e  the 
animals constantly for 18 months, 
drenching during the stomach 
worm season. If necessary. Replace 
the mixture with plain salt for 
two or three months during the 
winter of the second year, at the 
end o f the 18 months period, then 
return animals to the mixture 
This procedure m a y  eventually 
eliminate the need for Individual 
treatment.

The field report at the station, 
stated the doctor, shows no 111 
effects on ewes and lambs that 
have been kept on the mixture 
for 23 months and the pasture 
I n f e s t a t i o n  was materially 
reduced.
