The public housing administra­
tion. W a s h i n g t o n ,  has given 
approval for a 55-unlt project In 
Ballinger with a preliminary loan 
of $22,000 to be used for plans and 
other neces.sary work before the 
beginning of construction.

The loan Is still subject to the 
approval by the president. The 
appropriation for actual construc­
tion would be made later after 
plans and specifications are per­
fected.

Several months ago a commis­
sion comjxtsed of O. L. Huddleston, 
O. A. Swann. John Purlfoy, Max 
McCrary, 8 r.. and L. M. Bowden 
was set up to make formal applica­
tion for this project. After filing 
the application with the state 
office at Fort Worth, a represen­
tative was sent here to study the 
local situation and assist In the

Preliminary plans call for 14 

different structures of four-utilts 
each. Cost iM>r unit would be 
approximately $8.300 each and 
the total cost Is estimated at 
about half a million dollars.

Projects of this kind are fur 
low-income groups and rents are 
based on a man's earning and the 
number of dependents.

Tlie value of Insect control was 
d e m o n s t r a t e d  at the federal 
exfierlment station near Waco In 
11)4!» T>»ro flrlds located side by 
side were used as an experiment, 
the treated field producing 1.818 
p o u n d s  of seed cotton and the 
untreated held having a yield of 
only (189 pounds.

Mr John.ston state.-i tliut the 
outlu«>k at this tlm» points to the 
nece.s-slty for an early Insect con­
trol program. He adds that If 
farmers do tuit carry out control 
measures the cotton harvest m.iy 
be cut materially.

Early sea.sun control la esjieclally 
effective on boll we«'Vlls, thrlps. 
aphids and fleahoppers. Control 
1 n .s u r e a early fruiting, early 
maturity and better grades. It 
reduces boll weevil hazards, makes 
pMi.sIble e a r l y  harvesting, gets 
ahead of dry weather and kills 
(iff curly Insects which may cause 
.1 build up fur later damage

A.h to what to u.se. recommenda- 
tlon.s for 1950 In the cotton Insect 
guide Is mostly DDT or toxaphene 
in v a r i o u s  combinations. Tlie.se 
materials can be applied either a.s 
a dust or -spray M.ichlnes ure now 
available t h a t  can be u.sed In 
upnlylng the ptlson as a -spray at 
the .same lime farmers cultivate 
their crops.
