effective Instrument for repre­
senting agriculture.

Largest of all general farm 
organisations tn the state, the 
Texas Farm Bureau U composed 
of 101 organised county units. 
Mnnbershlp In the state organ­
ization has increased by 44.840 
In the post ten years ,  from 
27.820 In 1947 to 72.840 In 1957 
The Runnels C o u n t y  Farm 
Bureau lias a membership of 
575

In commenting on the con­
ference, TTB President, J. H 

i West of BUliop, said It was the 
most Important meeting of the 
year for Farm Bureau In Texas

"The entire structure of F̂ irm 
Bureau Is b u i l t  upon th e  
foundation of the county FVrm 
Bureau," he said. "Wltiiout the 
work and efforts and unselfish 
sacrifice on the part of volun­
teer leaders on the c o u n t y  
level, FVrm Bureau could not 
be the effective organization 
tliat It U today "

All phases of Farm Bureau 
activity on the county level 
wa.s studied at the two-day 
Waco se.sslon. County presi­
dents dlvI'iiHl themselves Into 
groups and analyzed various 
responsibUltles of the local 
organization.

Flood Damaged Areas 
A re  Being Repaired

Woodrow Hoffman ot th e  
local Soil Ounservatloci Service, 
has announced that hla office 
received 222 referrals on Janu­
ary 13 and 14 from the Agri­
cultural BtablllzaUon and Con- 
eervatlon office. These referrals 
are for the reconstruction of 
permanent type conservation 
pracUces which were damaged 
last year by floods or heavy 
rainstorms

Hoffman stated that all the 
referrals were from farmers and 
ranclunen In the watersheds of 
Valley, Elm and Oak Creeks 
and along the CMorado River.

A breakdown of the 222 re­
ferrals shows the foUowlng 

There were 144 for recon­
structing terraces to detain or 
control the flow of .water and 
cheek soil erosion, where the 
usefulness ot tlie terrace was 
destroyed or materially Im­
paired by floods 

A total ot 23 wTre received

tor the r e c o n s t r u c t i o n  of 
diversion terraces to Intercept 
runoff and divert excess arater 
to protected ouUets.

There were 12 for recon-
strucUng dams or ponds for 
livestock water as a means of 
protecting vegetaUve cover ,  
where the usefulness of the 
dam or pond was destroyed or 
materially Impaired by floods

^lother 37 was for smoothing 
of Hood damaged land to permit 
resumption of normal cultural 
operations

There were 4 for the restora­
tion of grade to land which 
before flood damage had been 
leveled for more efficient use 
of Irrigation water to prevent 
erosion
