stiture at Texas A&M Univeivity 
and the University of Texas, un­
der sponsorship of the Texas High­
way Departmertt and the Bureau 
of Public Roads.

A nuclear camera that looks 
through steel welds un bridge 
beams and girders. An instrument 
to measure moving traffic loads, 
on the slickness of highways. A 
nuclear instrument to measure the 
moisture content and the density 
o f highway base materials and 
pavement surfaces with the push 
of a button. .Synthetic aggregate 
in concrete to make it lighter. 
-A computer program to simulate 
traffic, 2Ü years in the future and 
to tell engineers where and when 
to build new expressways. These 
are only a few o f the examples 
of projects covered hy the re­
search prograiii.

Since 11*52, the Highway De­
partment has can ied on a research 
prograiu to develop new equip­
ment and methods for building 
safer highways and bridges at sav­
ings in money and time.

Under the research and develop­
ment progiam of the Highway 
Department a nuclear device has 
been developed which detects 
flaws in steel welds of shop fab­
rications and on beam and girder 
bridges. ,\ small capsule o f irid­
ium I'.tJ furnishes power for the 
portable machine which takes pic­
tures much like that of an x-ray.

•Al.si» being tested now by the 
department are nuclear density- 
moi.sture gauges which make it 
[lossihle for highway engineers to 
test compaction and moisture con­
tent of base materials and pave­
ment surfaces in a matter of min­
utes, on the job site. Convention­
al methods usually take 12 to 21 
hours, and ituring this time the 
contractor must halt work to wait 
for the laboratory tests.

How slick are our highways? 
Designing and building skid-re­
sistant highwa>% has |dagued 
highway engineers for years. .Ma­
terials which eventually polish to 
a smooth finish under continued 
traffic has been one of the un­
known factors in design. Thanks 
to the Highway Department, that 
time may be nearing an end. The 
department designed and built a 
“ skill" trailer with which to meas­
ure the coefficient of friction of

rain-aliek highwayn. Arrncd With 
the results, engineeni can then 
set about finding the kinds of 
pavement surfaces that will be 
safer when it rains.

Another research program un- 
dei-way is a study to refine meth­
ods in aerial photography and 
photogrammeti-y, the science o f 
map making from aerial photos. 
New methods and equipment now 
in use by the Highway Depart­
ment ill this field have reduced 
field sui-vey work by as much as 
50 per cent.

.A big area o f re.seaieh is that 
of bridge design. Engineers are 
studying the uses o f high-strength 
steel in bridges. By using high- 
strength .steel in bridge beum.s, 
the total amount o f steel rein­
forcing can he reduced. Bridge 
foundations have come under care­
ful scrutiny. New methods for 
pouring piling have cut costs dra­
matically. A medium size bridge 
built recently cost a half million 
dollars less than it would have 
previously if older methods o f 
building piling had been used.

Synthetic aggregate research 
for concrete allowed engineers to 
reduce the concrete dead load by 
one-third on the Pecos River 
bridge, the highest bridge in Tex­
as. This in turn allowed a reduc­
tion in the weight of tlie steel 
girder.-», thus reducing the overall 
cost.

But probably the most ambitious, 
farsighted program underway is 
one to develop a computer pro­
gram to simulate traffic conditions 
in urban areas. .Aim is to deter­
mine traffic volume projections 20 
years from now. Department en­
gineers even now have enough 
infurmution from the computer 
program to tell them which com­
muters in a community will use 
which freeway, where they will 
enter, where they are going, and 
whether or not the proposed free­
way will handle the traffic in 
1!*84. These are only a part of 
the design features which de.sign 
engineers hope the computer pro­
gram wnll .solve.

Studies of the economic impact 
of the Interstate Highway System 
on land values have been made in 
the past and are presently under 
study. Areas studied include .Aus­
tin. Houston, Merkel, Waxahachie,

The Texas Highway Department 
has gone on a rampage . . , boat 
ramp-age, that is.

Now in the second year of its 
new program of building free 
public boat ramps, the Highway 
Department has boosted water rec­
reation opportunities throughout 
the state by authorizing construc­
tion o f 60 ramps.

Within these 60 rumps, con­
struction status varies from com­
pletion to the planning .stage. F“or- 
ty ramps were under construction 
this summer, with 20 programmed 
for construction in the near fu­
ture.

