Four Kindt of Me

.According to ¡At. Paul's inspir­
ed epistles, the human race 
divided into four catejfories.

1. “ The natural man,’ ’ i. e., the 
fallen son of .Adam, as he is, 
without God. Of him the apostle 
says: “ The natural man receiveth 
not the thintrs of the Spirit of 
God: for they are foolishness un­
to him; neither can he know them, 
because they are spiritually dis­
cerned" (1 Cor. 2:14 I .

This is not intended as a re­
buke. It is a simple statement of 
fact. .Mere intellectual acumen is 
no liuarantee of spiritual under- 
stanilinif.

2. The “ babe in Chri.'t.”  When 
a person sees himself as a sin­
ner and trusts Christ as his Sa­
vior, he is “ born aitain“ and be­
comes a “ babe in Christ.”  Rut 
babes can and should jfiow. so 
these are e.xhorted; “ .As newborn 
babe.' desire the pure milk of the 
Word, that ye may jrrow there­
by”  (I Pet. 2:2).
