The heart is a fist-sized, four- 
chambered pump which contracts 
and relaxes more than 100,000 
times a day, during which it pumps 
about 4,300 gallons of blood 
through 60,000 miles of arteries, 
capillaries and veins.

This complex of diseases is re­
sponsible for more than 1,000,000 
deaths yearly in the United States, 
or about 54.3 per cent o f all the 
deaths. The annual toll surpasses 
that of battle deaths o f the na­
tion’s armed services since 1776.

More than 25,000,000 Ameri­
cans (about 13 per cent of the 
total population) live with some 
form of heart and blood vessel dis­
ease. They can— and very often 
do— strike any member o f the 
family. No one, no family has im­
munity.

With the Bible

FhIb m * of Joy

About 8,000 years ago David 
wrote in Psalm 16:11, “ In Thy 
presence is fulness o f joy .”  He 
was right, for there is no greater 
joy than personal fellowship with 
God. Yet David could not know 
the fulness o f joy now spoken of 
in Paul’s epistles, for he did not 
know Christ, who later came into 
the world as God, manifested in 
the flesh to die for our sins. He 
did not know that Christ would 
make full satisfaction for sin and 
be raised from the dead to con­
firm our justification. Nor did he 
know that believers would be giv­
en Christ’s resurrection life and 
a position and "all spiritual bless­
ings in the heavenlies in Christ” 
(Eph. 2:4-6; 1:3).

When Paul wrote that God has 
called believers “ into the fellow­
ship of His Son,”  he referred to 
a spiritual, heavenly fellowship, 
far more intimate and precious 
than any previously enjoyed by 
mortal man. This fellowship is to 
be enjoyed by faith, but it is 
faith based on fact, the fact that 
Christ indeed died our death and 
rose again from the dead that we 
might partake o f His life and en­
joy a position at God’s right hand 
in Christ. This is why the Apostle 
Paul urges believers o f this dispen­
sation of grace to “ seek tho.se 
things which are above, where 
Christ sitteth on the right hand 
o f God”  (Col. 3 :1).

Peter and John both came to 
know much of this fellowship 
through communion with Paul, 
who was sent to Jerusalem “ by 
revelation”  to make known to the 
leaders there, “ that gospel which 
I preach unto the nations”  (see 
Gal. 2:2-9; II Pet. 3:15-18). This 
is why John writes in I John 
1:3,4: “ Truly our fellowship is 
with the Father, and with His 
Son, Jesus Christ. And these 
things write we unto you, that 
your joy may be full.”

O ver 16 Million 
People Visit Texas 
by Car Last Year

The Texas Highway Depart­
ment’s authoritative survey o f the 
record-breaking Texas visitor in­
dustry for 1!)68 was released last 
week.

The report showed out-of-state 
visitors arriving by automobile 
outnumbered Texans by half dur­
ing the year. The 1C.6 million 
automobile visitors poured |1 bil­
lion in to the state’s economy.

The survey is prepared annual­
ly by the Highway Department 
based on information gathered 
from questionnaires completed by 
visitors who were assisted by the 
department’s tourist information 
centers. In addition, regularly 
scheduled visual traffic counts are 
conducted by Highway Depart­
ment personnel.

A highlight o f the sur\’ey is the 
9.1 per cent increase in out-of- 
state visitors by automobile and a 
26.8 per cent increase in spend­
ing while in Texas.

The survey also includes esti­
mates gathered by the Texas Tour­
ist Council, representing the pri­
vate sector of the travel industry 
in Texas. The council estimated 
that another 6.9 million visitors 
arrived by commercial carriers—  
planes, trains or buses— spending 
an additional 8467.5 million in 
the state.

Large A rea of Texas 
Rcm geland Producing  
Less Than Potential

An estimated 76 per cent o f 
Texas rangeland produces less 
than half its potential because of 
range deterioration, says County 
Agent Joe Burkett. Most o f this 
deterioration results from poor 
grazing management in the past.

These deteriorated rangelands 
are characterized by a dominance 
o f unpalatable and low producing 
forage species. The high produc­
ing and palatable forage species 
are limited in number.

To obtain range improvement, 
the desirable forage species must 
reproduce and spread. Plant re­
production is largely dependent 
upon the health and vigor of the 
plant. Animals are selective graz­
ers and seek to graze the paltable 
species first. Therefore, the lim­
ited desirable species never have 
a chance to reproduce and spread, 
noted Burkett.

Deferred grazing or removal of 
animals give the desirable species 
an opportunity to regain vigor and 
reproduce. Deferred grazing can 
be o f several types, but any type, 
when properly designed, meets the 
requirements of the forage plants 
and the grazing animals, Burkett 
said.

