Sticker Deadline

Col. Wilson E. Speir, director
of the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety, this week reminded
Texas motorists that only five
days remain until the state motor
vehicle inspection deadline.

State law requires that cars,
trucks, and certain trailers be in-
spected at an approved inspection
station, and that a current inspec-
tion sticker be displayed in the
lower right-hand corner of the
windshield by midnight, April 15.
The fee for the inspection is $1.75
plus charges made by the inspec-
tion station for mechanical ad-
justments, if any,

The required inspection proced-
ure requires that mechanics check
a vehicle’s brakes, lights, rims and
wheels, horns and warning devices,
windshield wipers, mirrors, steer-
ing, and front seat belts in ve-

Austin, Tex.—Gov. Preston

Smith’s first-state tax program
fared unexpectedly well in its in-
itial legislative test.
Anguished cries were raised at
a House Revenue and Tax Com-
mittee hearing by beer, cigarette,
coin-operated laundry and cable
television interests at sections of
a $175 million revenue bill direct-
ly affecting them.

Of the four, however, the coin
laundries appeared to make the
most impression on the committee.
Surprisingly, not a witness ap-
peared against Smith’s proposal,
contained in a separate bill, to
place a $10 state sur-tax on mov-
ing traffic violations. He estimat-
ed that would raise $38.5 million.

Also, it was a surprise that reg-
ular laundry, -cleaning, dyeing,
parking, repair and machinery
rental concerns remained silent.
This since they, too, would go un-
der the three per cent state sales
tax if Smith had his way. Natur-
ally, this may or may not indicate
consent. Extending the sales tax
to include them would raise an
additional $57.8 million during the
next two years,

Cigarette distributors claimed
that the $71 million bite they
would suffer, if the per-pack tax
is raised another four cents to a
total of 15 cents, would drive
away smokers and might result
in a loss of state revenue. They
also claimed that Smith’s $6 mil-
lion tax addition for cigars and
other tobacco products would low-
er consumption and virtually kill
the Texas cigar business.

Beer industry spokesmen cen-
tered their attack on the fact that
they already pay $4.30 a barrel
in state taxes, which they say is
far more than most big beer-pro-
ducing states charge.

Coin laundries argued they had
no way to collect a sales tax in
their washing machines’ nickel,
dime and quarter slots and there-
fore would have to have their ma-
chines revamped, at great cost,
to take in pennies.

Cable tv spokesmen made no
impression at all with their argu-
ment of discrimination.

Smith’s proposed one-half of 1
per cent chemical products tax is
expected to draw heavy fire from
that industry in an April 16 hear-
ing.

Floor vote on the tax bill is
expected to be delayed about three
weeks,

WELFARE DEMANDS GROW
—Texans will be asked again —
and again if necessary—to in-
crease or do away with the con-
stitutional ceiling on state public-
assistance grants to the needy,
commonly called “welfare.”

-

Gus Mutscher and Lt. Gov. Ben
Barnes have agreed to ask the leg-
islature to call a special election
for August 5 to vote on at least
five proposed constitutional amend-
ments . . . and possibly eight.

In addition to expressing their
views on increasing welfare funds,
voters would give their views on
providing death and disability ben-
efits to volunteer firemen; the $3.5
billion Texas Water Plan; remov-
ing the constitutional interest-rate
maximum on five types of bonds;
and authorizing $200 million more
in bonds to finance the Texas Op-
portunity Plan of college-student
loans.

Prime emergency is in the “wel-
fare” situation. Texas’ program
of minimal assistance to families
with dependent children is grow-
ing thinner and thinner because
of the constitutional spending lim-
it of $60 million.

Aid to Families with Dependent
Children (AFDC) now gets $6.15
million of that $60 million. But
grants to individual families are
going down because of increases
in the number of families apply-
ing.

These increases are due to court
decisions broadening the program;
a Medicaid requirement that ap-
plicants for that program be on
welfare; and poverty workers in-
forming poor people of their right
to AFDC.

In September, the Department
of Public Welfare had to cut max-
imum grants for a family with
four or more dependent children
from $135 a month to $123. An-
other cut scheduled for May will
reduce the benefits paid 8,243 fam-
ilies and will eliminate from the
program another 2,470,

In 1967, the legislature propos-
ed raising the ceiling from $60
million to $75 million, but the
voters defeated the proposition.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMEND-
MENTS COST — An argument
often offered by a legislator
trying to defeat a proposed con-
stitutional amendment is the “high
cost” of advertising it to enlight-
en voters.

According to records in the of-
fice of the Secretary of State,
the total cost of advertising 14
constitutional amendments propos-
ed to Texas voters on the 1968
general election ballot in 243
newspapers was $247,346, That
averages out at only $17,667 per
amendment, or $72.70 per news-
paper.

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Highlight of the week was final
passage of the $3.5 billion water
revenue  bond constitutional
amendment which will go on the
statewide election ballot August
5 along with several other propos-
als.

House also approved a resolu-
tion for an August vote on re-
moving obsolete provisions from
the state’s constitution. Later, rep-
resentatives passed a bill to create
a University of Texas at Dallas.

Senate again took the work-
load prize. Among 45 bills it pass-
ed in a single day was a contro-
versial measure to restore union
bargaining rights of city bus com-
pany employees when taken under
municipal control. Senate also ad-
vanced key measures to implement
water development plans, voted to
raise retirement benefits of elec-
tive state officials 50 per cent and
provided procedures for prosecu-
tion of corporations as water-air
polluters.

Governor Smith signed into law
numerous measures, including
state aid for relocating property
owners displaced by highway right-
of-way buying, expanding home-
state tuition benefits for depend-
ents of military personnel and es-
tablishing a separate commission
for vocational rehabilitation ser-
vices.

Senate education committee ap-
proved a $220 million teacher pay
raise bill. But the same measure
was detoured to a House educa-
tion sub-committee after hearings
which drew the largest attendance
of the session.

Heroes of Faith

In Rom. 4:12 the Apostle Paul
declares that Abraham was the
father, not of his physical off-|
spring alone, but also of ”"““'i
who “walk in the steps of that
faith” which Abraham had.

Have you ever noticed that God |
does not hold the great men of

Seripture up to us because of their |

goodness? Almost invariably thei
records are marred by failure and

them (See Rom. 4:3,9,11,12).

There is a whole chapter on
this subject in the Book of He-
brews. Hebrews 11 is properly
called “the great faith chapter,”
and its heroes ‘‘heroes of faith,”|
for it tells how Abel, Enoch, Noah, |
Abraham, Issac, Jacob and scores
of others “obtained a good re-
port” before God. They all fal-|
tered and failed again and again, |
but Heb. 11:39 declares that
“these all . . . obtained a good |
report by faith.” |

This is why Rom, 4:9-12 states |
that God’s blessing is bestowed |
upon those who “walk in the steps
of that faith” which Abraham ex-
hibited, just as it was bestowed
upon Abraham himself.

This truth is driven home in|

Verses 3 to 5 of the same chap-
ter:

“For what saith the Scripture?
Abraham believed God, and it was
accounted to him for righteous-
ness,

“Now to him that worketh is
the reward not reckoned of grace,
but of debt.”

“But to him that worketh not,

but believeth on Him that _iu.~ti<‘

fieth the ungodly, his faith is
counted for righteousness” (Rom.
4:3-5).
