MEN LAND
ON MOON

Man landed on the moon at
4:18 p. m.,  EDT, Sunday, July
20, 1969.

Two men, Neil A. Armstrong
and Edwin E. Aldrin, Jr., 240,000
miles away from their home planet
called Earth and their nation, the
United States of America, came
to a dusty landing on the moon’s
surface, the first men to touch its
alien soil.

From some 60-odd miles above
the moon, Air Force Lt. Col. Mi-
chael Collins in the command ship
Columbia, said “fantastic.”

The unofficial time of the
Eagle’s landfall on the moon’s
Sea of Tranquility was 102 hours,
45 minutes and 42 seconds after
blastoff last Wednesday, July 16,
from Cape Kennedy, Fla.

The first minutes on the lunar
surface were mostly silent, as
Armstrong and Aldrin quickly
readied everything in their spider-
like space taxi for an emergency
blast-off from the moon, if neces-
sary.

The initial moments were for a
decision on whether to stay on
the dusty surface. The spacecraft
engine began kicking up dust from
the moment it was 40 feet above
on its descent,

Armstrong’s first description of
the landing area was terse. He
apologized for taking a little long-
er than planned in his landing.

“The auto-targeting was taking
us right into a football field-sized
crater,” he said, “with a large
number of big boulders and rocks
—and it required us to fly man-
ually over the rock field to find
a reasonably good area.”

Aldrin looking out the window
said, “Almost every variety of
rock you could find. The color var-
ies depending on how you're look-
ing at it. Doesn’t appear to be
much of a general color at all.”

Almost immediately, mission
control began referring to the
landed men with a new radio call
sign, “Tranquillity Base,” drop-
ping the old code name, “Eagle.”

During the descent, Armstrong
said, he was too busy with the
control panels to pick out some
of the required landmarks. Mission
control told him not to worry.

The two men left the moon
shortly after noon Monday, July
21, and were re-united with the
command capsule for the journey
back to earth. Scheduled re-entry
into the earth’s atmosphere was

Heatly Sees Sales
Tax Increase

State Rep. W. 8. Heatly Sat-

urday forecast that the Texas Leg-
islature will resort to a state sales
tax increase for needed revenue.

Heatly is chairman of the House
Appropriations Committee, a mem-
ber of the Legislative Budget
Board and one of the most pow-
erful members in the legislature.

At a meeting of Hardeman
County Democrats in Quanah Sat-
urday, Heatly said the sales tax
will probably be increased ‘be-
cause it is the easiest tax to pass.”

Heatly expressed opposition to
an annual session of the legisla-
ture.

“The Legislature eventually will
pass a state income tax,” he said.

The amendment primar-
ily authorizes the issuance of up
to $3.5 billion in bonds to finance
the Texas Water Plan. The plan
calls for moving water from East
Texas and perhaps the Mississippi
River to West Texas by a series
of canals and river basins.

NINE PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS ARE

ANALYZED; ELECTION IS SET FOR AUGUST 5, 1969

Voters of Foard County and
Texas will go to the polls August
5 to cast ballots on nine proposed
changes to the constitution, In or-
der to familiarize its readers with
the amendments, the News is pub-
ishing the following analysis of
the amendments as compiled by
the Texas Legislative Council.

No. 1

The proposed amendment re-
peals those sections of the Texas
Constitution which, after careful
study, have been determined to
be obsolete, superfluous, and un-
necessary. The basis for this de-
termination is the Texas Legisla-
tive Council’s report to the 57th
Legislature which contained an
exhausive study of the Texas Con-
stitution and recommended
changes. The proposed amendment
also provides that enumerated sec-
tions be repealed with the specific
understanding that the repeal shall

not in any way make any sub-
stantive changes in the present
constitution,

There are several !'e\'(lznilt‘d
grounds upon which a specific con-
stitutional provision may be de-
termined to be obsolete. While

space Jdoes not warrant discussion
of each such provision repealed
by the proposed amendment, sev-
eral examples of the specific types
of obsolete provisions will be illus-
trative:

1. Obsolescence due to exhaus-
tion of subject matter. The sub-
Jject matter may no longer exist.
Such appears, for example, to be
the Section 6 of Article
X1V, providing for homestead do-
nations out of the otherwise un-
allocated public domain. This pro-
vision became obsolete some time
prior to 1898 upon exhaustion of
lands subject to such donation.
Other examples: Section 60 of
Article XVI, authorizing the leg-
islature to make appropriation
for the 1936 inial; Section
55 of Article authorizing
pensions to veterans of the revo-
lution t Mexico.

