“This has been a common prac-
tice to plant sweet sorghum on
diverted acres and graze after Oc-
tober 1; however, starting with
the 1970 crop, only a grass or
grass-cross will be eligible to be
planted on diverted acres. The
reason for the change was that
substantial benefits were obtained
by grazing sweet sorghum and
this competed with feed grain in
the production of beef,” Mrs.
Reeder explained.
