Cotton Harvest Hints

Dry, high quality cotton at har-
vest time is more than luck. B.
G. Reeves, extension agricultural
engineer, says the moisture con-
tent of cotton should be no more
than eight per cent at the time of
harvest if you want to get the best
quality in every bale. He suggests
that farmers use a hygrometer for
determining when open cotton
reaches the right moisture content
for harvesting. The hygrometer
measures humidity and this will
usually correlate directly with the
moisture content of open cotton.

In Romans 5:12 God tells us
how we are all related to the first
man, Adam: “Wherefore, as by
one man sin entered into the world,
and death by sin; . . . so death
passed upon all men . . ."” This
verse clearly states that every
child born into the world since

The midge which is attacking
guar in Foard County has been
ndenped as Cecidomyia Texana, ac-
cording to County Agent Joe Bur-
::eti;) The l;fe ;ycle of this insect
s mposed o , larva,
and I(.'ll" suns.ec'l"he larva :::::
feeds in the buds of guar through-
out the blooming period causing
the b.uds to fall from the plant
resulting in decreased yields.

The larva is white to pink in
color early in its development, be-
coming orange in color as it de-
velops, A full grown larva is about
one-sixteenth of an inch long. The
pupa stage of this insect has not
been observed, but is probably
completed in the soil. Adults are
:esn than a sixteenth of an inch
i¢mg and are gray to light brown
n color. The length of time spent
in each of these stages is un-
known. The guar midge has many
generations each year.
