Alfalfa Woovil Found 
in Foord County

The alfalfa weevil was first | 
found in Xorthaort Texas in 194? 
and b  now present in Foard Conn- i 
ty, Joe Burkett, county agent, i 
Mid last weak. '

Larvae of the alfalfa weevil I 
cause heavy damage to alfalfa 
early in the spring from the time 
the plants are six inches high un­
til they reach the early bud stage. 
LATxae are about one-twentieth of 
an inch long and are cream color­
ed when newly hatched, but os 
they grow older they turn light 
green.

Full grown larvae are about one- 
fourth inch long and these larvae 
are now present in alfalfa fields 
in Foard County, Burkett Mid.

Alfalfa field« damaged by the 
weevil appear greenish-gray at 
first; os damaged leaves dry, the 
field Ukes on a grayish to whitish 
cast. Alfalfa weevil larvae have 
been known to completely destroy 
the first crop o f alfalfa. The sec­
ond crop may be reduced by the 
larvae feeding on the developing 
shoots.

Once a field of alfalfa  becomes 
infested with the alfalfa weevils, 
damage usually occurs year after 
yssr. For coatrol, farmers should 
follow approved cultarol procticco 
>■  order that a dcasa, vigorous 
stand will bo moiatoined.

The bird was banded by Texas 

Parks and Wildlife Department on 
March 12, 1967, near Port Acres, 
and was shot near Ossora in East­
ern Siberia on May 26, 1968, some 
14 months and countless thousands 
o f miles later.

It took almost three years for 
the band to return to Texas. It 
was returned by the USSR Acad­
emy o f Sciences Zoological Insti­
tute, the Centre of Ringing and 
Marking of Birds and Terrestrial 
Mammals.

Biologists say pintails some­
times cross from Alaska to Siberia 
to nest, but they add that it is 
extremely rare for a bird to stray 
that far when tagged in the Cen- 

itral Flyway.

Dr. Luther B. Trav­
is, an associate professor in the 
department of pediatrics o f the 
Texas Medical Branch at Galves­
ton, will be medical director.

Every true Christian knows by 
experience that the Holy Spirit 
does not, upon saving us, take 
possession of us »nd thenceforth 
supernaturally cause us to live 
lives pleasing to God.

Powerful assistance to over­
come sin is freely provided by 
grace, but this help must be ap­
propriated by faith in each indi­
vidual case.

I But just how is deliverance pro­
vided? The answer is: by the Holy 
Spirit. No longer need the believ­
er remain enslaved to sin, for the 
Holy Spirit within, who imparted 
spiritual life to begin with, will 
also impart strength to overcome 
temptation. When tried and unable 
even to pray as we ought “ the 
Spirit also helpeth our infirmi­
ties”  and “ maketh intercession 
for us”  (Rom. 8:26). When weak 
and ill, we may be "strengthened 
with might by His Spirit in the 
inner man" (Eph. 3:16). Indeed, 
the Spirit even strengthens God’s 
people physically to overcome sin, 
for we read;

“ But if the Spirit o f Him that 
raised up Jesus from the dead 
dwell in you. He that raised up 
Christ from the dead shall also 
quicken (strengthen) your mortal 
bodies by His Spirit that dwelleth 
in you”  (Rom. 8:11).

And the following verse goes 
on to say:

“ Therefore, brethren, we are 
debtors, not to the flesh, to live 
after the flesh”  (verse 12). The 
thought i.«, that since believers 
have the Holy Spirit to help them 
overcome sin they are debtors—  
and not to the flesh, but to God, 
to live pleasing to Him.

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Wildlife Legislation 
Signed by Governor

Gov. Preston Smith has signed 
into law legislation legalizing the 
hunting o f game animals and non- 
migratory game birds from auto­
mobiles and removing the Ameri­
can bison or buffalo from the list 
of game animals.

Hovte Bill 377 permits bant­
ing of game animals and birds 
from automobiles witbin tbe 
boundaries of private property 
by parsons legally on tbe prop­
erty.

This bill excludes hunting from, 
or shooting across, public roads 
and rights-of-way. It also does 
not exempt the hunter from the 
requirement that he hold a valid 
state hunting license, whether on 
private property or not, according 
to Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment officials.

Migratory birds such as ducks, 
geese and doves are under the 
regulation o f federal as well as 
state laws, officials point out, and 
currently it is iliegal to take any 
migratory species from a motor 
vehicle.

The other bill, HB 381, deletes 
the American bison or buffalo
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Most Dangerous
A three-year study by the Uni­

versity of Iowa shows the rotary 
power lawn mower to be the most 
dangerous o f farm equipment. 
Out of 180 cases o f amputations 
studied, 34 were credited to ro­
tary powered lawn mowers; 20 
to corn pickers with grain eleva­
tors and combines ranking third 
and fourth. Might be well to keep 
this information in mind when 
grass mowing time rolls around.

phis where his father, late Walter 
Hightower, was a Baptist minister 
and nurseryman-florist.
