Pattern Your Gun 
For Better Luck

Me said the American con­
sumer spends 16 H per cent of 
his income after Uxes for food, 
which is the lowest among the 
major nations of the world.

He added that only 20 per cent 
of the land in the USA is in crop- 
land, and 60 million acres are 
laid out this year. In conclusion, 
he read two recipes: one for ruln- 
ttiE a farm, and one for saving 
a farm.

They will serve only 
to provide official information. 
Persona with complaints will reg 
ister them with the most conven­
ient district or sub-district office 
of the Internal Revenue Service.

“Neither will interpretations or 
guesses be made by ASCS county 
office people. They will answer 
only those questions for which 
they have been supplied answers, 
If they don’t know the answer to 
a specific question, they will say 
so. If a member of the public 
wants the county office to obtain 
an answer, the question will go 
by phone or mail to the nearest 
IRS district office,” Mr. Cates 
said.

Normal function of ASCS coun­
ty offices is to administer farm 
action programs of the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture on the 
local level. County committee 
chairman Cates said ASCS service 
to farmers will continue without 
interruption.

“Our county'office people wel­
come the opportunity to serve 
their country and are happy to 
make the extra effort in this cru­
cial period,” Mr. Cate* added.

Preparation Could 
Improve Shooting

Selection and preparation of a 
blind location for dove shooting 
could be almost as important for 
success as how good a marksman 
the hunter is, according to the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment.

Select a spot as far away from 
other hunters as possible, and try 
to avoid brushy areas where down­
ed birds are likely to be lost.

Then, step off the distance you 
figure to be the maximum effec­
tive range of your shotgun and 
mark the spot with a rock or 
shrub. Do this in several differ­
ent directions from your blind to 
establish perimeter around your 
hiding place.

Use these landmarks to judge 
the nearness of dove* as they fly 
by, and try not to shoot at those 
beyond the perimeter.
