they cannot submit entries.
Searching old deserted mine 

and ghost towns, river beds and 
looking for rocku and minerals 
has caused them to start another 
hobby— that o f bottle collecting. 
In their shop in Crowell, they have 
the forward shelves lined with old 
bottles, while those in the back 
hold rocka and minerals. One o f 
their oldest bottles is a ginger ale 
bottle from Waco. Mrs. Pittillo 
contacted the Waco Chamber of 
Commerce who, in turn, research­
ed files bsck to 1897 without 
finding a trace o f the manufac­
turer. It is assumed the bottle 
is older than that.

The first purple bottle they 
found wss s whisky bottle dug 
from a pack rat’s nest in the banks 
o f the Pease River near Margar­
et. Authorities claim no mango- 
nese, which causes bottles to turn 
purple, has been nsed in making 
bottles since before 1911.

Mr. Pittillo started collecting 
barbed wire many years ago and 
it has been used in swap trades 
for bottles snd rocks. Through 
the efforts o f this couple, the 
Foard County Hobby Club was 
founded three years ago.

The organisation has hold three 
“ swap snd trade days”  in Crowell 
which have attracted collectors 
snd visitors from as far away as 
Houston snd Portales. N. M., with 
regular visitors coming from 
Southern Oklahoma.

State Insurance Board member 
Ijirry Teaver at the .same confer­
ence announced a wide-ranging 
survey will get under way with 
a view to switching to competitive 
rates and “ no-fault.”

The survey will be financed 
with a 8175,000 appropriation to 
the insurance board for research 
purposes. Teaver said out-of-state 
specialists with no industry con­
nections will be called on to ad- 
viise the board.

The caid, which was authorized 
by the 62nd Texas Legislature, 
is laminated and contain# a color 
photograph of the holder. It i# 
the same size as a Texas drivers 
license.

Information appearing on the 
card will include the holder’s date 
of birth, height, sex. and eye co l-; 
or. Each card will have a special 
itientification number issued by 
the DPS.

Speir said the cards .«hould he 
of value to those persons who do 
not hold a Texas drivers license, 
but who need some sort of official 
card to help establish their iden­
tity.

In order to obtain a personal 
identification card, the applicant 
must appear at a DPS drivers 
licen.se field office on or after 
Sept. 1, execute a special applica­
tion form, present a birth certif­
icate or other documentary evi­
dence of identity and date of 
birth, be fingerprinted and iwy a 
statutory fee of $5.00. The special 
cards, which will be maile<l from 
DPS he.udquarters in Austin, will 
be dated to expire four years from 
the applicant's next birth date.

Also effective September 1, cer­
tain persons having military ser­
vice connected disabilities will be 
exempted from drivers license 
fees.

Speir said those individuals with 
a 60 per cent or more serxice con­
nected disability will be entitled 
to the free drivers license provid­
ed they meet other requiremnts 
which apply to all applicants. .At 
the time of application for a new 
or renewal license, the di.#abled 
veteran must present the DPS 
drivers license office an official

hvestigator Seen 
For DA s Office

A study o f the criminal court 
processes in a 22-county area in­
cluding Foard, Hardeman and 
Wilbarger Counties by a private 
consulting firm includes several 
recommendations for the 46th Ju­
dicial District, according to Dis­
trict Attorney Bill Neal.

One o f the recommendations 
was that a full-time investigator 
be employed for the district at­
torney’s office to serve as a link 
between the district attorney’s of­
fice and local law enforcement 
agencies and to assist in the prep­
aration of criminal cases for trial.

The study noted that there were 
305 felony criminal case.s filed 
during 1970 in the 46th Judicial 
District, which includes Foard, 
Hardeman and Wilbarger Coun­
ties. The prosecution o f these I 
cases was handled by one district 
attorney.

The study noted that this was 
87 per cent as many cases as 
were handled in 1970 by the Wich­
ita County district attorney’s o f­
fice which has one district attor­
ney and three assistant district at­
torneys.

The study further noted that 
the number of cases handled by 
the 46th Judicial District Attor­
ney’s office here was 60 per cen t' 
more than those handled by the i 
district attorney of Parker Coun-' 
ty (Weatherford.) i

The study, which has been in | 
progress for the past three months; 
was performed by the firm of 
Peat, Marwich, Mitchell A Co. | 
of Dallas and was funded by a 
grant through the Nortex Council 
o f Governments with headquarters 
at Wichita Falls.

“ Olir Responsibility to  the Biblo'

There are four passages in the 
New Testament where adjectives 
are used to describe “ the Word 
o f God" and w-here we are inform­
ed of our responsibility toward it 
as such.

For example,-in James 1:21 it is 
called the “ engrafted”  or “ im­
planted" Word, and as such we 
are advised to “ receive”  it with 
"meekness" since it is “ able to 
save your souls.”  The Word of 
God, indeed, does have a way of 
getting down underneath, o f get­
ting “ under our skins”  so to speak. 
It is not merely sown, it 1» plant­
ed into men’s hearts and often 
makes them miserable as it con­
victs them of sin and o f their 
need of salvation through Christ. 
When it does this, says the apos­
tle: “ receive" it “ with meeknese" 
for it is “ able to save your souls."

Then, in Titus 1:9 it is called 
"the faithful Word.” and as such 
we are urged to "hold it fast." 
“ God is not a man. that He should 
lie, or the son o f man, that He 
should repent.”  We can count on 
His Word and act upon it.

Next, in Philippian» 2:16 it is! 
called “ the Word o f Life,”  and 
as such we are to “ hold it forth." 
The W ord of God alone has power 
to regenerate and give spiritual 
life. St. Peter says that believers j 
are “ born again, not of corruptible !

seed, but o f incorruptible, by the 
Word o f God, which liveth and 
ahideth forever”  (I Pet. 1:23). 
Thus we should “ hold it forth”  
to lost men as their only hope o f 
eternal life.

Finally, in II Tim. 2:15 it is 
called “ the Word o f Truth,”  and 
as such we are told to “ rightly 
divide it.”  If we fail to rightly 
divide it, we ran change it into 
error, for God has not always 
dealt the same with mankind. 
Abel had to bring an animal sac­
rifice for salvation (Heb. 11:4). 
The children o f Israel were told 
to “ keep”  the law “ indeed”  to 
find acceptance with God (Ex. 
19:5,6). But later Paul declared, 
“ Not by works o f righteousness 
which we have done, but accord­
ing to His mercy He saved us, by 
the washing o f regeneration, and 
renewing of the Holy Spirit”  (T i­
tus 3 :6).

165(b) states that “ It

flaaoiic warning lignai light on 
at ;  school bus except when any 
i*.d school but ia being atopped or 
ji «topped on a highway for the 
purpose o f permitting school chil­
dren to board or alight from said 
school bus.”

Section 114 requires that after 
January 1, 1972, buses and trucks 
80 inches or more in width must 
have three amber identification 
lamps on the front and three iden­
tification lamps on the rear, 
mounted on the permanent struc­
ture on the vehicle as clo.se as 
practibale to the vertical center- 
line. These lamps shall be in a 
horizontal row with lamp centers 
not less than 6 nor more than 12 
inches apart. Some of the older 
buses owned by school districts 
may not be so equipped. These 
identification lamps will be inspect­
ed for placement and operation on 
motor vehicle inspection of school 
buses after January 1, 1972.
