Bank Deposits
Show Decrease
During Past Year

In spite of almost a total loss
of the 1971 wheat crop and a
poor cotton crop which is just
now being gathered, deposits in
the Crowell State Bank on the
last day of 1971 were only about
half a million dollars less than
on the last day of 1970.

A statewide program to increase
Texas agricultural income by more
than a billion dollars by 1976
was announced by Dr, John E.

Austin, Tex.—Candidates for
the legislature are keeping an
anxious eye on a federal court
which last week heard massive,
consolidated challenges to House
and Senate redistricting.

The three judges listened to
four days of testimony and argu-
ments and took the case under
study. A decision is expected in a
week or two in order to allow time
for appeals to the U. S. Supreme
Court before the February 7 filing
deadline.

Emphasis in the trial of suits
filed in San Antonio, Tyler, Hous-
ton and Dallas was on the issue of
single member vs. multi-member
(countywide) House of Represen-
tatives districts for metropolitan
areas,

Challengers of the 1971 reap-
portionment (based on the 1970
census) by a five-member board
made these key claims:

* Countywide districts tend to
prevent election of blacks, Mexi-
can-Americans and Republicans,

* Elections in the multi-member
districts require expensive cam-
paigns which few candidates, other
than those backed by big interests,
can afford.

* Single member or individual
districts for the big counties in-
sure a smaller constituency and
thereby make legislators more
available, responsive and account-
able to the voters.

The state, in defense of the
1971 reapportionment, maintain-
ed-

* Multi-member districts are not
discriminatory and do not dilute
minority group representation,

* Prior Supreme Court rulings
have held that either multi-or-
single-member districts are accept-
able as long as they are fairly
drawn,

* Single-member districts tend
to fragment a county’s represen-
tation and lessen chances of dele-
gation harmony on key county-
wide issues,

Federal Circuit Judge Irving L.
Goldberg of Dallas, U. 8. District
Judge William Wayne Justice of
Tyler and U, S. Distriet Judge
John H. Wood, Jr. of San Antonio
must make the decision whether
to invalidate the apportionment
and draw new lines or let the
board’s plan stand.

CAMPAIGN REPORTS URGED
—Secretary of State Bob Bullock
has urged state and county politi-
cal organization chairmen to re-
port campaign contributions and
expenditures as candidates are di-
rected to.

He said 31 other states require
such reports by law, though Texas
does not. State Democratic Chair-
man Roy Orr of DeSoto rebuked
Bullock for “overreaching” his
authority.

Bullock disclosed he is having
legislation drafted to require full
disclosure by political parties at
the state and local levels. Until
that legislation can be enacted,
he recommended the political or-
ganizations make the reports vol-
untarily on contributions and ex-
penditures after Jan. 1, 1972,

The secretary suggested filing
reports on party funds used for
county office campaigns with the
county clerk, district or state of-
fice reports with the secretary of
state here and reports of party
money spent in local elections
with the city secretary or city
clerk.

MASS ASSEMBLY RULES ARE
STUDIED — Texas Department
of Public Safety set a February
29 hearing on proposed rules and
regulations and minimum safety
and good order standards for mass
gatherings.

The 62nd Legislature directed
DPS to promulgate such rules
which must be met by promoters
in order to get official permission
to hold mass gatherings, such as
outdoor rock concerts,

Among the proposed rules are
those governing adequate parking,
lighting, access by emergency ve-
hicles and responsibility of the
promoter to preserve order within
the assigned area.

COURTS SPEAK — The Texas
Supreme Court sustained lower
court orders stopping sales of 500
magazines, films, books and cards
found by a San Antonio judge to
be “obscene.” The Fourth Court
of Civil Appeals, whose judgment
was affirmed, had earlier knocked
down that part of the original trial
order prohibiting sale of “similar”
material.

The Third Court of Civil Ap-
peals upheld the State Board of
Examiners of Psychologists and
refused to direct certification of a
man who holds a doctorate in edu-
cation and 127 hours of psychol-
ogy graduate courses.

A Victoria County mother won
in the Supreme Court a new trial
of her suit to regain custody of
five children adopted by grand-
parents.

AG OPINIONS — Resident
aliens are eligible for old age as-
sistance and aid to the blind,
Atty. Gen. Crawford C. Martin

has held in light of U. S. Supreme
Court decisions.

In other recent opinions, Martin
concluded:

* A home rule city has author-
ity to form a non-profit, no-stock
corporation to acquire and im-
prove land for industrial develop-
ment,

* A proposed Taylor County
junior college district to operate
under contract with three pri-
vate, church-related institutions in
Abilene is unconstitutional.

* Motorboats or vessels must
have at least one Coast Guard-
approved lifesaving device for ev-
ery person on board.

* All price advertising by op-
tometrists is prohibited.

* Tuition for students from an-
other college at state higher edu-
cational institutions is at least
$200 per regular semester.

* Reserve deputy sheriffs may
carry weapons,

* Contempt of a commissioners
court is punishable by fine not to
exceed $25 or imprisonment up
to 24 hours,

SCHOOL FINANCE STUDIES
ON—Gov. Preston Smith desig-
nated a 12-member task force to
advise him on possible state ac-
tion needed following a federal
court decision that the Texas sys-
tem of financing public schools is
unconstitutional.

