You have just purchased a 
brand new appliance. Along with 
your purchase you received a “ ful­
ly w'ritten guarantee.”  You are 
assured by the salesman that in 
the unlikely event of a break 
down, you have nothing to worry 
about. Your guarantee will make 
good on anything that goes wrong.

Alas, your appliance fails to 
function properly. Armed with 
your guarantee you set out to 
obtain satisfaction. You go to the 
store that sold you the appliance 
and talk to the friendly salesman 
who was so helpful when you were 
buying the item. It is then that 
you discover, upon close examina­
tion of the guarantee, that the 
store did not guarantee the appli­
ance, the manufacturer did.

The salesman and store mana­
ger refer you to the manufactur­
ers’ service center which nearly 
alwa>'s is located in some distant 
city. You contact the manufac­
turer and he writes you a nice 
letter informing you that his com­
pany will be happy to inspect your 
appliance if you will send it back 
to them for examination at your 
own cost.

The service center then writes

Upon close scrutiny o f your guar­
antee you find that the defective 
part actually is excluded from the 
terms o f the guarantee. Occasion­
ally the manufacturer even sug­
gests that you may have abused 
the appliance thereby exempting 
his company from any future lia­
bility.

Perhaps you find that the part 
would have been covered by the 
guarantee if you had mailed in 
the card you received at the time 
of purchase. Your failure to do 
so has invalidated the guarantee 
and you find that the company 
has no obligation at all.

Another problem may arise 
when the store itself guarantees 
your new appliance for one year, 
both parts and labor. Now what 
could be wrong with this? Noth­
ing so long as the seller stays in 
business and stands behind his 
guarantee. But if the seller goes 
out of business who will service 
your appliance under the guaran­
tee?

Unfortunately, the average con­
sumer in many cases has little 
legal recourse aside from pester­
ing and persisting when he pur­
chases a product that does not 
work. It is an old axiom but it is

know the following term.-- of the 
guarantee:

1. What parts o f the product 
are guaranteed;

2. Who is making the guarantee:

town or must it be .*ent o ff;

5. What steps must be taken 
to validate the guarantee, an ex­
ample would be returning a card 
to the manufacturer;

6. What is your recourse in the 
evert the item is defective, that 
is. will it be repaired or will it be 
replaced with a new item;

I 7. For how long is the guaran­
tee; or

8. For whose lifetime, the prod­
uct or the owner’s; and

9. Does the guarantee exclude 
certain uses of the product which 
will invalidate the guarantee.

Remember, if you don’t under­
stand the terminology o f your 
guarantee, ask questions before 
you make your purchase. Have a 
clear understanding at that time. 
After the purchase, it may well be 
too late.

One o f the major reasons you 
are feeling a pinch in your bud­
get is the increa.«ing cost of gov­
ernment. According to the latest 
estin.atcs. over one dollar of ev­
ery three generated in income Is 
returned to the government in the 
form of taxes. 'Thirty years ago 
it was only one dollar o f every 
five.

Taxes have been growing at a 
brisk rate, partly due to inflation 
and partly due to the increased 
services demanded by taxpayers. 
State and local taxes illustrate 
this growth. Between 1967 and 
1969, these taxes per person more 
than doubled in all but ten of the 
states.

A major cause o f the increasing 
tax burden is the boom in wel­
fare costs. Spending by state and 
local governments for welfare 
purposes rose 247 per cent in the 
period 1967-69, a rate o f increase 
greater than for any other major, 
state-local government function, 
including education.

One Acddent 
Investigated Here 
During January

The Texas Highway Patrol in­
vestigated one accident on rural 
highways in Foard County during 
the month of January, according 
to Sgt. Jack Therwhanger, High­
way Patrol supervisor of this area. 
This crash resulted in no person

killed no person injured.
The rural traffic accident sum­

mary for the 60 counties of the 
Lubbock Department of Public 
Safety Region for January 1972 
shows a total of 500 accidents 
resulting in nine persons killed 
and 217 persons injured as com­
pared to January, 1971, with 467 
accidents resulting in J7 persons 
killed and 235 persons injured.

