In addition, orange (a new col­
or in the manual) will convey con­
struction and maintenance warn­
ings.

The new traffic control devices 
manual also includes major ad- 
ju-stments in the use of color lines 
for pavement markings.

White broken lane lines will re­
main on divided, multiple-lane 
highways such as interstate high­
ways. The white broken line will 
denote that there is more than 
one lane, but that traffic in all 
lanes travels in the same direction. 
Solid white lines will be used for 
edge lining on two-way roadways, 
crosswalks and road markings.

Yellow striping will he u.sed a 
great deal more than in the pa.st 
and will denote two-way traffic.

A yellow broken centerline will 
mark the division of the road 
where passing is permitted.

State Board of iTwo Minutes 
Education Issues With the Bible 
Tosition” Paper

The State Board o f Education 
early in April iisued r position 
paper reaffirtnine the traditional 
role of the Texas piiMic school as 
a community center for all aites.

Calling for a return to the one­
time close rapport between school 
and community, the board direct­
ed the commissioner o f education. 
Dr. J. W. Edgar, to "provide lead­
ership, -encouragement, and such 
assistance as possible" in thi« e f­
fort.

Young people and adults often 
feel i.iolated from the school an<i 
unsiilisfied with its ability to re­
late to many o f their special 
reeds, the board points out.

At the same time, according to 
the position statement, “ parents 
and neighbothood residents seem 
incitasir.gly to detach themselves 
from responsibility for the .school 
system, but with no corresponding 
reduction in demands for -ervice, 
in '■riticism, or in opposition to 
voting new taxes or approving a 
new btrd i-sue."

The 21-member governing body 
which -ets policy for operating 
the Texas Education .\geney and 
the -*a*< ■- public school system, 
cited :i number of areas in which 
achools and communities could de­
velop an almo-t round-the-clock 
use »if both talent and facilities.

“ The abnormally high percent­
age of adult il1iterac>. high un­
employment in many inner cities 
and rural areas, the increasing de­
mand for a more skilled force by 
public and private industry, needs 
for adult education in the areas 
o f citiren'hip, drug problems, 
consumer affairs. safe driving, 
and other short-term educational 
programs have placed increased 
demands on public education that 
can. in most in.stanccs, be best 
provided at the neighborhood level, 
after hour« and on weekends."

While many towns are giving 
high priority to multi-purpose 
neighbolhood centers, high cost* 
and the need to avoid duplication 
make the existing public schools 
logical focal points for the-*e ac- 
tivitie«. the board points out.

“We challenge the adminis­
trators and staff to work in 
fall concert with other commu­
nity institutions and neighbor­
hood residents to provide or sup­
port the total rang# of educa­
tional, social, and recreational 
activities sppropriate to tha 
steeds of the community and the 
resources of our society,"

Texas Visitw from 
South of Border 
Very Unpopular

Xot since the days of Gen. San­
ta .\na has a visitor from the 
south been eo unpopular with 
Texans.

The name is Loxosceles reculsa, 
alias brown recluse spider.

There used to be only one 
dangerous spider in Texas be­
fore this poisonous stranger

rode into town— and that was 
the black widow.

But the brown recluse may be 
even more dangerous than the 
more colorful black widow because 
of his habit of hiding in unex- 
pecteci places and also because of 
the extreme toxicity of his bite.

The brown recluse is just that
__ a shy and retiring arachnid
which likes to hide during the 
daylight hours. It will crawl into 
closets, stacks of burlap, shoes or 
even beds for shelter.

Most brown recluse bites result 
from the victims’ accidentally 
touching the spider in his hiding 
place. At night the spiders roam 
about looking for small insects

and scurry to safety when molest­
ed by man.

Brown recluse spiders came to 
Texas from their original range 
in Central America and Mexico. 
They apparently have spread 
across a wide area o f the I  nited 
States in the past few years. ^

Their habit of hiding in man s 
belongings probably helped them 
expand their range as travelers 
net as unknowing tran^sporters 
for the tiny spiders.
