Con.erration Awards contest and was hon* 
ored at an area banquet in Clarendon Friday night, 
May 5. Region I i. composed of 46 countio*.

“ As soon as I buy a farm, I like to .start to 
work on solvinir it's erosion problems. A well cared for 
farm will pay out quicker . . .besides, applyinfr needed 
conservation increases the value o f my land. I like 
to think I leave a piece of land in better condition
than when it came into my care. We don’t actually
own the land— we only use it for a period o f time,”  
Mr. Black ha.s said many times. This philosophy he
believe.s in and practice.s on *120 acres he personally

owns in Knox County, and 3,764 acres he and his 
brother, Lee, own as partners in Foard and Knox Coun­
ties.

Mr. Black is constantly trying to improve his 
land. This is evident while driving over his place with 
him. He is constantly making plans and discussing them. 
The subject o f soil conserv'ation comes up often in his 
conversation with neighbors, and he takes advantage 
o f these opportunities to discuss the benefiu o f caring 
for the land.

His interest in the wise development and con­
servation o f natural resources is evidenced by his ac­
tivities in organizations devoted to conservation.
