Asks Funds for

Pease River Project

John

Senator Tower, in testi-
mony the Senate subcom-
mittee on public works, Commit-
tee on Appropriations, asked for
$00,000 initial planning funds for
construction of the Arkansas-Red
River Chloride Control Project.

The long-range project, impor-
tant to North Texas water sup-
plies, at present is only in the
planning stages. Tower explain-
ed to the subcommittee, “thous-
ands of tons of salt flows into
Lake Kemp from springs of the
Blaine formation.”

“In order to make this water
usable for irrigation, industry and
consumption, this salt flow must
be stopped,” he said. “Local inter-
ests have accepted the responsi-
bility to control the man-made
portion of that pollution, but the
federal government must stop the
natural portion. This project was
designed to do that and will even-

tually cost an estimated $74.3
million,” Tower told committee-
men.

He added the Corps of Engi-
neers indicated it has the capabil-
ity of effectively utilizing $900,-
000 in fiscal year 1973, for a start
of construction,

The basin project covers five
areas of brine concentration. One
is on the Pease River north of
Crowell. The projects are design-
ed to control a maximum of nat-
ural salt polution to the Red Riv-
er tributaries while minimizing the
Iloss of fresh water. The Corps
of Engineers said 23,000 acres
of land will be needed for the
projects,

After initial planning funds are
made available and plans for the
first construction items are com-
plete, the beginning date for on-
site construction work depends
upon future appropriations of con-
struction funds by Congress, and
after construction funds are made
available, about five years will be
