In the past many small school 
districts set aside two days each 
year for an orientation on school 
policies and to prepare for the 
first day o f school. But in 1969 
the Texas Lejíislature passed 
House Bill 240 which amended 
the Foundation School I ’ rotrrani 
.\ct and provided for 10 days of 
in-scrvice traininp. In Paducah we 
now .-et aside five days at the he- 
trinnin r̂ of each school year for 
teacher trainintr— which means 
more planning on the part of 
school administrators.

Some school districts locate-ii 
near a collette campus had college 
personnel who were familiar with 
public schools conduct the in-ser­
vice training on their campus. 
Paducah, being distant from any 
adjoining .school district and much 
further from colleges, undertook 
its own form of in-service training 
conducted hy its own teachers. 
Meeting daily from H:.'I0 to 3:30 
for five (lays was a helpful ex­
perience in getting school o ff to 
a good start.

On Monday the first meeting 
consisted of welcomes, introduc­
tions. outline of state and local 
school board policies, and a short 
discussion of **\\ hat ould  ̂ou 
Like To Learn More .About During 
In-Service Training?”

Teachers also were asked to 
indicate which o f the following 
topics they would like to discuss: 
treatment of minority groups, how­
to evaluate children, relationship 
of teacher to .-tudent. educational 
goals, u.se of audiovisual materials. 
di>eipline. how to teach a stu­
dent who has no desire to learn, 
homework, and relevant teaching. 
During the noon hour, the super­
intendent considered the a.‘ sign- 
ment< with five to seven people 
per topic. Five teachers’ aides 
also took part in the discussions. 
The new teachers were scattered 
around so they might have an op­
portunity to get better acquainted 
in smaller groups.

The group discussions were par­
ticularly stimulating liecause 
many of the teacher* had attend­
ed summer school and brought 
back ideas which they shared witii 
the entire faculty.

assignments were made for ei»- 
its to homes on Tuesday and 
Wednesday mornings.
These visits were made to homes 

where the .students had improper 
meals, poor clothing, and poor at­
tendance the year before. Teach­
ers took information about the 
Title 1 prognim, which would help 
to provide the needed services, 
and encourage the parents to .-cc 
th;it their child had better attelid- 
anee in the coming year. The vis­
itations were of great value in 
helping the new teachers to be- 
come aecjuaiiited with the eommu- 
nitv.

The kindergarten teacher and 
teacher’s aide visited all prospec­
tive kindergarten students in the 
non-English speaking homes and 
the low income areas as provicied 
for in the Minimum Foundation 
Bill. This was actually the only 
method we had of getting infor­
mation to this group of people.

While the teachers were visiting 
on Tue.sday morning, six teachers 
met at the school to give reading 
tests to about 40 students from 
all grades. These teachers were 
to interpret the results of the 
tests and give a report to all teach­
ers that afternoon as to how these 
tests could be used in working 
with students. .All students were 
to be given this diagnostic rea<l- 
ing test the second week of school.

W ith the topic committees as­
signed, the teachers met for work 
in their groups for the first time 
Tuesday afternoon. The group 
work continued on W ednesday un­
til 2 p. ni., when each group made 
its report to the faculty. The re- 

! ports were about 4.'i minutes each, 
followed hy a short rebuttal per- 

1 iod. Thi.s was probably the high- 
I light of the meeting.
I On Friday students were reg­
istered and building principals 
met with their teachers.

Another in-service (f«y wos 
used at the beginninf of the 
second term for the preparation 
of a short semester lesson plan 
to be mailed to parents. The 
plan explained what the stu­
dent would be doing in the com­
ing semester and what waa ex­
pected of him. when tests would 
be given, and how grades would 
be determined. Teachers indi­
cated whether they would use 
lecture or discussion methods, 
films, tests, and homework as­
signments. All of the informa­
tion was on one sheet of paper.

The parents of junior high 
and high school students receiv­
ed five or six lesson plans in one 
envelope. The elementary stu­
dent parents received a lesson 
plan which was lest detailed, 
but contained enough informa­
tion for the parent to be more 
informed of what was going 
on in the classroom.

From a public relations stand­
point. this in-tervice day was 
well spent because parents be­
came more familiar with the 
aims and objectives of the 
courses being taught.

Housing Eligibility 
Is Expanded

Many additional families in 
Texas are now eligible for rural 
housing loans from the Farmers 
Home Administration, FH A  State 
Director J. Lynn Futch announ­
ced Tuesday.

"In  families where both hut- 
band and w ife are em plopd,”  he 
explained, “ the new policy per­
mits half o f the w ife ’»  gross in­
come to be excluded in determin­
ing whether the total family in- 
come is within the maximum limit 
for loan eligibility."

