Mr. Parkey has stated that no 
individual in any county in which 
the Thirsty Water System oper­
ates has refused to grant an ease­
ment but he al.so states that the 
Thirsty Water System does have 
the right of eminent domain, and 
that he hopes that it will not be 
necessary to use it. Xo money is 
involved in obtaining easements. 
He further added that a depend­
able water supply is an invalu­
able asset not only to the proper­
ty owner, but also the operator 
of the farm or ranch.

The pipeline will be of suffici­
ent depth that it will never inter­
fere with the cultivation of any 
crops, for the distance from the 
surface to the top of the pipe 
will be .30 inches, and it will be 
placed near the fence line to cre­
ate the least possible damage to 
any growing crop.
