SET ASIDE 
FOR WHEAT 
ANNOUNCED

The .A.'seS office is again o ffer­
ing a set-aside provision under 
the 197:1 wheat program to en­
courage retirement o f additional 
land to prevent excessive wheat 
production, according to Mrs. Jean j 
Reeder, executive director of the 
Foard ASCS office.

.An acreage o f up to 150 per 
cent o f the domestic allotment 
may he set aside for payment if 
the set-aside base is this large or 
larger.

The voluntary set-aside is de­
termined by adding the 1972 
wheat acreage certified as plant­
ed for harvest with the 1972 ad­
ditional set-asiile to determine the 
197:1 set-aside base. In cases 
where the 1972 certified acres 
plus additional set-aside is less 
than the allotment, planting cred­
it given, to prevent allotment lo.«s. 
will be used to the extent needed 
to bring the set-aside base up to 
the domestic allotment.

From the 197:i set-aswle base 
«letermined above, any intended 
197.T additional set-a.-ide is sub­
tracted and the result is the wheat 
permitted acreage remaining for 
harvest.

The I97.1 «et-aside base is im­
portant only to those who wish 
to o ffer adilitional acreage for 
payment in excess of that requir­
ed to participate in the program. 
If only the required or minimum 
acreage is to be set aside, the 
farmr'r will still be eligible for 
wheat certificates and wheat aeie- 
aire is not re-tricted.

Farm ers Home Adm. 
Explains Emergency 
Loan Benefits

Tax on Gasoline . . .
(iasoline taxes have climbeil 

steadily. Commerce Clearing 
Hou.ie Inc. report.«— but not ev­
erywhere. Seven states— Alabama, 
Hawaii, Nevada, Ohio, Oklahoma, 
Texas and Tennessee— haven't 
raised their gasoline taxes in 10 
years. The current top rate is 
Connecticut’s 10 cents a gallon. 
The steepest rise came in Mis­
souri, from three cents a gallon 
in 1961 to seven cents currently.

Texas farmers and ranchers 
who have suffered crop, livestock 
or property los.ses from a natural 
disaster since June 30, 1971. may 
he eligible for benefits from Pub­
lic I-aw 92-385, Lynn Futch, state 
«liiector o f Farmers Home .Admin­
istration— Texas, announced last 
week. Provisions o f this law, sign­
ed by President Nixon on August 
16, 1972, are now fully operative, 
Futch said.

Benefits are divided into two 
time frames:

1. Faimers and ranchers who 
leceived loans from Farmers Home

1 Administration as the result of 
losses due to a natural disaster 
that occured between June 30 and 
December 31, 1971, may be eli­
gible for a cancellation of up to 
$5,000 o f the principal of the loan. 
Interest on the remaining loan 
would be three per cent.

2. Those who received loans as 
the result of losses from natural

di.«aster that occurred after De­
cember 31, 1971, are also eligible 
for a cancellation of up to $5,000. 
Interest on the outstanding bal­
ance would be charged at one per 
cent.

Futch emphasized that it is not 
nece.«sary for those who are en­
titled to benefits to contact the 
local FHA office. These are blank­
et provisions applicable to all who 
have received loans, and each will 
he contacted and told o f the ac­
tion he should take.

Futch also advises that any 
farmer or rancher who receives 
an emergency loan from Farmers 
Home Administration between now 
and June 30, 1973, may have up 
to the first $5,000 o f the loan 
cancelled, with the balance at a 
1 per cent interest rate. The 
amount of cancellation is limited 
to the loss or damage not compen­
sated by insurance or otherwise.

N’orth .Africa, wa.s tho foa- 
tuiod speaker at tho Wednesday, 
Xoveniher 8, meeting of the Ro­
tary Cluh of { ’ rowell. Mrs. (iha- 
zal is tho former Miss Cimiy Kr- 
win of Crowell. She was marriexi 
about a year ago to Mr. Ghazal 
ar.il she has been living in Libya 
since that time. He is a native 
o f that country and he and his 
wife met while he was in the 
I'nited States attending college.

In commenting aliout her new 
honie, .Mi'S. Ghazal said she had 
eiijo.M'ii this year of her life in 
a country completely different 
from her native land.

She said that .Arabic is the 
language of the Libyan people 
and their jirinoipal religion is Mos­
lem. Moslems worship in a nios- 
quo hut it is "men only" as the 
women are not allowed to enter 
a nicsque. The obier women still 
go out into public oovoroil coni- 
I'letol.v except for one eye. How- 
ovoi. M.s. Gtiazal said tho young- 
0 1' women are getting away from 
the complete concealment idea 
and are adopting western dross.

Tho Moslem religion is the ha- 
si' on which everyday life pro­
ceeds in Libya and five times a 
day the .Moslems stoji for prayer. 
They have just finished a .‘50-day 
period o f Listing as a part of 
their religious life. Kach <iay for 
:10 slays, they did without food, 
water, or anything pleasureable 
from sunup until dark.

Mrs. Ghazal says she is now 
aide to communicate in the .Arabic 
language, and it has been a diffi­
cult task learning the language 
and also the monetary system.

"There is not freedom of speech 
in Libya as we know it here in 
the I ’ nited States." .Mrs. Ghazal 
stated.

She and her husband recently 
returned fiom a week’s trip to 
Cairo. Kgypt. and she said the 
Mideast war has affected life in 
Libya more than in Kgypt. She 
.said" that Libya since 1060 has 
been rultsi hy a 12-man body.

The Use of alcoholic beverages 
is forbidiien by the .Moslem relig­
ion and liquor is forbidden in the 
country with a prison sentence 
u-'essed for posse.<sion.

Oil is the principal export of 
Libya. The oil camps of the na­
tion are out in the Sahara Desert 
while most o f the population lives 
along the .Meditenanean coast.

She said Libya has a climate 
veiy similar to that o f Texas.
