.Austin, Tex.—Proposals for 
major “reform” statutes and 
changes in the House and Senate 

' rules have been drawn by Texas 
legislative lenders.

Rep. Price Daniel, Jr., Liberty, 
slated to be the next Speaker of 
the Hou.-:e of Repre.sentatives, has 
announced a nine-point “reform” 
program.

Several Senate members and Lt. 
Gov.-elect Bill Hobby, Houston, 
have discussed propo.sals to 
change some of the “reform” 
rules adopted by the fourth called 
session of the G2nd Legislature.

Speaking to a seminar spon­
sored by the Texas Society of 
Association Executives, Daniel 
listed these proposeil changes in 
state statutes—which he feels are 
necessary because of a “mandate” 
of Texas voters this year:

1. .A one term limit for the 
.‘'peaker of the House of Repre­
sentative«.

2. Elimination of the pledge 
card system for election of the 
Hou.se Speaker—where pledges 
are exchanged for support of leg­
islation.

3. Disclosure by the .Speaker 
of contributions to support his 
campaign for that office.

4. .A limit on the number of 
cunfeiees on tax bills.

5. .A new "open records” law 
which would provide more acce.-4s 
to public documents—with cer­
tain guidelines and safeguards.

fi. Improvement of campaign 
contribution laws.

7. Tightening of the law-s gov­
erning lobbyist registration.

H. .An ethics code for legisla­
tors.

It. Changes in the state’s “open 
meetings” law to provUle the pub­
lic with more information about 
actions of governmental bodies.

Daniel said the.se proposed “re­
form measures should not be tag­
ged with “ liberal” or “conserva­
tive” labels.

“Liberal an<l conserv-ative la­
bels are unfair to the 77 new 
members of the l-egislature. They 
have not yet cast a vote. The new 
members will be more independent 
and reform minded, because thats’ 
what the voters demanded in the

primary, run-off and general elec­
tions this year,” he added.

“ I don’t believe we should over­
react to the problems of the past,” 
he said when he discussed major 
changes in House rules which will 
be introduced.

CITIZENS CONSTITUTIONAL 
COMMISSION WILL BE SE­
LECTED — Elected leaders of 
the three branches of state gov­
ernment-executive, legislative 
and judicial—w-ill be appointing 
36 Texans to a citizens’ commis­
sion to study needed constitution­
al changes and report its recom­
mendation's next November.

A resolution to create this citi­
zens’ commission will •« intro­
ducta in the 63rd Legislature, and 
the 36 appointees will be selected 
by a committee of the elected 
leaders of .state government.

This committee will probably 
include the Governor, Lt. Gover­
nor, Speaker of the House of Rep­
resentatives, Chief Justice of the 
Supreme Court and I’resitling 
Judge of the Criminal Appeals 
Court.

At a recent meeting of leaders 
in the drive for constitutional re­
form, the addition of the Attorney 
General to that committee wfl.< 
supported.

Winter weather stops harvest 
. . . Consumers sound off . . .  
Confined feeding regulations re­
jected . . . Cold weather slews
scrawworm.
Old man winter slowed haiwest 

of Texa!< agricultural products 
from the Panhandle to the Rio 
Grande Valley. Citrus harvest was 
at a slower pace due to cold, wet 
weather. Cotton and grain sor­
ghum harvest on the High and 
Low plains was delayed by snow 
and freezing weather.

Peanut and soybean harvest was 
also cut back due to the weather! 
farmers were abto unable to com­
plete seeding of wheat and oats.

But in spite of the bad weather, 
overall harvest is generally ahead 
of last year. Cotton harvest for 
the state is now more than 40 per 
rent complete compared with less 
than a third a year ago. Grain 
sorghum harvest, on the other 
hand, is slightly below last year 
at this time. Peanut harvest is vir­
tually complete. Sugarheet harvest 
is 09 per cent finished compared 
to only about 50 per cent at this 
time last year. Soybean harvest 
is behind this year compared to 
1971; this year the crop is about 
three-fourths gathered; a year 
ago harvesting of soybeans was 
85 per cent complete.

Pecan harvest is again slowed 
due to the weather for the third 
straight week in a row.

Wheat seeding throughout the 
state is almost complete as is oat 
planting. Flax seeding is 75 per 
cent complete compared with 
slightly more than half a year ago.

CONSUMERS had their chance 
to sound off recently regarding 
dairy products. A survey of con- 
umers was sponsored recently by 

the Texas Department of Agricul­
ture to give the dairy industry 
information on consumer accept­
ance of dairy products.

The two most serious complaints

voiced by the consumer were 
spoiled and had quality products 
and faulty containers. High prices 
were also a complaint by consum­
ers.

Consumers suggested to the 
dairy industry that it provide 
fresher dairy products, date all 
product containers, use mure glass 
milk containers, provide a wider 
variety of cheeses.

The survey was conducted in 
the Houston. Lubbock, San An­
tonio and Tyler ureas.

TEXAS Water Quality Hoard’s 
proposed water pollution control 
regulations for dairy and poultry 
operations have been withdrawn. 
The Texas Water Quality Board 
will continue its present policy 
of handling each confined feeding 
operation individually under its 
waste control order or "permit’’ 
system. Only swine are exempt 
from this. Swine operations are 
required to register under the 
swine feeding regulations.

COLD weather has slowed screw 
worm infestations, and this is 
providing an opportunity for of­
ficials in charge of the screwworm 
eradication program an opportu­
nity to make plans for 1973.

Screwworm eradication officials 
at .Mission look upon this period 
as a time to “catch up” in efforts 
to eradicate the screwworm in 
1973.

Cooperation between Mexico 
and the U. S. governmenta as well 
as cattle producers in those two 
countries will help to improve 
prospects for thel 973 eradica­
tion effort, officials explained.
