President Blasts
Federal Decision

Farmers Union has vigorously
protested the discontinuance of
the Rural Environmental Assist-
ance Program and has urged the
President to reconsider his deci-
sion,

Texas Farmers Union state
president Jay Naman of \\'aco’
has advised the White House and
members of Congress ‘“that the
discontinuance of this important
program that promotes conserva-
tion and environmental preserva-
tion will not only have an imme-
diate effect on rural
America, but will cause future
generations to pay many times
the cost of this program to clean
up water polluted by erosion and
to restore land damaged by wind
and excessive water. The REAP
program has been an essential
tool in the fight for clean air and
water, and the insignificant cost
has been returned many times in
the accomplishments of this pro-
gram in preserving the environ-
ment.”

Naman pointed out that the dis-
continuance of the program will
cost rural Texas 1212 million dol-
lars in funds that had been allo-
cated for REAP. He said that
countless important jobs in rural
communities will be in jeopardy,
and that several counties would
lose the services of the local Ag-
ricultural Stabilization Conserva-
tion Service offices.
