pending before tlie U. S. Supreme 
Court.

The TST.\ program would “ level 
up” the standards of all Texas 
schools to those o f the better- 
quality local systems now oper­
ating, rather than “ level down” 
to those of poorer quality.

This wouhl be the first major 
overhaul o f the school program 
since 1949, when TST.\ threw its 
full weight behind passage o f the 
Ctilmer-.\ikin Minimum Founda­
tion Program which has been the 
basis for the school system since 
then.

In the Rodriguez case, federal 
judges in San .\ntonio ruled in 
December 1971 that Texa« public 
school financing is unconstitution­
al because it discriminates against 
poorer districts and thus doesn’t 
provide equal educational oppor­
tunity for all children.

Several groups have been study­
ing the problem since then, but 
most have concentrated on finance. 
The special TST.\ study commit­
tee is evaluating reports from 
these groups before supporting a 
particular financing recommenda­
tion.

Changes in school program also 
are being formulate<l by a State 
Board of Education committee and 

' by a Senate interim panel headed 
j  by Sen. Oscar Mauzy of Dallas.

Our 
main objective is quality educa­
tion for all Texas children,”  Mrs. 
Duncan said, “ to comply with the 
court order, and to insure that 
whatever changes are made will 
be improvement and not reduc­
tion in state support for public 
education."

The school program propo.sal is 
one of 10 priority bills which 
TST.\ » i l l  present to the Legis­
lature. The others would provide 
for:

— Uniform professional con­
tracts for teachers.

— Consultation agreements be­
tween teachers and school officials 
upon request of either party.

— Adding a retired teacher to 
the Teacher Retirement System 
board.

— Changing the state’s fiscal 
year to begin July 1, instead of 
September 1.

— Delay in the mandatory start 
of the “ quarter school year”  sys­
tem for two years, from 1973-74 
to 1975-76.

— \  duty-free lunch period for 
teachers, with state financing.

— State funds to pay school sec- 
retarie« and instructional admin­
istrative personnel.

— Protecting school personnel 
against required disclosure of con­
fidential information gained from 
students.

— Eliminating special state col­
lege fees not applicable to part- 
time college students who hold de­
grees.

Other major TST.\ objectives 
include;

— Defending present levels and 
areas o f state support for educa­
tion, including automatic finan­
cing for public schools and teach­
er retirement.

— Preserving public funds for 
public schools only.

— Exploring possible improve­
ments in benefits for retired 
teacher.-, within the limits o f ac­
tuarial soundness.

Main features of the compre­
hensive school progiam recom­
mended by TST.\ are;

— .Automatic financing of 
schools would be continued.

— The local property tax still 
would be used, with a 70-30 state- 
local sharing of the new program.

— Most o f the local funds now- 
being spent in excess of the mini­
mum program are “ captured” for 
inclusion in the comprehensive 
program.

— Local control is maintained, 
in that a <listrict could still go 
beyond the state program.

— Fair market value o f property 
would become the basis for deter­
mining the local fund assignment, 
dropping the present complicated, 
controversial economic index.

— Each district’s local fund as­
signment would be based on its 
property values as a percentage 
of the statewide total.

— Each district would be pro­
vided the .same program, with the 
state making up the difference 
between total cost and the local 
share.

The education program would 
be expanded in several ways to 
provide approximately the same 
level of personnel as in those dis­
tricts with better programs now.

Alost Widows to Get 
Increased Social 
Security Payments

Most— but not all— aged wid­
ows and dependent widowers will 
get increaseil payments from so­
cial security this month, Henry 
Chustz, .social security manager 
in Vernon, says.

“ Widows don't have to do any­
thing to get these increase.». The 
increases will begin with checks 
to be mailed early in February.

Under the new law, increases 
will go to 89 per cent o f the 3 Ai 
million widows who get monthly 
payments based on their late hus­
band’s social security records.

The 21.22 per cent increase 
will be paid to women who started 
getting widows benefits at 65 or 
later. Smaller increa.ses will be 
paid to widows who first got 
checks before age 66.

V\ idows who get no increase 
under the new law will be mostly 
sole survivors whose husbands 
would have qualified for minimum 
retirement benefits.

should be a private matter be­
tween a woman and her physician, 
the high court ended a contro­
versy begun in 1970 when “ Jane 
Roe,”  a pregnant, unmarried wo­
man from Dallas took the abortion 
argument to the federal courts.

Ironically Miss Roe, as she was 
named to protect her identity, won 
her case, but had the baby.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe asked Tex­
as Atty. Gen. John Hill for an 
evaluation o f the ruling and for 
alternatives open to Texas in light 
o f the high court decision.

Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, however, 
said that “ the best solution is one 
in which the state is neutral on 
the subject . . .  I believe the med­
ical profe.ssion of Texas will re­
spond to the decision and will 
treat abortion as a medical mat­
ter in a responsible way.”

