The milk cow population also in­

creased slijthtly, from 355,000 in 
1071 to 358,000 in 1072. .Average 
proiluction per cow in herd, in- 
cludinic dry cows, was 0,!44 
pounds in 1072, up 320 pounds 
from 1070.

Hut the nationwide average per 
cow production was 10,271 pounds. 
Total milk production throughout 
the nation during 1072 amounted 
to 120 billion pounds; this is 1.5 
per cent higher than the previous 
year.

FERTILIZER use in Texas con­
tinues to climb. Total amount of 
fertilizers applied on Texas farm­
lands during 1072 was up almost 
200,000 tons over 1071.

Types of fertilizer are divided 
into three categories: mixed fer­
tilizer, primary nutrient fertilizer, 
and secondary and micronutrient 
fertilizer.

Mixed fertilizer utilized in Tex­
as totaled 1,312,535 tons; this is 
up 11 per cent from 1971. Primary 
nutrient fertilizer amounted to 1,- 
200,733 tons, which is six per 
cent above the 1071 use. Secon­
dary and micronutrient fertilizer 
applied amounted to 1,100 tons 
which was down slightly from the 

i 1071 level.
.Amount.s of fertilizers used in 

¡Texas during 1972 include: nitro- 
! gen, 712,135 tons; phosphate, 280,- 
I 202 tons; potash, 112,045 tons.
' .\nhv<lrous ammonia fertilizer

accounted for 39 per cent of the 
nitrogen fertilizer used in 11X52; 
ammonium nitrate accounted for 
25 per cent, and ammonium suf- 
fate accounted for 14 per cent 
while nitrogen solutions accounted 
for 13 per cent.

Supei phosphate made up 20 per 
cent of the directly applied phos­
phate materials.

CITRUS harvest continues in 
the Lower Kio tirande Valley. Har­
vest of grapefruit is active, and 
modnate supplies of early and 
midseason oranges will he avail­
able this month.

Condition of citrus trees is 
good. Kecent freezing weather 
caused little to no damage.

BROILER whole.-<ale prices are 
jumping at almost unheard of 
rates. The price recently jumped 
four cents a pound at the whole­
sale level, which is perhaps the 
first time that has ever happened.

Reasons for the price increase 
include:

The high price of red meat is 
causing consumers to buy more 
broilers, thus making the law of 
supply and demand react;

Bad weather in Georgia, a ma­
jor broiler production area.

As a result, prices to consumers 
for broilers will be at levels of 20 
years ago. Until recently, broilers 
have for the past .several years 
been several cents per pound less 
than they were 20 years ago.

Production efficiencies of broil­
er producers as well as increased 
feed conversion are among reasons 
why broilers are at bargain prices.

CATTLE on feed in Texas as 
of Feb. 1 totaled 2,215,000 head. 
This is 22 per cent above a year 
ago, but one per cent below a 
month ago. Nationwide, cattle on 
feed in the seven major states wa> 
one per cent above a month ago 
and eight per cent above a year 
ago.

Regular state investigatory 
agencies were not taken into the 
federal investigators’ confidence.

“ I feel safe in saying we hav­
en’t been contacted,” said Atty. 
Gen. John Hill.

Sens. Oscar Mauzy of Dallas 
and Robert Gammage of Houston 
were among senators who talked 
freely of their questioning by a 
“T-man” in a trench coat. Rep. 
Lane Denton of Waco said he had 
also been queried about a num­
ber of subjects late in January 
but declined to provide details.

Mauzy said he had been inform­
ed the Treasury Department has 
a special task force on corruption 
of public officials. He said an 
agent identified as R. R. Caldwell 
told him he was a member of a 
ta.sk force that conducted an in­
vestigation of Louisiana state gov­
ernment which resulted in convic­
tions of some officials.

According to Mauzy, the agent 
spent more tims asking him about 
creation of special water districts 
in Harris County than anything 
else. He said he was also ques­
tioned as to whether he knew 
anything about how bank charters 
were awarded, if he had knowl­
edge of legislators taking bribes, 
how state colleges acquired land 
and let contracts and if state 
purchasing is done on competitive 
bids.

Some legislators joked that one 
of the T-men wore a Nixon tie 
clasp and didn’t ask any ques­
tions about Republicans.

There may have been more kid­
ding if legislators didn’t remem­
ber another federal agency—the 
Securities and Exchange Commis­
sion—that bared 1969 stock deal­
ings by high state officials which 
led to conviction of former House 
Speaker Gus Mutscher for bribery.

