Army Worms
Damaging County’s
Sorghum, Agent Says

Populations of fall army-
worms and corn earworms are
causing heavy foliage damage to
sorghum plants by feeding in
the plant whorl in Foard County,
according to Joe Burkett,
County Agent. In most cases it
is very difficult to obtain
effective control of these worms
because, while in the whorl,
they are protected from
insecticides.

In most cases these worms do
not damage the developing
head. As sorghum plants grow
into the boot stage, the whorl
disappears and the remaining
worms are prey for predators.

Sorghum vyields will be
reduced somewhat by feeding
damage caused by these worms
but in most cases control
measures applied after foliage
damage is apparent will not
control worms effectively and
will not increase yields enough
to justify the control measures.
Sorghum that has heavy foliage
damage can make near average
yields when moisture conditions
are good.

on Thursday, August 16th Budget

Students in the Crowell
Schools return to class this
morning (Thursday) to begin
the 1973-74 term. Busses began
their usual runs this morning,
and the cafeteria will serve
meals beginning today. Teach-
ers in the local system have
been in in-service training and
work days since Monday.

For the first time in history,
kindergarten will be taught to

all children in the district S
yvears of age, whose parents
desire to send them. Grade

School Principal Gordon Erwin
said last week that the
kindergarten will be held all
school day for economically-
deprived children while the
children who are not economic-
ally deprived will have only a
half day of kindergarten. The
kindergarten children will eat
lunch at 10:40 a. m. each day,
along with the first graders, and
at noon the non-economically-
deprived will be dismissed.

The school cafeteria begins
feeding grade school students at
10:40 a. m. and winds up
feeding high schoolers about
12:30. Prices of cafeteria meals
are 45 cents for kindergarten
through fifth grade; 50 cents for
sixth graders and up, and 60
cents for teachers.

Mrs. Gloria Pierce is head of
the cafeteria, and other workers
there are Mmes.B. J. Eavenson,
Maudie Golden and Jodie
Miller.

Mrs. Margaret Daniel of
Truscott will be teaching the
kindergarten class this year.
Other grade school teachers, as
announced by Mr. Erwin,
include Mmes. Barbara Black
and Anita Phillips, first grade;
Mrs. Fay Cates, second grade;
Mmes. Pat Streit and June
McLain, third grade; Mrs.
Martha Thomas, fourth grade;
Mmes. Virginia Sue Smith and
Margaret Claire Rasberry, fifth
grade. Mr. Erwin said that in
junior high, James Streit and
Mrs. Zelma Justin are home
room teachers for the sixth
grade; Jerry Don Anderson and
Mrs. Barbara Wall, seventh
grade home room teachers; and
James Vaile and Mrs. Dixie
Hord, eighth grade home room
teachers.

Bollworms Causing
Square Damage in
Foard County Cotton

Bollworms are causing an
increased amount of square
damage in Foard County,
Emory Boring, area entomolo-
gist, says in the Rolling Plains
Insect Report No. 11. Square
damage in most heavily infested
fields is ranging from 10 to 15
per cent, with square damage
ranging from 3 to 10 per cent in
many fields, the report added.

Square bores are causing 2 to
3 per cent damage to squares in
cotton fields in the northeast
part of Foard County.

The report adds that sorghum
midge continues to be a problem
in grain sorghum in Foard
County.

Immunizations listed
for Crowell Students

The Crowell Schools, Monday
released the following informa-
tion relative to required
immunizations for students:

For complete immunizations
the following are required in the
respective class or age group-
ings: Children in kindergarten
and grades one through five

Polio - At least 3 doses of oral
vaccine, provided one or more
doses have been received since
the fourth birthday.

Diptheria/Tetanus - Mini-
mum of 3 doses, with at least
one dose having been received
since the fourth birthday.
(Usually given as DTP for
children less than 6 vears of age
and older.)

Measles One dose of
vaccine, or history of measles
illness.

Rubella - One dose of vaccine.

Polio - At least 3 doses of oral
vaccine, provided one or more
doses have been received since
the fourth birthday. (Polio
vaccine is not required for
persons nineteen years of age or
older

Diptheria/Tetanus - Mini-
mum of 3 doses with last dose
within 10 years. Booster dose
only after initial series.
(Pertusis should not be given
past age of 6 years.)