Under the Water Safety .Act 
o f 1959, the Highway Department 
is charged with the responsibility 
of building boat ramps with sur­
plus funds remaining after col­
lecting boat registration fee.s. The 
department is the administering 
agency for the program.

Boat ramp locations are select­
ed on the basis o f the water area 
to he .served and the number o f 
boat registration fees in the area.

Described hy the Texas High­
way Commission as a “ giant stride 
forward in the .state’s tourist at­
traction program,”  the boat ramps 
offer water lovers— Texans and 
tourists, too— year-round launch­
ing spots at no charge.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE
ST.ATE OF TEXAS;
Section 1. That Section 51-a 

and Subsection 51a-l and 
Sla-2 of Article HI of the 
Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended, and the 
same are hereby amended, so 
that they shall hereafter con­
sist of one section to be known 
as Section 61-a of Article HI, 
which shall read as follows:

“ Section 51-a. The Legisla­
ture shall have the power, by 
General Laws, to provide, sub­
ject to limitations herein con­
tained, and such other limita­
tions, restrictions and regula­
tions as may by the Legisla­
ture be deemed expedient, for 
assistance to and/or medical 
care for, and for rehabilita­
tion and any other services 
included in the Federal legis­
lation providing matching 
funds to help such families 
and individuals attain or re­
tain capability for independ­
ence or self-care, and for the 
jiayment of assistance to and/ 
or medical care for, and for 
rehabilitation and other serv­
ices for:

“ ( 1) Needy aged persons 
who are citizens of the United 
States or non-citizens who 
shall have resided within the 
boundaries of the United 
SUtes for at least twenty-five 
(25) years and are over the 
age of sixty-five (65) years;

“ (2) Needy individuals who 
are citizens o f the United 
States who shall have passed 
their eighteenth (IBth) birth­
day but have not passed their 
sixty-fifth (65th) birthday and 
who are totally and pe'rman- 
ently disabled by reason of a 
mental or physical handicap or 
a combination of physical and 
mental handicaps;

“ (3) Needy blind persons 
who are citizens of the United 
States and who are over the 
age of eighteen (18) years;

“ (4) Needy children who 
are citizens of the United 
States and who are under the 
age of twenty-one ( 21) years, 
and to the caretakers o f such 
children.

“ The Legislature may define 
the residence requirements, if 
any, for participation in these 
programs.

“The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation which will enable 
the State of Texas to cooper­
ate with the Government of 
the United States in providing 
assistance to and/or medical 
care on behalf of needy per­
sons. and in providing reht- 
bilitstion and any other serv­

ices included in the Federal 
legislation providing matching 
funds to help such families 
and individuals attain or re­
tain capability for independ­
ence or self-care, and to accept 
and expend funds from the 
Government of the United 
States for such purposes in 
accordance with the laws of 
the United States as they now 
are or as they may hereafter 
be amended, and to make ap­
propriations out of State funds 
for such purposes; provided 
that the maximum amount 
paid out of State funds to or 
on behalf of any individual 
recipient shall not exceed the 
amount that ia matchable out 
of Federal funds; provided 
that the total amount of such 
assistance payments and/or 
medical assistance payments 
out of State funds, on behalf 
of such recipients shall not 
exceed the amount that is 
matchable out of Federal 
funds; provided that i f  the 
limitations and restrictions 
herein contained are found to 
be in conflict with the provis­
ions of appropriate Federal 
statutes as they now are or as 
they may be amended, to the 
extent that Federal matching 
money ia not available to the 
State for these purposes, then 
and in that event the Legisla­
ture is specifically authorized 
and empowered to prescribe 
such limitations and restrict­
ions and enact such laws as 
may be necessary in order that 
such Federal matching money 
will be available for assistance 
and/or medical care for or on 
behalf of needy persons; and 
provided further that the total 
amount of money to be expend­
ed per fiscal year out of State 
funds for assistance payments 
only to recipients o f Old Age 
Assistance, Aid to the_ Perm­
anently and Totally Disabled, 
Aid to the Blind, and Aid to 
Families with Dependent Chil­
dren shall never exceed Sixty 
Million Dollara ($60,000,000).