Bill Klepper, editor of the 
News, returne<l home last Friday 
afternoon from a three-day civil­
ian orientation cruise with the U. 
S. Navy at Pensacola, Flu. Klepper 
was among a group of 45 who 
flew last Wednesilay from the 
Dallas Naval Air Station to the 
Pen.sacola Naval .Air Station which 
is the place where all young men 
who become Navy fliers receive 
at lea.«t a part of their training. 
.At Pensacola, the Texas group 
was joined by a similar group from 
the Philadelphia, Pa., area and 
both groups toured the .Air Sta­
tion together.

The highlight of the trip was 
an all-day stay (Thursday) aboard 
the .Aircraft Carrier Lexington 
watching the Navy pilots practic­
ing landing their aircraft on the 
big carrier. The Lexington is long­
er than three football fields placed 
end to end, and is being used by 
the Navy as a training site for 
carrier pilots. The young pilots 
who were making their first car­
rier landings last Thursday were 
flying propeller-driven training 
aircraft, while the more experi­
enced Navy fliers practicing land­
ings were flying jet aircraft. It 
was a fascinating sight to see the 
pilots bring their aircraft in for 
landings on the carrier, and watch 
as the hook on the airplane caught 
the cable at the back of the ship, 
which brought the plane to a swih 
stop. Whenever the pilot missed 
catching the cable, he stayed air­
borne and came around again for 
another try at landing.

The propeller driven planes 
were taking o ff  under their own 
power, but the heavier jet train­
ers had to be assisted into the air 
by means of a steam catapult at 
the front o f the carrier. This 
steam catapult is about 200 feet 
long, and in that short distance 
moved a jet trainer from a -stand­
still to over 125 miles per hour.

Among the other sights o f in­
terest was the Dilbert Dunker, a 
device by which pilots are taught 
how to escape from their aircraft 
if and when it crashes in the sea. 
The Navy swimming instructor 
told the group that a student train­
ee was classified as a non-swim­
mer unless he could swim a mile 

' with his clothes on. He said very 
few of the students can meet this 
requirement when they enter train­
ing, but can easily pass this test 
by the time their training is com­
pleted.

On Friday, the group toured the 
Aviation Memorial Chapel which 
is dedicated to all those who have 
lost their lives in naval aviation, 
and the Naval Aviation Museum. 
The museum houses early-day na­
val aircraft, and other memen­
toes of naval aviation history. Al­
so on the tour was the very im­
pressive ceremony in which about 
30 candidates graduated from the 
Naval Officers training program.

The Texas tour group arrived 
back in Dallas just after noon Fri­
day.

The Civilian Orientation Cruise 
is designed to show a segment of 
the civilian population just what 
the Navy is doing in the training 
of young men in the aviation field, 
with the hope that those who go 
on the tour will be convinced of 
the value of the training, and will 
in turn, urge the outstanding 
young men in their respective 
communities, that when the time 
comes for them to meet their mil­
itary obligation, that Naval Avia­
tion is the best way they can aerx’e

Obtaining a 3.5-inch 
rocket launch* r, Corporal Carroll 
crawled to within 50 yards o f the 
lead tank, fir'd at the tank and 
succeeded in immobilizing it. The 
three remaining tanks immeiiiate- 
ly withdrew. Armed with a hand 
grenade, Corporal Carroll charged 
the disabled tank which was still 
firing its guns. Unable to locate 
an opening through which to drop 
his grenade, he removed an axe 
and sledge strapped outside the 
vehicle and used them to force 
open the turret hatch cover. As 
the hatch cover flew open, an 
enemy tanker stood up in the 
hatch, firing a sub-machine gun. 
In the face of this sudden and 
unexpected attack, Corporal Car 
roll was forced o ff the tank and 
the enemy tanker again fastened 
the hatch cover. Procuring a five- 
gallon can of gasoline from a near­
by abandoned vehicle, Corporal 
Carroll mounted the tank a sec­
ond time and poured the gasoline 
around the turret and on the deck 
of the tank. Then, after climbing 
down to the ground, he made a 
rag torch which he threw on the 
tank, igniting the gasoline. The 
enemy tankers remained in the 
tank, firing all guns, until they 
burned to death. The extraordi­
nary heroism displayed by Corpor­
al Carroll in singlehandedly a.S' 
saulting the enemy tank and dc' 
stroying it and the crew éliminât 
ed a serious threat to his unit 
and reflects great credit on him 
self and the military service.

Bob is rather quite about his 
service career, but when a man 
receives such an honor, the peo­
ple want to know about it.