which, by its effect on the activity |
of individuals and their use o

their property, is deemed to con-
tribute indire r toward advance-
ment of, or, at least, prevention

of injury to some recognized pub-

lic interest. Examples of this type
of constitutional provision are:
Article VI, Section 29, directing
the legislature to provide for de-

fining and punishing barratry; Ar-
ticle XIII, Section 6, directing the
legislature pass laws against
forgery of land titles; and Article
111, Section 46, directing the leg-
islature to enact vagrancy laws.

The proposed amendment is a
more ‘‘clean up"” measure which
makes no substantive change in
the Texas Constitution; therefore,
it would appear that the presenta-
tion of pro and con arguments
relating to each of the 52 obsolete
provisions is not justified for the
purpose of this analysis.

Amendment No. 2

This proposed amendment adds
a new Section 49-d-1 to Article
IIT of the Texas Constitution
which is designed to grant to the
Texas Water Development Board
the powers and flexibility of oper-
tion necessary to develop suffic-
ient water resources for present
and future economic development
of the state.

Specifically, the proposed new
section:

(1) broadens the powers of the
Water Development Board, per-
mitting the board to participate
in the development of all types
of water resources;

(2) increases the constitution-
ally-authorized amount of Water
Development Bonds by an addi-
tional $3.5 billion, subject to the
aproval of a two-thirds majority
of the legislature;

(3) eliminates the present 4 per
cent interest rate ceiling on Wat-
er Development Bonds;

(4) eliminates the 1982 termi-
nation date for the Water Devel-
opment Fund, which is derived
from the sale of Water Develop-
ment Bonds;

(5) extends the maturity sched-
ules for Water Development Bonds

to

from 40 to 50 years; and

(6) authorizes the Texas Water
Development Board under such
provisions as the legislature may
prescribe to receive grants and
to contract with the United States,
other states, foreign governments,
and others for acquisition and de-
velopment of water resources and
facilities and to secure such con-

tracts by the general credit of
the state.
Arguments
FOR:

1. The future economic growth
of Texas is dependent on adequate
water resources and the passage
of the proposed constitutional
amendment is necessary to insure
that those resources will be avail-
able at the time they are needed.
Studies made by the Texas Water
Development Board and by the
United States Bureau of Recla-
mation show conclusively that Tex-
as’ present economice growth is far
outstripping the state's available
water resources. Unless addition-
al water resources are developed,
the state's economic growth will
be stymied and, in many areas of
the state, economic conditions will
actually retrogress.

2. The Texas Water Plan offers
a means of developing adequate
water resources in an orderly, ef-
ficient manner over a 50-year per-
iod. Although Texas water ve-
sources are fairly adequate at the
present time, the adoption of the
proposed amendment is necessary
to implement the Texas Water
Plan and avoid extensive water
deficiences in the future since long
reriods of time are required to
! construct the facilities necessary
‘for water-resource development
and distribution.

‘ AGAINST:

[ 1. The burden to the Texas
leconomy of the bond issue and
the construction project envision-
ed under the Texas Water Plan
will be made greater even though
all the bonds will not be issued at
the same time.

2. Although proponents of the
amendment contend that the Wat-
er Development Bonds are essen-
tially revenue bonds that will be
amortized ultimately by water
| users, the bonds are actually gen-
eral obligations of the state guar-
anteed by annual appropriations
{from the general revenue fund.
| Thus the taxpayers at large must
| pay that part of the annual prin-
| cipal and interest requirements on
| the bonds not actually covered by
| revenue from the water projects.

l

[ This will require substantial gen-
| eral revenue financing during long
periods of time when projects are

nder construction and are not
income-producing.

Amendment No. 3

This proposed amendment to
Article 111, Section 24, of the
Texas Constitution makes changes
in legislative salaries, per diem,
and travel pay. It permits the leg-
| islature to set its own salary and
| the salary of the speaker of the
house and the lieutenant governor
within certain limits. The limit
for the speaker and the lieutenant
governor is one-half of the salary
of the governor, while the limit
| for the members of the legislature
|is the salary a district judge is
| paid from state funds. The amend-
{ment also removes the 120-day
| limit on payment of the $12 per
| diem pay during the 140-day reg-
{ular session. The amendment re-
| peals provisions allowing travel
pay at the rate of $2.50 per 25
miles traveled to and from Aus-
tin for the session.