At almost the same time, Smith
directed the newly-created Com-
mission on Intergovernmental Re-
lations to head a study of the ef-
fects of the case and report sug-
gested solutions to the legislature
by Januaray, 1973.

Meanwhile, Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes
expanded a senate committee on
urban education and directed an
examination of finance problems in
the wake of the federal court ac-
tion. At least seven groups are
now in the search for solutions.

Concern has been expressed for
security of school bonds and even
for the entire dependability of the
property tax as the main source
of revenue for all local govern-
mental purposes,

H. D. Agent Is
Rotary Club’s
Speaker Jan. 5th

Titling her talk, “Focus,” Mrs.
Peggy Meads, Foard County Home
Demonstration Agent, spoke at the
Wednesday, January 5, meeting
of the Rotary Club of Crowell.
Mrs. Meads challenged Rotarians
and the entire population of Foard
County on what can be done to
improve general conditions in this
area. She cited some of the needs
of the community.

Mrs. Meads said that the coun-
ty’'s population has dropped from
5,237 in 1940 to 2,342 in 1970.
The age group 65 and over has
risen from 6 to 18.1 per cent of
the population. White population
is set at 91.1 per cent of the total.
Employment in the county is lim-
ited, especially for those 65 and
over, and Mrs. Meads asked if
the churches and individuals
cannot help this older age group
with useful projects.

Mrs. Meads said over Texas
that more than '¢ the young peo-
ple graduating from high school
go to college, but over '¢ of this
number do not graduate from col-
lege. She then asked whether
counseling services in Crowell
High School are adequate to help
CHS graduates decide on careers.

She also cited the shortage of

doctors, especially the general
practitioner. Nearly all

men making doctors are now spec-
ializing.

Another point brought out by
Mrs. Meads is the close proximity
of Lake Kemp to Crowell, and
she asked if the county and town
could not take advantage of this
to provide recreational facilities.

Other guests included Rotarians
Bob Knowles and Bill Givens of
Quanah, and John Stanley Klep-
per.

Exemptions Available
to Stabilization
Guidelines

Anyone living or working in
North Texas who feels he can es-
tablish that the economic stabili-
zation guidelines impose serious
hardship on him or result in gross
inequity may apply for an exemp-
tion or exception by writing the
district director of Internal Rev-
nue 1100 Commerce, Dallas, Texas
75202,

Written requests should state
the reason why the exemption or
exception is being requested. In
addition, these applications should
contain sufficient information to
establish that serious hardship or
gross inequity would result to the
applicant as a result of provisions
of the Economic Stabilization Act.

Have you ever purchased on
the time installment plan? Sure
you have. Practically all major
appliances are purchased in this
manner,

Here's how it works: You, as
the consumer, purchase a washer
and dryer from one of the local
appliance dealers in your city.
You sign a time installment con-
tract and promissory note for the
total purchase price, payable in
monthly  installments ranging
from 12 to 36 months.

(It should be noted that the
time installment plan is utilized
in the purchase of furniture, dance
lessons, ete., as well as appli-
ances,)

Your promissory note for the
total price of the washer and dry-
er is in turn assigned or trans-
ferred by the appliance dealer to!
a bank or other lending institu-‘
tion. By the terms of this assign-
ment or transfer, the appliance
dealer who sold you the washer
and dryer is paid in full by the
bank and you now begin to make
regular payments to the bank for
the purchase of your appliances.
The bank, who owns your prom-
issory note now, is probably a
“Holder in Due Course.”

So what does this mean to you,
a consumer? Legally speaking, it
means a great deal in terms of
the rights and liabilities of all
three parties—you, the appliance
dealer, and the financial institu-
tion—to this everyday commer-
cial transaction.

What exactly is a “Holder in
Due Course?” Generally, a “Hold-
er in Due Course” is one who
takes a negotiable promissory
note in the regular course of bus-
iness, paying a valuable consider-
ation for it, and who has no
reason to believe that the orig-
inal transaction between you and
the appliance dealer is other than
legitimate. As a “Holder in Due
Course,” the bank is legally en-
titled to expect payment to be
made by you according to the
terms of your note. All well and
good so far!

But, consider this situation: As
you begin to use your new appli-
ances, suppose the dryer ceases
to function due to faulty installa-
tion by the appliance dealer. If
the dealer is a reputable one, he
will repair it or see that it is in-
stalled properly pursuant to your
warranty. But suppose that the
appliance dealer has in the mean-
time quit doing business or has
moved from your city and cannot
be located. What do you do now?
Can you legally cease making pay-
ments until your dryer is repaired
or replaced? If the bank is a
“Holder in Due Course,” the ans-
wer is no.

Remember, the bank paid valu-
able consideration for your note.
It paid the dealer cash in full. It
makes a profit from the interest
you are paying on the note, and
the bank more than likely would
have had no reason to believe the
dealer was other than reputable.
(Or at least it will be extremely
difficult for you to prove other-
wise).

Where does this leave you le-
gally? This leaves you with month-
ly installments to pay on your
note stuck with a faulty appliance
with a questionable appliance deal-
er unavailable,

Before signing the contract and
making your purchase, know with
whom you. are dealing., Is he a
reputable and honest business-