Also during 1971, Lubbock 
County’s 511 traffic accidents was 
the highest number recorded by 
any county of the Lubbock De­
partment of Public Safety region. 
Parker County ranked second with

429 accidents.
The nine traffic deaths for the 

month of January, 1972, occurred 
in the following counties: Lubbock 
3, Palo Pinto 2, Cochran, Garza, 
Gray and Wheeler, 1 each.

Sign-up began February 3 for 
the 1972 ASCS wheat, feed grain 
and cotton programs. The sign­
up will continue through March 10 
and Mrs. Jean Reeder, executive 
director o f the local ASCS office, 
urges producers to come in and 
sign up as soon as they know the 
program they wish to participate 
in.

Referring to the additional 
wheat set-aside, Mrs. Reeder said, 
“ If you wish to sign for additional 
wheat set-aside— it will be neces­
sary for you to designate the 
exact acres on the photo-copy at 
the time you sign in the program. 
This additional must be acres 
seeded to wheat and must be at 
least average quality as other 
wheat on the farm. This acreage 
must not be disposed of before 
April 1, but may be grazed 
through May 14.”

Mrs. Reeder reminded farmers 
that cotton production records are 
needed as soon as possible. “ If 
you have not brought your rec­
ords in, you should do so now. 
A payment yield cannot be com­
puted for the 1972 program until 
these records are received.”

Mrs. Reeder added, “ Measure­
ment service is still available and 
if you are in doubt about your 
acreage, you should request this 
service to be sure. The charge is 
a minimum of $6.00 per farm or 
$6.00 per hour.”

Seal Society for Crippled Children 

land Adults of Texas ha.« stepped I up its rehabilitation services.1 According to Robert Kincaid, 
who is the Easter Seal representa­
tive for Foard County, over 22,- 
000 handicapped Texans received 
Easter Seal treatments during 
1971.

“ Despite medical scientific ad­
vances,”  Mr. Kincaid explained, 
“ the ranks of the crippled are 
growing. This is because of pop­
ulation growth, increased number 
of accidents and medical treat­
ment which saves victims of crip­
pling di.-eases who might not have 
lived in past years.”

Carmen Welch, Special Educa­
tion teacher in Crowell, Texas, 
has designed a curriculum unit 
which is useful for teaching a 
number of concepts to pre-school 
age children. Among the benefits 
to be derived from the unit are 
recognition of colors and shape», 
motor coordination and oral lan­
guage skills. The unit is called 
Pillow Talk.

Materials required are a num­
ber o f throw pillows in a variety 
o f shapes, sizes and colors. The 
larger the collection the more con­
cepts one is able to teach. If one 
has to build a pillow collection 
slowly, it is best to start with 
pillows that are basic geometric 
shapes such as round and square 
and primary colors. After one ha.« 
the.se, others can be added so that 
the child can explore more con­
cepts.

Best time to schedule the activ­
ity is late in the school day. Ex- 
ces.s energy can be dissipated be­
cause the activity requires using 
energy throwing the pillows. There 
is also little competition involved 
so the chances of the student feel­
ing he is a failure are minimized.

Children are either seated or 
lying on mats or blankets spread 
on the floor. They form a semi­
circle with the most severely han­
dicapped children at the center of 
the circle. The teacher is also 
seated close to the ground either 
in a small chair or on a mat of 
her own. She has the pillows and 
tosses a pillow to each child, ask­
ing a question such as “ Did you 
catch the pillow?” The child then 
responds, “ Yes, I caught the pil­
low.”  The first few times the 
game is played, if a child fails 
to catch the pillow, the teacher 
can take the blame by saying, ” 1 
am sorry. 1 threw the pillow poor­
ly and caused you to miss.”  This 
should nut have to continue as the 
child develops self-confidence.

Now that the child has caught 
the pillow, some other questions 
ran be asked such as “ What ran 
you do with the pillow?”  “ What 
color (shape, size) is the pillow?”  
Eventually, the child .should be 
able to extend the concepts he 
has at his command to help him 
campare his pillows to others.

For development of motor co­
ordination, the children may be 
directed in a game of Simon Says 
which includes such commands as 
“ Place the pillow on your head,”  
“ Hold the pillow up high,”  “ Walk 
around the room with the pillow 

' on your head.”

dicaps;