For example, the husband is 
the principal source o f income 
with $6,000. His w ife earns 
$4,000. His entire income, plus 
half of his w ife ’s, or $2,000, to­
tal $8,000. This is within Texas’ 
moderate income level o f $8,000 
so the family may be eligible for 
a Farmers Home Administration 
loan.

James V. Smith, national ad­
ministrator of Farmers Home Ad­
ministration, emphasized that 
newly-eligible families must dem­
onstrate that they otherwise merit 
Fli.A financing, and that credit ia

AUSTIN, TEXAS —  LegLda- 
tive leaders are predicting a quick 
end to their long-dreuded special 
session which began last Wednes­
day.

(lov. Preston Smith caught near­
ly everybody by surprise when he 
announced he has di.scovered an 
additional $125 million in federal 
funds which can be applied to 
welfare.

The federal windfall for social 
services to the needy was Smith’s 
secret weapon to finance 1973 
state operations without need for 
any new taxes.

Most lawmakers had concluded 
he would recommend an eight 
month.s’ budget for welfare to 
make it possible to avoid another 
tax bill before he leaves office.

The governor proposed a $4.1 
billion budget for 1973 ($818 mil­
lion from general revenue)

Crop prospects for most o f the 
state are now rated as fair by the 
Texas Crop and Livestock Report­
ing Service, The coastal bend 
areas and south Texas sections 
as well as a portion o f the Pan­
handle have good prospects.

Pasture condition over the 
state ia rated at 77 per cent of 
normal, compared with 62 per 
cent last year.

TEXAS WHEAT production is 
now estimated at 40,700,000 bush­
els. This ia 30 per cent above the 
1971 production o f 31,417,000 
bushels. Yield now is expected to 
average 22 bushels per acre, up 
one bushel from last year’s aver­
age.

Wheat harvest is now more than 
25 per cent complete; in the ma­
jor wheat producing area o f the 
northern high plains, main harvest 
is now underway.

Cotton is making good progress 
in most .sections of the state, but 
heavy fleahopper and boll weevil 
infestation is reported from the 
Blacklands to the Lower Rio 
Grande Valley. Grain sorghum ia 
heading out as far north as the 
Blacklands. Early stands o f soy­
beans are making good progress 
on the High Plains.

A MEETING will be held June 
27 in Austin on the newly creat­
ed Rural Development Commis­
sion o f Texas. A staff has been 
appointed and offices are located 
in the Texas Department o f Agri­
culture.

The commission is composed of 
25 members plus about 80 "re­
source people”  to assist in rural

THE HIGHEST cotton acreage 
since 1965 was planted on the 
High Plains in 1971. The 177,300 
acres planted but not harve.sted 
represented an abandonment o f 
slightly more than seven per cent, 
which is near normal but above 
the 4.5 per cent abandoned in 
1970.

Production was from 2,322,000 
harvested acres for an average 
yield o f only 264.4 pounds per 
acre; average per-acre production 
on the Plains for a 13-year period 
since 1958 is 453.6 pounds.

You're 
now eligible for a hiph-powered 
advertising pitch designed to sep­
arate you from your money.

Exciting and alluring sweep- 
stakes greetings are generally 
pitched to the innocent opener of 
his daily mail. .■Vnd each year 
thousands o f consumers take the 
bait and are subsequently gulled 
into buying goods or services they 
don’t want or don’t need.

The "free  prize” type of false 
advertising has many ingenious 
variations, but the basic principle 
is always the same. It caters to 
people’s hopes that somehow, 
someway, they can beat the sys­
tem and get something for noth­
ing.

The whole purpose behind these 
phoney contests or "surveys” is

to trick consumers into making 
purchases they usually regret la­
ter on. .\fter all. the consumer 
didn’t really even want the items 
in the first place . . .  it was just 
that he "won”  the chance for a 
good deal.

Often after a consumer claim.« 
the " fre e ” prize or gift, he finds 
he must make some other pur­
chase in order to be eligible. The 
resulting cost covers both items.

In other ca.«es, a ’ free prize 
is sold with expensive companion 
items— such as yearbooks with 
"free encyclopedias.”  service pol­
icies or cabinets with "free sew­
ing machines”  or cost-of-postage 

; only with “ free”  magazines.
.\nother .«cheme is to offer con­

sumers a ‘ “ free g ift”  or sample 
supply of a product. TVhen the 
consumer accepts the gift offer, 
he is a>ked to sign a contract 
which, often without his knowl­
edge, obligates him to purchase a 
certain amount of goods or ser­
vices in the future.

Next time you win a free gift, 
remember— no one is in the busi- 
ne-s to give things away. I f  you 
have to buy something to get your 
gift, look at the offer with sus­
picion. Be a smart consumer.