TOO M ANY SCHOOLS?— Tex­
as may be expanding educational 
facilities to the extent that the 
quality of education may be di­
luted, while the taxpayer keeps 
digging deeper in his pocketbook 
to pay the bilks.

Opinion was expressed here by 
Wales Madden, an Amarillo at­
torney, who is a member of the 
Coordination Boaid, Texas Col­
lege and University System. Mad­
den told CB members “ educators 
know that increased funding is 
dependent upon growing enroll­
ments. With institutions planning 
independently and on ad hoc basis 
for enrolling the same students, 
and with there being fewer stu­
dents to spread among the col­
leges, we may endanger the criti­
cal mass o f students, faculty, fa ­
cilities, equipment and libraries 
established at such high cost and 
hard e ffort in our existing insti­
tutions.”

Madden placed part of the 
blame on local pratture on state 
lefislators, who feel duty bound 
to try to create by statute a 
junior or senior college or tech­
nical training facility in their 
communities. Madden urged CB  
members to moderate the pres­
ent expansion trend “until we 
determine fully what the needs 
are and where we are going.”

This was 60 more acci­
dents, 15 more fatalities and 49 
leas injured than during the cal­
endar year of 1971.

.\lthough the regular 1973 pros­
pective planting.« report won’t be 
issued until mid-March, here are 
the latest preliminary crop acre­
age estimates for 35 .states: Up­
land cotton plantings are expect­
ed to total 12,900,000 acres, down 
seven per cent from 1972. Sor­
ghum growers expect to plant 19,-
100.000 acres, an increase of 10 
per cent from a year earlier. Oat 
planting intentions at 20,300,000 
acres are one per cent more than 
1972. Barley planted acreage is 
expected to total 10,100,000 
acres, one per cent less than 
1972. Corn growers expect to 
plant 70,500,000 acres, up seven 
per cent from 1972. Durum 
wheat plantings are expected to 
be at a new record high o f 2,800,- 
000 acres, and nine per cent above 
1972. Other spring wheat planted 
acreage at an expected 11,700,000 
acres, is up 17 per cent from 
1972. Soybean plantings are ex­
pected to reach a record high of
48.800.000 acres, up five per cent 
above 1972. Flaxseed plantings 
are indicated at 1,150,000 acres, 
down three per cent from 1972.

EVEN though it’s been pre­
dicted before, now it’s official: 
1972 crop production in Texas 
has exceeded production of 1971 
in almost every category.

The Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service notes that pro­
duction o f cotton, grain sorghum, 
wheat, oats, barley, rye, soybeans, 
flaxseed, peanuts and sugar beets 
reached levels significantly above 
production in 1971.

Corn and rice were the only- 
major crops which fell short of 
the 1971 production level. Pea­
nuts, corn, grain sorghum, and 
hay attained record high yields 
per harvested acre, while cotton, 
wheat, oats, barley, rye, and flax­
seed either equalled or exceeded 
yields per acre reached in 1971.

Upland cotton production in 
Texas is estimated at 4,050,000 
bales, almost double that o f 1971; 
grain sorghum production for 1972 
is estimated at 319,780,000 bush­
el.«, up almost 20,000,000 bushels 
from 1971; corn production is es­
timated at 39,560,000 bushels, 
down slightly from 1971; peanut 
production is estimated at a rec­
ord 478,800,000 pounds; .soybean 
production is set at 5,460,000 bu­
shels, almost double 1971; rice 
production is estimated at 22,-
122.000 cwt., down about 1,000,- 
000 cwt. from 1971; hay produc­
tion for 1972 is set at 4,109,000 
tons, down slightly from 1971; 
wheat production at 44,000,000 
bushels for 1972 compares with
31.416.000 bushels in 1971; oat 
production at 9,720,000 bushels 
compares with only 5,994,000 
bushels in 1971.

HONEY production in Texas

during 1972 totaled 11,368,000 
pounds, up 35 per cent from 1971. 
Average price per pound for all 
honey in 1972 was 26 cents, which 
is 8.1 cents above the 1972 aver­
age price per pound o f 17.9 
cents. Total value o f honey and 
beeswax produced in Texas in 
1972 is estimated at $3,090,000 
compared with $1,641,000 in 19(1.

HARVEST o f grapefruit and 
early and midseason oranges is 
active in the Rio Grande Valley. 
Heavy movement of fruit into 
both fresh market and processing 
channels is underway. Exports are 
expected to increase during Janu­
ary- and account for a significant 
percentage of the total fresh mar­
ket movement.

INTENDED plantings for spring 
potatoes in Texas for 1973 is dow-n 
11 per cent from the 1972 crop. 
Growers intend to plant 7,100 
acres this year compared with 
8,000 acres last season.

Planting is continuing in the 
Valley. About 70 per cent o f the 
Lower Rio Grande Valley crop 
will be fresh market reds and the 
remaining 30 per cent w-ill be 
chipping potatoes.