Legislators questioned recently 
were assured they weren’t under 
inve.stigation.

COURTS SP E A K  — The SUte 
Supreme Court agreed the family 
of a pilot killed in a crash at 
Dallas six years ago should col­
lect damages due to an admitted- 
ly-faulty propeller.

A Harris County doctor won 
reversal of a life sentence for 
killing his hospital partner in the 
Court of Criminal Appeals.

TRA FFIC  O FFEND ER  BILL  
O FFER ED  — Governor Briscoe 
in a special message gave his en­
dorsement to legi.slation to re­
move habitual traffic offenders 
from Texas streets and highways.

The bill, backed by the Texas 
Association of Insurance Agents, 
provides for revoking drivers’ li­
censes of persons convicted of 
four specified major driving vio­
lations or 12 moving traffic vio­
lations in a five-year period. It 
also provides for felony fine and 
probation for habitual offenders 
who drive without licenses.

$57 MILLION MORE ASKED  
FOR W E LFA R E  — The State 
Board of Public Welfare wants 
$557 million more in state funds 
than recommended by the Legis­
lative Budget Board’s no-new-tax 
budget.

Board members said Nixon Ad­
ministration programs are de­
manding more state money. They 
cited amendments transferring to 
the federal government aged, 
blind and disabled programs which 
had been administered by the 
states.

“The increased cost to Texas 
to make up for withheld federal 
funds may be so prohibitive that 
some programs will be lost en­
tirely and others may be cut back 
severely,” said Welfare Commi.s- 
sioner Raymond Vowell. He cited 
medical aid, child care and per­
sonnel services.

The Board approved a $695 
million state spending program for 
1974 which would mean an over­
all budget of about $1 billion. The 
LBB budget proposal, said Board 
staff members, would reduce wel­
fare spending overall by $150 mil­
lion, considering lost U. S. aid.

C O M PAR ATIV E NEGLIGENCE  
BILL A D V A N C E S — A bill to 
permit accident victims to collect 
damages though they were partly 
at fault moved through the House 
of Representatives in spite of 
warnings it might raise insurance 
rates.

The legislation, backed by Texa.<* 
Trial Lawyers Association, would 
set up a so-called comparative 
negligence system. Juries would 
find percentages of fault and 
award damages in proportion to 
negligence of the parties to acci­
dents.

Among other measures approved 
by the House was Speaker Price 
Daniel Jr.’.s proposal to require 
speakership candidates to disclose 
their campaign financing.

Overheight Trucks 
Causing Damage 
to Texas Bridges

Trucks bearing overheight loads 
are taking a costly toll of Texas 
highway bridges.

A check of the more populous 
Highway Department district of­
fices indicates that high load dam­
age has become a serious concern 
in recent months. Principal dam­
age has been reported in the Hous­
ton, Fort Worth, Dallas, and San 
Antonio districts, although others 
have experienced similar bridge 
damage.

Cost of bridge repair may run 
from a few hundred to many 
thousands of dollars when a struc­
ture is hit.

Truckers planning to carry loads 
of more than 13 feet 6 inches are 
expected to obtain an overheight 
permit, which describes a route 
over which the vehicle may travel 
without damaging overhead struc­
tures. It is the truckers responsi­
bility to be certain that his ve­
hicle can pass safely under all 
overhead structures on his route.

Many truckers — particularly 
those hauling construction equip­
ment—do not obtain the permits 
becau.se they believe their loads 
do not violate the overheight load 
limits.

However, the boom of a drag­
line may bounce vertically 18 
inches to two feet or more when 
travelling at highway speeds. The 
bouncing boom may clear the in­
itial beams of an overhead struc­
ture and then catch on subsequent 
beams at the peak of the vertical 
movement.

Damage may be particularly 
heavy to prestressed concrete 
beams, enough to require their 
replacement. Some steel beams 
may be badly bent but the damag­
ed .section can be cut out and a 
new section welded into place. In

either event the repairs are costly 
and traffic may be inconvenienced 
for a long period of time.

In .some instances, the trucker 
may know he has damaged the 
bridge and his load. But, unless 
the load is wedged under the 
bridge, he may proceed on his 
way, expecting the Highway De­
partment to pick up the tab for 
repairs. However, Department 
“sleuths” usually track down the 
errant truck driver who may be 
faced with even more costly and 
severe penalties.

On other occasions the load 
may wedge under the structure, 
or even be knocked completely off 
the truck bed, in which case the 
Highway Department bills the cost 
of repairs to the trucker or his 
insurance carrier.