Measles The majority of
children in this group will have
been previously immunized or
obtained natural immunity
through infection. Recommend-
ed but not required on an
individual basis if history of
vaccine or illness is thought to
be negative.

Rubella - Not required past
age 12 years
Smallpox - One vaccination

within the past 10 vears.

Ginning capacity of the
Farmers Co-Operative Gin of
Crowell will be doubled when
recently-purchased equipment
is installed within the next few
weeks. Gin manager Bill King
said last week that the new
equipment should push the
capacity of the local plant to 7 or
8 bales per hour

The late model equipment
purchased from a co-op. gin at
Sudan and moved to Crowell
last week include five 90-saw
gin stands complete with
Mitchell feeders and distribu-
tor; one all-steel Murray press
with hydraulic door locks,
complete with press pump and
motor; one all-steel burr
extractor complete with drives
and platform

Mr. King said the new
equipment will give the local gin
an all-steel plant. Equipment
not being replaced include the
dryver and lint cleaner.

The ginning season in Foard
County last season was probably
the longest on record, and King
said that he ginned his last bale
of 1972 cotton on May 25 of this
vear, after a great deal of 1973
cotton had already been
planted.

Directors of the gin are Dee
Adams, president; Lester Pat-
ton, vice president; Fred
Vecera, secretary; Charles J.
Drabek, Glyndon Johnson, 1. J.
Jackson and A. L. McGinnis.
Mr. King is in his twelfth year
as local manager.

Foard County Judge Ft‘s|l€
Thomas told members olA the
Rotary Club some of the
prubléms faced by county
government at the Wednesday,
August 8, meeting of the clul_\‘

Citing a need for 'next years
newspaper,’’ Judge Thomas
said that with continually rising
cost of everything the county
buys, preparing a budget for (hc
coming year and trying 10 j‘lnc
within that budget'’ is a
hazardous thing.

Citing the operation of The
Foard County Hospital as the
main concern, he said that
several months of high expenses

at the hospital can literally
bankrupt the county govern-
ment. Actually, Thomas said

that last year the local hospital
lost less than $1,000 during the

year.
He said that Medicare
continues tc make more and
more demands on small
hospitals, and it appears to

Judge Thomas that the goal of
Medicare is to close all small
hospitals such as Foard
County's, and have only central,
large hospitals scattered over
the country. He added that if
this ever happens, many people
will be deprived of much-needed
medical care.

The judge stated that at some
future time, Foard County
residents may be called on to
vote a hospital district which
will have the power to levy taxes
to operate the hospital. He said
that the disadvantage of this is
that the county will lose control
of the hospital operation. In a
hospital district, an elected
board would be in charge of the
operation and an administrator,
with a salary in at least five
figures, would have to be hired
to be in charge.

Presently, the administration
of the hospital is in the hands of
the commissioners court.

Another problem cited was
the continuing advancing of the
minimum wage, which increase
salaries of county employees.
He said county emplovees are
asking for a raise next January
1. and he didn’t know whether
the county will grant the raise or
not.

The county has spent $21,000
of its federal revenue sharing
money to purchase a new road
maintainer and $1,000 to heat
and cool the jail. Next item to be

purchased, the judge said, is a
new boiler for the court house.
Generally the county is in
sound financial shape, the
county judge said, with only
$25,000 in bonded indebted-
ness, with interest rate on the
hospital bonds being 2% %.
Citing his own hesitation to
raise county taxes, as he himself
is a landowner, Judge Thomas
said Foard County has some of
the lowest taxes anywhere. He
said the best land in the county
is taxed at the value of less than
$20 an acre and pasture land
from $3 to $5 an acre. The
present tax rate is 80 cents on
the $100 valuation with 15 cents
per $100 additional for roads.
In a question and answer
session, he said that the county
has about $8'%2 million in
valuations and the yearly
income for Foard County is

about $170,000.
He was introduced by

Rotarian Bill Bell, who is also a
county commissioner. Other
visitors were Rotarians B. R.
Foster and Don Bethel of

Quanah.