“ Nothing in this Section 
shall be construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31 
of Article XV I o f thia Con­
stitution; provided further, 
however, that auch medical 
care, services or assistance 
shall also include the employ­
ment of objective or aubject- 
tive means, without the use of 
drugs, for the purpose of as­
certaining and measuring the 
powers of vision of the human 
eye, and fitting lenses or 
prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal con­
dition of vision. Nothing here­
in shall be construed to per­
mit optometrists to treat the 
eyes for any defect whatsoever 
in any manner nor to admin­
ister nor to prescribe any drug 
or physical treatment whatso­
ever, unless auch optometrist 
is a regularly licensed physi­
cian or surgeon under the 
Laws o f this State.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of 
the qualified electors o f this 
State at an election to be held 
on the first Tuesday after 
the first Monday in Novem­
ber, 1965, at which election all

The followintr letter wa? writ­
ten in IStU hy \V K. Bounds, an 
uiu-le of Clarence Bounds of 
Crowell, while in line o f battle 
near Marietta. CiU. few days 
after penning' it, he fell in action 
at the head of hi* company.
In line of battle near 
Marietta, Ila., June 2''th, 1S6 4.
Mr. J. H. Bounds,

Bear Father, 1 write you these 
few lines to let you know I am in 
the injoyment of nood health at 
this time, hopintf these few lines 
may in .-afety reach you and lind 
you and all the family in good 
health. 1 have no news to write 
to you at this time, however, 1 
could write a irreat deal about 
our fighting, retreating and hard­
ships we have to undergo since 
starting out in this campaign.

We left Dalton on the ,ith of 
May (here a line is untlecipher- 
nblet. went back and forward to 
Re-ca three or four times, and 
finally went into line of battle 
at Kesca on the l:Ith.

On the 14th the Yankee* charg- 
• *i ■> with tv. 1- or three lines of 
tiattle. which we handsomely le- 
P'l'.-id, killing and wounding a 
great many. Me lost none in the 
charge. The fight continueti two 
d a y s .  ¡Several were wounded by 
exposing themselves above the 
works. (>ur re-erve lost more men 
than W e did. We had five wounded 
in one company. Uncle Haymon 
Bailey was the only one wounded , 
in my old company. Me left there 
on the night of the 15th an<l went 
to Coffeeville where we made an­
other stand and throwed up goo<i 
work*, hut had no fight except 
between the calvary and pickets. 
We left there that night, it being 
about the 1'th  and went to New- 
Hope Church where we had a 
pretty heavy fight on the 25th. 
M'e were held in reserve, but run 
up and down the lines two or 
three time*, and finally went to 
the support of (•rainibun.'s Bri- 
ga»le. He fought till after dark 
and then charged the Yankees, 
killing and capturing a great many. 
It was a dark, rainy night, and 
the worst thicket you ever saw 
in your life. .After that, we were 
put in the pits,, where we lay un- 
<ier fire for a week. Few were hurt 
to add to the «ii.sagreeableness of 
the situation. It rained from the 
ITth " f  .May until the 2'ird of 
June.

Leaving Xew Hope, we fell back 
to Big' Shunta on the railroad 
where we were sent to picket.

The h'ederal calvary was in 
front of us. and when they drove 
our cavalry a -trong line of battle 
wa* pu.shed foi-ward making us 
-keedaddle. Being deployed about 
ten pace* apart, our line wa.s very 
weak.

M'e are now near Marietta at 
this time, and have been on the 
picket duty the la*t week. M'e 
undertook to drive in the lines 
the other evening in order to gain 
a position. They fell back until 
their -rtillery was brought to bear 
upon us. when we were ordered 
to lie <lown. when the heaviest 
shelling 1 ever heard commenced 
but there was only one man in 
"Ur company slightly hurt.

Pa, I -aw H<,b a few days ago. 
He was in fine health. He ha.* 
been at .Montgomerv ever since 
the army started up there until 
a few days ago.

fiur army -eems to i>e in fine 
health and -pirit-. I would not 
tie surprised if we were not at 
< hattio hoochie River before long. 
M'e’ve een the haniest tiine- 
since this campaign commenced, 
nut get very good ration, draw-1 
ing coin bread, baton, coffee, 
sugai , to b a c c o  and whiskey, which | 
.s a great deal better than we I 
have been u-ed to. I had my hat 
and clothes shot to piece* at Res­
ta. hut was not hurt, only scalped 
a little one time.

Tell Mother we are the <lirtie.-t. 
nastie-t. filthiest ,-et she ever saw, 
and think we t|o well if we get 
to wash our face once a week, and 
our .shirt in the branch once a 
month without soap.

So I will come to a close by 
remaining your son until death.