Arguments

|
|

FOR:

1. The legislator can no longer
be considered a part-time official.
The increasing complexity of the
problems facing state government
and the increasing amount of time
spent on standing and special in-
| terim committees meeting between
sessions leave him little time to
devote to his private business or
profession. The $4,800 annual sal-
ary now provided under the con-
stitution is scarcely adequate to
meet present-day costs of living.

2. The setting of a specific sal-
ary in the constitution requires a
popular vote each time the legis-
lature needs a pay increase. Call-
|ing a special election and printing
ballots and election notices is
costly, The fact that a legislator
must face the voters for re-elec-
tion to office provides an adequate
check on the legislators in voting
their own pay.

3. The present limitation to a
120-day period for payment of
the small $12 per diem allowance,
even though expenses continue
throughout the full session of 140
days, places an additional hardship
on legislators. In view of personal
living expenses, the imposition of
a time limit on a $12 per diem
allowance is unrealistic. It is un-
likely that any legislator would
attempt to extend the length of
the session and stay away from
his home in order to collect an al-
lowance of $12 per day.

AGAINST:

1. The proposed amendment al-
lows the legislature to raise legis-
lative salaries to not more than
the state salary of a district judge

and to raise the pay of the lieu-
tenant governor and the speaker
of the house of representatives to
not more than one-half of the sal-
ary of the governor. However,
since the salary of the governor
or a district judge may be increas-
ed at any time by the legislature,
the removal of the dollar ceiling
on the presiding officers’ and mem-
bers’ salaries would, in effect,
make any salary possible.

2. A substantial pay increase
and a longer period during which
the per diem allowance would be
paid would add still further to
the expenses of state government
at a time when state finances are
already overburdened in meeting
the constantly expanding needs of
a growing population.

3. A maximum legislative sal-
ary equivalent to that of a district
judge, who works the year round,
is excessive for what might be
termed the part-time job of a leg-
islator, and the legislative salary
which would become effective is
far in excess of the full-time sal-
ary drawn by the average Texan.

Amendment No. 4

This proposed amendment
amends Article VIII, Section 2, of
the Texas Constitution to exempt
nonprofit water supply corpora-
tions. The amendment authorizes
the legislature to exempt the prop-
erty of water supply corporations
if the sale of water is the corpora-
tion's only authorized purpose and
if it is a nonprofit corporation.
The amendment allows exemption
of the property only if the prop-
erty is reasonably necessary for
and used in the acquisition, stor-
age, transportation, and sale of
water. The exemptions under this
section apply to all ad valorem
taxes, state and local.

Arguments

FOR:

1. Nonprofit water supply cor-
porations perform a vital function
for many parts of the state that
would not otherwise have ade-
quate water supplies. The amend-
ment would encourage the forma-
tion of the corporations and the
development of wator resources.

2. The corporations to be ex-
empted are nonprofit and perform
a governmental function; there-
fore, their property should be like
public property and exempt from
taxation.

AGAINST:

1. There are many privately
owned water supply Corporations
which are run for profit. These
corporations would be put at a
competitive disadvantage if the
nonprofit corporations were reliey-
ed from payment of ad valorem
taxes.

2. With rising governmental
costs and increasing difficulty in
finding sources of revenue, any
reduction in the present tax base
is unwise,

Amendment No. 5

This proposed amendment makes
three changes in Article III, Sec-
tion 51-a, of the Texas Constitu-
tion:

(1) It raises the ceiling on the
amount which may be expended
out of state funds per fiscal year
money payments (grants) to pub-
lic assistance recipients from $60
million to $80 million.

(2) It adds a provision making
a supplemental appropriation of
$15 million for each fiscal year
in the period beginning Sept. 1,
1969, and ending Aug. 31, 1971,
in addition to the $60 million ap-
propriation in the Departmental
Appropriation Bill for the pay-
ment of assistance grants for the
fiscal year beginning Sept. 1, 1969.
The supplemental appropriation is
allomated and will be available to
the Department of Public Welfare
for the purpose of paying assist-
ance grants effective Sept. 1,
1969, as follows:

Old age assistance, $3,600,00
for the biennium; $1,800,000 for
each fiscat year.