Although the Department recov­
ers several hundred thousand dol­
lars a year from the insurance 
companies, probably as much more 
comes out of the pockets of other 
highway users who pay motor ve­
hicle taxes.

Highway Department engineers 
believe principal damage is caus­
ed by construction equipment be­
ing moved from one project to 
another. Oil field equipment and 
tanks loaded on conventional truck 
beds also are responsible for 
much damage.

On occasion, the load has been 
knocked off the truck and fallen 
onto or through a lower deck of a 
multi-level interchange. Almost 
incomprehensively, such accidents 
have not resulted in secondary- 
crashes—so far.

However, engineers for the 
Highway Department are concern­
ed that sooner or later fatalities 
will result when a load will be 
knocked from a truck or a ve­
hicle wedges under a structure, 
and then is struck by a speeding 
passenger car.

A structure where State High­
way 360 overpasses SH 183 in 
the Fort Worth District has been 
damaged by high loads at least 
eight times prior to April, 1970. 
At that time the structure was 
raised nine inches at the lowest

Cotton Classing 
Office Graded 
320,300 Samples

The USDA Cotton Division class­
ing office at Altus graded 20,700 
samples for the week ending Feb. 
23, and the season total stood at 
320,300 samples classed. Although 
the harvest was frequently inter­
rupted by unfavorable weather, 
this year's classing total had al 
ready exceeded any season for 
the previous eleven years, accord­
ing to C. E. Cox, officer in charge 
at Altus. Last year at this time 
only 174,000 samples had been 
graded, and two years ago the 
harvest was complete with 19.3,700 
.<*amples classed.

Total cla.ssed from North Texas 
counties this year stood at 49,400 
samples, compared with 26,400 
last year at this date, and 25,900 
two years ago.

Grades on North Texas cotton 
classed during the week were 26 
per cent white, 60 per cent light 
spotted, and 14 per cent spotted. 
The predominant grade was strict 
low middling light spotted, (42), 
accounting for 43 per cent of the 
total.

The Agricultural Marketing 
Service reported that cotton mar­
keting activity increased during 
the week, in some areas as much 
as 60 per cent over previous lev­
els. Demand was strong, although 
prices continued to fluctuate fre­
quently and showed very little 
gain over previous reports. Prices 
on currently predominant quali­
ties averaged 9.50 to 11.00 cents 
per pound above loan rates on 
the better grades, 8.60 to 9.00 
cents over loan rates on lower 
grades. Cottonseed prices were 
reported at $53.00 per ton.

T. ('oppinirei, district director of 
Internal Revenue foi North Tex­
as, said this week.

To avoid errors in deducting 
medical expenses on li>72 returns, 
Mr. t'oppintrer advised taxpayers 
to lead the Form 1040 instruc­
tions carefully before filing.

.A common error taxpayers made 
in reporting medical expenses is 
in deducting medicine and drug 
expenses. Taxpayers can add the.se 
expenses to their other medical 
expenses only to the extent they 
exceed one per cent of adjusted 
gross income.

“Some taxpayers," Mr. Coppin- 
ger said, “try to deduct in full 
their drug costs in excess of one 
per cent of their adjusted gross 
income instead of adding this ex­
cess to their other medical ex­
penses, which are subject to a 
three per cent limitation."

.\nother common error taxpay­
ers made last year involved the 
medical insurance premium deduc­
tion. You can deduct one-half the 
cost of the premium paid for med­
ical insurance, up to SI50, with­
out regard to the three per cent 
of income limitation.

Price Opposes 
Giving Money to 
North Vietnam

Last week in one of his most 
strongly worded letters to Presi­
dent Nixon, Congressman Bob 
F’rice expressed opposition to any 
plan or scheme to provide eco­
nomic as.sistance to North Vietnam 
as part of the peace .settlement. 
Price’s office ha« received a tre­
mendous number of letter.- from 
concerned constituents who have 
registeied their opposition to any 
plan for aid to North Vietnam.

The text of Congressman 
Price’s letter to the F'resident i- 
as follows:

I am writing to expre-.« my 
objection in the stronge.-t of 
terms to any plan which would 
involve American financial or eco­
nomic aid to the government of 
North Vietnam.

Tho.«e of us in the Congre.-s 
who have stood resolutely with 
you in opposition to the demands 
among various <lissidents in and 
out of the Congres.« for peace at 
any price have <lone so becau.«e 
of our agreement with your stated 
preniei-e that .Americans who 
have fought, die'd. and “paid a 
price” to resist Communist ag­
gression shall not have done so in 
vain.