Aid to the permanently and to-
tally disabled, $2,500,000 for the
biennium; $1,250,000 for each fis-
cal year.

Aid to families with dependent
children, $23,900,000 for the bi-
ennium; $11,950,000 for each fis-
ca] year.

Totals of $30,000,000 for the
biennium and $15,000,000 for each
fiscal year.

Arguments

FOR:

The proposed Amendment No.
5 allows the legislature to appro-
priate sufficient funds to again
enable the State Department of
Public Welfare to make assistance
payments to all four classes of
welfare recipients in accordance
with the minimal standards of need
established by the department.
Texas has consistently been among
the lowest of the states in terms
of average monthly assistance pay-
ments per recipient and in terms
of per capita cost to taxpayers,
It ranks almost at the bottom in
Aid to Families with Dependent
Children, with it« average pay-
ment per recipient of Aid to Fam-
ilies with Dependent Children now
less than $19 per month. The fail-
ure of the proposed constitutional
amendment in 1968 resulted in
drastic reductions in public assist-

nace to needy children. The State
Department of Public Welfare now
is able to pay only 50 per cent
of what it says should be provided
for needy children, and it is pow-
erless to restore benefit payments
to the levels it recognizes as min-
imal unless the proposed Amend-
ment No. 5 is adopted. If the pro-
posed amendment is defeated, it
will cause another immediate re-
duction in assistance to needy c.hil-
dren and the Department predicts
that it ultimately would have to
reduce levels of assistance to the
needy disabled and the needy
aged.

AGAINST:

The large overall expenditures
of state funds which this proposed
amendment authorizes would in-
crease each recipient’s income only
a few dollars a month but would
possibly require $20 mi]lion. in
new funds each year at a time
when the state is already hard
pressed to meet existing financial
obligations,

Amendment No. 6

The proposed Amendment No.
6 adds another Section 64 to Ar-
ticle 111 of the Texas Constitution.
This new section authorizes the
removal of constitutional interest
rates on bonds which may be is-
sued by certain agencies subject
to limitations imposed by the leg-
islature. The regular session of
the 61st Legislature passed S. B.
20, which would set the maximum
interest rate at 6!z per cent on
bonds issued under constitutional
interest-rate limits as well as on
bonds and other public securities
issued under statutory interest-
rate limits. If Amendment No. 6
is adopted, the statutory interest-
rate in S. B. 20 will control max-
imum interest rates on bonds
whose maximum interest-rate lim-
its are presently set in various
sections of the constitution.

Arguments

FOR:

1. Adoption of Amendment No.
6 would make it possible for cer-
tain state agencies now under con-
stitutional restriction establishing
maximum interest-rate limits to
provide for higher interest rates
on future bond issues thereby al-
lowing the bonds to compete for
sale on the open market on even
footing with bonds issued by other
entities,

2. Failure to adopt Amendment
No. 6 would cause many major
state programs to be curtailed or
discontinued due to a lack of
funds. Among these programs are
the Texas Opportunity Plan which
provides student loans enabling
many young Texans to attend col-
lege, and the Texas Water Plan,
which is designed to provide Texas
with an adequate water supply fo
the next 50 years,

AGAINST:

[nflation Greatest
Enemy of Farmers,
Economist Says

Farmers and ranchers, perhaps
more so than any other group of
Texans, have a strong stake in
seeing inflation curbed, believes
W. E. Black, extension economist
in marketing, Texas A&M Univer-
sity. Texas agriculture has much
to gain from national policies that
control inflation, he adds.

Inflation hits farmers and
ranchers coming and going. It in-
creases the cost of the things used
to produce, and cheapens the dol-
lars they have left, explains Black.
The inflated dollar does not go as
far in buying the things he needs
for his family to live. In the mean-
time, farmer prices and farmer
incomes are held down by heavy
production.