-After ten years of cruel war it 
would be unconscionable to lavish 
over two billion dollars of assist­
ance upon a government which 
has been re.-ponsible for the 
deaths of over 50,000 .Americans, 
hundreds of thousands of South 
Vietname.-e. and has practiced the 
most saidistic and brutal forms 
of inhumanity and has scoffed at 
the most elementary rules of civ­
ilization and human decency.

It is true that the United States 
helped rebuild our former enemies 
of Germany and Japan at the close 
of World War II, but that was 
after the militaristic and dictator­
ial regimes of both nations were 
deposed. In North Vietnam today, 
the same persons who have at­
tempted to defeat and humiliate 
the United States are still in con-

Medicare for the 
Disabled to Begin 
in July, 1973

“We have been receiving many 
inquiries concerning metiicare for 
the di.sabled," Henry Chustz, so­
cial .security manager in Vernon, 
-aid last week. “The social .secur­
ity amendments of 1972 included 
such a provision, but it does not 
take effect until July of 1973. 
.A'so, no medicare benefits will be 
available for an individual until 
he has been entitled to disability 
benefits for 24 consecutive 
months.

“Beneficiaries covered by this 
new provision would include dis­
abled workers at any age; di.sabled 
widow.s and disabled dependent 
widowers between the ages of 50 
and 65; and disabled people aged 
18 and over who receive social 
security benefits from a parent’s 
social security number.

“.Since the law does not become 
effective until July, 1973, no ac­
tion need be taken now. Additional 
publicity will be given to this pro­
vision as the effective date ap­
proaches.

“Until the new law goes into 
effect next July, only individuals 
65 and over are eligible for medi­
care benefits,’’ Chustz concluded.

Hands, elbows, head, 
feet and knees are useful in 
hand-to-hand combat and enable 
an 88-pound woman to get 
away from a 225-pound assailant 
if enough force is applied in the 
right place. “Your head, butted 
sharply against the nose, or un­
der the chin or rammed into the 
solar plexus is a very painful 
weapon. Your fingers, thumbs, fin­
gernails, or small weapon jabbed 
into your assailant’s eyes, mouth, 
or neck can quickly inflict pain 
and loosen his grip on you. If at­
tacked from the rear, an elbow 
in the stomach or solar plexus 
with a quick, sharp jab is most 
effective. Stomping with force 
the instep or a good blow or rake 
down the shinbone will inflict real 
pain. Hit hard, you may not get 
a second chance,” Hatcher said.

A request for the first sreneral 
rate increase in West Texas Util­
ities Company 50-year history 
was presentei! to the Crowell City 
Council by WTl' manager Cecil

The company requested a six 

per cent increase in each step of 
the residential, commercial and 
industrial rates and the applica­
tion of a fuel adjustment clause 
to municipal water pumping; rates.

The increase will not apply to 
minimum hills, fuel adjustments, 
municipal rates and power inter- 
chaniies with other utility com­
panies. “As a result,” Davis said, 
“the increase in the company’s 
total revenue will he less than 
five per cent.”

The increase will add about ‘2 
and *2 3 cents per day to the av- 
eiage residential bill, according: to 
Davis. He pointe<l out that since 
1952, the averagre residential cost 
has dropped from 3.64 cents per 
kilowatt-hour to 2.59 cents, a 
decrease of 29 per cent. During 
the same time, the average resi­
dential usage has increased more 
than 3 ’s times.

While this is WTU’s first gen­
eral rate increase, the power com­
pany manager noted that WTU 
had voluntarily reduced rates 14 
times. The firm’s last major rate

reduction was in 1964.

In asking the city’s approval of 
the new electric rate schedules, 
the WTU manager said that the 
new rates would be applied to bills 
rendeied on or after March 1, 
1973.

D avis pointed out that alm ost 
every electric utility  company 
in T exas has found it necessary 
to request rate adjustm ents and 
that W TU is one of the last to 
m ake such a request.

“The spiraling cost of nearly 
everything we buy or use to pro­
vide electric .leri'ice makes the 
rate adjustment essential.” the 
WTl' manager said. “The inerea.se 
is the minimum needed and noth­
ing more.”

He entphasized that WTU had 
been caught in the “cost squeeze” 
as a result of the increases in the 
cost of equipment, services and 
labor, cost of new power plants, 
lines, and environmental controls.

W ith in terest costs more than 
doubled, he pointed out that 
the cost o f borrowing money 
was one o f the major problems. 
To supply fu ture needs, the 
com pany expects to spend about 
77 m illion dollars for new fa ­
c ilities in the next five years.