In short, the agricultural pro-
ducer is caught in a squeeze be-
tween the prices paid and the
rices received.
. Prices of production goods that
farmers use seldom decline. F'or
example, prices of farm mac'hm-
ery have risen every year since
19'55. Prices of motor \'ehlclgs
also rose except for a slight dip
in 1960 and 1961, points out the
economist. ;
Farm production costs have in-
creased steadily since 1953. It ap-
pears that nearly all of.the ex-
pected increase of $2 billion in
farm production expenses this
year will be the result of higher
prices rather than thg resu!t of
greater quantities of input items
purcheed, notes Black.
Inflation at home, he adds,
also makes it harder for U. S.
farm products to get into foreign
kets.
m.'ll"herefore, Black sees inflation
as one of the greatest enemies
of Texas farmers and ranchers,
both as a hinderance to U. S.
farm exports and as a tightener
of the cost-price squeeze.

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Austin, Tex.—It starts all over
again Monday (July 28). Legisla-
tors will be back at the capitol,
finishing up the finance chores
they. left dangling in their regular
session,

Gov. Preston Smith, who called
the special session after he reject-
ed the lawmakers’ no-tax, one-
year budget and insisted on adop-
tion of a balanced biennial appro-
priations bill, apparently will spell
out his recommendations on open-
ing day.

Smith has been conducting a
series of talks with business and
industry leaders, exploring tax
ideas. Legislators are expected to
have to come up with a revenue
measure totalling $300 million or

Governor abandoned the idea
of waiting until after the August
5 vote on an $80 million welfare
spending limit and other proposed
constitutional amendments.

Opponents, sparked by State
Sen. Charles Herring of Austin,
wildlife conservationists and strict
economy groups, contend that cost
of the contemplated program
would be tremendous and that de-
lay for a year or two of added
study is justified.

Nine amendments will be voted
on August 5. Major interest cen-
ters on water bonds and a propos-
al to raise the welfare spending
ceiling. Annual sessions of the
legislature and higher pay for
lawmakers are among other
amendments to be decided. A
“Nine for Texas Committee” is
leading a campaign for the entire
package.

WTSU to End Fall

Long Week Ends
Coming in ‘71

Just two years ago, the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the United
States launched a spirited cam-
paign for uniform Monday holi-
days. A poll disclosed that 85 per
cent of respondents among Na-
tional Chamber members enthu-
siastically supported the long
week end concept.

It wasn't long before Congress
passed a federal uniform Monday
holidays law that applies to the
District of Columbia and U, S.
territories,

Since then, however, three-
fourths of the states have follow-
ed suit, enacting legislation that
set their own versions of the long
week ends, Uniform Monday holi-
days go into effect on the federal
and most state levels on January
1, 1971.

Beside the traditional Labor
Day observance on the first Mon-
day in September, most new laws
fix Washington’s Birthday on the
third Monday in February, Me-
morial Day on the last Monday
in May, Columbus Day on the
last Monday in October, and Vet-
eran’s Day on the fourth Monday
in October.

Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas and
New Year's Day.

Texas Starts All-Ovt
Effort to Eradicate
Hog Cholera

It has been announced by pr.
James B. Henderson, execu_uve
director of the Texas Animal
Health Commission, and Dr. E.
8. Cox, veterinarian in charge,
Animal Health Division of the
United States Department of Ag-
riculture, that Texas will enter
Phase III of the National Fopr-
Phase Hog Cholera Eradication
Program August 1, 1969,

Standards for this phase of the
eradication program call for the
complete disposal of all in{ect'ed
herds, with state and federal in-
demnity funds available to com-
pensate hog producers whose herds
must be destroyed because of
the disease.

As of August 1, 1969, a total
of 48 states and Puerto Rieo,
containing over 98 per cent of
the nation’s hogs, will have reach-
ed the final phases of the cam-
paign to wipe out hog cholera.

Here is how the new phase of
the program will work in Texas:

When hog cholera is suspected,
state or federal regulatory work-
ers quarantine the farm and make
a count of all living hogs, by
weight and class. If hog cholera
is confirmed, final appraisal is
made on the basis of this count.

All apparently healthy hogs of
marketable weight may be sal-
vaged by sending them direct to
approved slaughtering plants un-
der special permit. Such hogs must
be inspected and appraised prior
to shipment and inspected again
prior to slaughter.

The remaining infected and ex-
posed hogs not suitable for slaugh-
ter are destroyed and the owner
reimbursed with state and federal
indemnities.

Appraisal of hogs will be made
by state and/or federal regulatory
workers in the presence of the
owner. Hogs will be appraised at
their actual value for meat, feed-
ing, or breeding purposes, with

If the
veterinarian suspects hog cholera,
he will contact state or federal
livestock disease control officials,”

“Remember,” they said, “indem-
nity cannot be paid on hogs which
have died before regulatory work-
ers make their initial visit. So
this is another reason for prompt-
ness in reporting outbreaks.”

A basic program that will take
entire farms out of production
of surplus crops and return the
land to grazing appears to be the
major new approach the Nixon
administration has developed to
date to the complicated problems
that confront American agricul-
ture, Purcell said in an interview
in Vernon Saturday afternoon be-
tween his Quanah and Gilliland
visits.

He said the program, which
would be similar in some respects
to the ¢ld Soil Bank of the Eisen-
hower administration, could take
some 18 million to 28 million
acres of cultivated land across the
country cut of crop production
and significantly affect the live-
stock industry with the new beef

Rep. Purrcell expressed the
hope that wheat and feed grain
progran s can be maintained es-
gentially as they have been with
perhaps only minor changes.

But he noted that the House
has passed a $20,000 limitation
on the aid which a single farmer
may receive through government
programs for cotton, and although
the Senate has rejected the limi-
tation, the real “‘crunch” may
come when the legislation goes to

He said there is a real possi-
bility that the Senate may accept
the limitation, unless supporters
of the present program can per-
suade critics that a plan of grad-
ual limitation can be developed
next year. Purcell said he hopes
if any limitation does come, it can
be a “token reduction.”

The Congressman said that the
full details on the new Republican
land retirement program won't
likely be known before Congress-
ional hearings, scheduled some-
time in mid-August.

He said terms proponents of
the program are using refer to
the government “buying an ease-
ment” on the land involved, turn-
ing it from crops to grazing on a
long-term basis—probably for a
longer period than the 10-yea:
limitation on the Soil Bank.

He said that from what can
be learned of the proposed pro-
gram, the farmer would be allow:
ed to remain on his land. He also
noted that the program could not
be effective unless it takes good
land out of production.

He added his opinion would be
that land which has been in the
Soil Bank would not be eligible,
although the Soil Bank contracts
indicated the land would be con-
sidered cultivated acreage for an
additional 10 years.

{ently be *on a bid basis,” accord-
|ing to certain guidelines indicat-
ing the quality of land and other
factors invelved, with the govern-
ment accepting the lowest bid.

He said the program, unless
carefully handled and properly
balanced, offered the threat of
withdrawing large numbers of
cattle from the market as the graz-
ing lands are stocked, then releas-
ing them at a later date as the

Two Minutes
With-the Bible

The Name of the Lord

Many people use the name of
the Lord very lightly. They are
quick to exclaim, “My God!” or
to use the name of the Lord Jesus
Christ in vain,

We should all understand that
the Bible declares that “God will
not hold him guiltless that taketh
His name in vain” (Ex. 20:7).
This is one of the Ten Command-
ments which too many people for-
get or ignore. But it is more than
a commandment. It does not mere-
ly forbid taking the Lord’s name
on our lips carelessly; it adds the
warning: “Thou shalt not take
the name of the Lord thy God in
vain, for the Lord will not hold
him guiltless that taketh His name
in vain.” Don’t commit this sin,
He warns, for if you do, you will
have to face God Himself for it
and He will not overlook it.

Now, probably, many of our
readers have used the name of
God and Christ in vain again and
again, “They have gotten into the
habit and find it difficult to stop.
Now what? How can such escape
the condemnation of God wupon
this sin?

First, one of the principal rea-
sons for not using God’s name in
vain is because of His infinite
greatness. We should all bow and
worship before Him. The second
reason is because He—the infinite
God—took upon Him human form
and as God the Son died for our
sins at Calvary. Now would you
want to curse and swear in His
name? You wouldn’t want people
to curse and swear in your moth-
er's name, would you? How much
less should we curse and swear in
Christ’s name or God's name?

Those who have this problem,
invariably have never trusted
Christ as their own Savior—as
the One who died for their sins.
Those who have trusted Him as
Savior usually never are tempted
to use His name in vain again,
Rather, like St. Paul, who once
was “a blasphemer and a perse-
cutor,” they exclaim with deepest
gratitude: “He loved me and gave
Himself for me.”
